The spectacic is
exhibited to the world of a Government deriv-
ing its powers frotn the coneent of the govern-
ed,and having imparted toit only so mnuch po-
weras is necessary for its successiul operarion,
Those who srecharged with itaadministration
should carefuliy abstain from all attempis to
cnlarge Uie range of powers thus granted to
the scveral departments of the Government
other than by an appeal to the Peaple for ail.
thitional grantg, lest by so duing they disturbh
that alance which the patriots and atateamen
who framed the Conatitution designed to estab
lish hetween the Federal Goverument and the
States composing the Union.
