GREAT PUBLIC MEETING.

‘Chere was a great movement of the citizens
of Baltimore yesterday. A town meeting had
becn called to adopt measures to testily respect
{or the character of the late Presidest, and re-
gret for his death—and, notwithstandiog that the
inclemency of the weather prevented nambers
from attending, the clock had hardly struck
twelve, (the hour of meeting,) before the rotun-
da of the Exchange, was well crowded. We
knew that our fellow-citizens would not be defi-
cieat, when the opportunity was afforded, inthe
manifestation of their sympathy in the feeling of
sorrow which has been so universally evinced at
the recent national bereavement.

Coroxsus O'Doxxzre, Esq. called the meet-
ing to order, and nominated Col. Sam’t. Moork
as President, who was upapimously chosen.—
On taking the chair, Col. Moore made a short,
but appropriate and feeling address, in which he
referred to the mournfal dispensation of Provi-
dence which had deprived the country eof its
veaerable Chicf Magistrate, and the duty which
now devolved upon the citizens of Baltimore, to
eviuce in 2 most solemn and public manner, their
sense of the public services and private virtucs
of the illustrious deceased.

On motion, Roszar Giiuone, Esq., and Col.
SoLoMox HiLLex, Jr., were unanimously ap-
pointed Vice Presidents, and Sas’c. T. TaoMr-
sox and Wirrtiam H. Corx, Jr., Secretaries.

Oa motion of Z. Corrixs Lxx, Esq., it was
resolved unanimously that 2 Committee, consist-
ing of one from each Ward, be appointed, to re-
tire and draft resolutions expressive of the feel-
ings of the citizens of Baltimore for the melan-
eholy bereavement sustained by the death of the
late illustrious President.

Tug U. 8. CarcuraTon. On casting oar eyes
hastily over this volume, we thought that it de-
served a more claborate notice than our time
would permit, and we placed it in the hands of
a friend well skilled in the science of figures,
who bas politely furnished us with the following
opinion of the merits of the work.

The Americans are a caleulating people. Their
genius is emphatically commercial, and a broad
ficld lies constantly open on cvery side, inviting
their enterprise and offering full scope to their
energy, ingenuity, mechanical =zkill or scientific
attainments. For such a people, a sound prepar-
atory education is indispensable; aund no branch
has so many ¢laims upon their attention, either
for its especial uses or as a means of mental disci-
pline, as that of the mathematics.

A good zrithmetic, then, is a work of the ut-
most importance to the American teacher. We
hail with peculiar pleasure an addition to our
large list of good school bocks in the shape of an
arithmetic by Mr. John McNerin, just published,
a copy of which is beforc us; and we regard it
with the more gratificxtion, because we wish to
sce Baltimore contributing her share to those
standard works by which the mind and morals of
the youth of our country are to be formed.

It may be said, we are already overrun with
arithmeties. It is true they are numeroas, and
many of them possess commendable featares; but
nepe are perfect. There are several points in
wl)ch the work before us is superior to those we
have Mfeln_fc;re seen, and as a whole, it appears,
to our juﬂ_gtincnt, a work well arranged and jodi-
ciously cxccuted.

\We are pleascd o sce inserted the tables for
Addition, Subtraction, and Division, as well as
that for Multiplicatica. They arc all absolutely
essential, and if other works bad contained them,
we should sec less of that trick of counting fin-
zers, which now disgraces so many of our schools.
The cxplanations and rules are generally clear
and well expressed. That on Interest, however,
on page 183, might be modified. It says ‘‘com-
pute the intercat to the first time a payment was
made’’—and afterwards—*subtract the sum paid
at that time, together with the preceding pay-
menis, if any,”’ &c. How could there be any
payments ‘“‘preceding’ the time when the first
payment was made? But this i3 atrifle, that will,
of course,be corrected in future cditions, of which
wc hope there may be many. We wish, also,
that the author had entirely excluded the an-
sweers from his work.  We are persuaded that it
i3 better both for teacher and pupil to have them
omitted in the body of the work, aud collected in
a key for the capecial reference of the former.—
If this be too expensive, let cach teacher, as he
gocs along, prepare a key for himself.

Wec ought to have mentioned that one peculiar
fealure of this work, is its use of Federal cur-
rency to the exclusion of sterling money. which
is used so extemsively in other treatiscs, and
which the author has very properly considered
at Jargc under the head of Exchange and Reduc-
tion.

‘The book is from the press of Mr. James Younz,
and is neatly printed, We commend it to teach-
ers and those interested in edacation, and wish it
success. By the way, will the accomplished au-
thor, or some other mathematical friend, explain
to us, why *‘forfy fect of round timber, or fifly
feet of huv~n timber, make a ton or load.”” We
confess the statement puzzles us, and we should
like to know the ‘‘reason of the thing.’’
