report of the Committee of Juvestigation:
AxpALTsIA, Bocks County,
April 8, 1841. }
Hoa. John M. Clayton, Dover, Delaware:

My Dear Sir: During your late visit to Phil-
adelphia, you were encugh to express your
opinion of the peculiar hardship of my position in
respect to the lale meeting of the Stockholders of
the Baunk of the United States. Forsixteen years
I had been the Presidentof that institation, which
up to the hour 1 left it cnjoyed a long carcer of
prosperity. Two years aflerwards it fell .into
zrcat trouble, and it seems to be the desire of
those notw connected with it to ascribe all its mis-
fertunes, including the fatal resumption a few
wecks ago, entirely to my administration. lad
this been douce in a fair and open and manly way,
no ouc would have been more ready than mysell
to mneet that question. Bat instead of this, what
was the course pursued? A committee of stock-
holders has been for three montbs at work with
all the books aud papers of the Bank under their
control, raking up every thing which by distor-
tion may injurc my administration, or reveange
their own personal gricls, or pander to the mor-
bid appetite which prevails about banks
and those connected with them. From all com-
munication with that inquisitorial body I was stu-
diously excluded; aud | understand tg_ql_,a propo-
aal to invite my attendance or 10 apprise me o
what they were doing, wasrejected. “Lhey endecd
at last by rqm;tinlgl_cxpme and partial statements
in regard to mysell, and, as you saw atthe meet-
iag noo ﬁrlnnity tas given to lct the accused
be htltg fore he was condemned, and the re-
port is widcl& circulated with an air of official
authority in distant places, where no explanation
of mine can ever follow it.

Now all this seems to me a signal act of injus-
tice. § kpow that misfortune has a right to be
querulous: but this summary condemnatioa with-
out a chance of cxplanation, or defence, aprivi-
fege never denied to the humblest criminal, can-
aot fail to be regretted even by those who have
joined in it when the passions of the momcnt
shall subside. 1 deeply regret it—less onm
own account, howecever, than because I thin
such an act of injustice inflicts a severe injury on
the Bank itself—1 regret it still more because al-
though scparated from the Bank, I felt a stocere
interest in its fate and had prepared with great
industry what 1 decmed the means of reviving its
Empcrity, which I mecant tosubject to the stock-

olders.

All that, of course, isovernow. But as1know
you argdesirous of asccrtaining the truth, 1shall
proceed to cxplain 1o you as 2 personal friend
several mattters, very simple in themselves but
which have been etrangely misrepresented. For
instance

You heard in the report a long and complicated
story about cotton purchases, aud it is so often
said, that maay begin to believe it—that the bank
of the United States speculated largely in cottou,
and lost a great deal of money by it. It scems
unkind to disturb so established a fact—but the
truth is, that durinz my conaexion with the Bauk,
it never owned a bale of cotton—and will notl
believe lose a dollar by any opecration in Cotton,
nnless by sreat mismasagemcenthercafter. That
whole matter has always been (o me a source of
+0 much pride, from its benefits to the Bank snd
10 the comntry, that | take pleasure in stating the
real history of it.

In the year 1837, the Bank went te the relicf
of the city of New York, by issuing its bouds
payable in Londoun. . The .question was how to

. provide the means of payiog those bonds.  Hith-
erto the only mode of doing it was by the pur-
chase of bills drawn at the South oa shipmeats of
producc—but the difficully now was that in the
zencral prostration of credit at the South, there
was great danger in taking private bills drawn
there —while many of the Live | Houses on
wwhom these bills were usually drawn were them-
swlves embarrassed. 1t oceurred {o me, therc-
fore, that the only modc of avoiding these dan-
wers was to purchase nobills at all cxc:c‘tt founded
oa direct shipments of pruduce uader the conteol
of the Bank. I zecordingly urged the mercantile

the responsibility. Nor was there the slight-
est desire 10 conceal it. On the contrary all the
corres ence and entries I believe passed
t the Bank—it was announced over and
over sgain in publications koown to come from
thc Bank—and it was particularly deseribed in
a published letter of mine to Mr. Adams oo the
10th of December, 1833, of which the following
is an extract: _

““In like manner the derangement of the eur-
rency placed the staples of the South entirely at
the merey of the foreign aser, who coald
have dictated the terms of, sale to the prostrated
planter. It was thooght proper to avert that
evil by employing a large ion of the capital
of the Ba.nt in making advances on Southern
produce. This had two effects: The first was
to provide remittances to pay its own bonds in
Eogland issued to New York merchants in their
extreme distress, for as the Bank could not Eqr
chasc these staples it made advances u them
in the South, receiving in exchange bills on Ea-
rope—the second was to introdace into the mar-
ket a new compelition and thus prevent the un-
conditional sabjection of the planter to the for-
cign purchaser. These advances were made not
as in past years on the mere personal scearity of
the merchants, which the coafusion of all pri-
vate credit would have rendered too hazardous—
bat on the actual shipment of the produce to an
American house in England willing and able to
protect American property from the reckless
waste with which it has been often thrown into
the market with an entire dis of all Ame-
rican interests. The combination of these causcs
—the application of capital on this side, and the
prudent rescrve on the other—has saved to the
planting interest an amount which it is difficult
to estimate below ten or fifteen millions of dol-
lars. 1 believe too, that nearly ounc-half of the
commercial debt of this couatry to Europc has
been paid by the mere difference between the
actual sales of the sccurities and staples, and the
price they would have rcalizcd had they been
thrown unprotected into the hands of Europeans,
These meastires were cssentially of a temporary
nature—tlhey were measures of emergency ,adopt-
ed in the midst of & public calamity and to be dis-
continued with the necessity which caused them.
As sooa, thercfore, as the capital and industry of
the country had time to subside ingggtheir accus-
tomed channels, these opceratiooe were relin-
quished, and now they have totally and finally
ceased *’

In the meantime the beneflt was very great
alike to the Bank and to the country. To the
Bank, because it got the advantage of a large
circulation of its notes—it got the premium of its
drafts from the South—it got the funds in Europe
without the least risk, and s large colleetion of

means of protecting and saving the agent of the
Bank, and, of course, the Bank itself, from pros-
tration. Of this the most decisive evidence 13 &
declaration made by the Presideat of the Bank
himself, in a letter to Messrs. Bevan & Hum.
vhreys, of the 5th Feb. 1840, in which he says:
«“The state of the debt due by thec Bank to the
Messrs. Hamphreys & Biddle of Liverpool, has
been for somne time the subject of great anxiety.
Thesc zentlemen have, with 2 zeal in favor of,
the Bank, for which our thanks are partienlarly
due, sustained Mr. Jaudon in many periods of
his late st les with the aid not mercly of their
funds, but with all they could raisc on their cre-
dit, and have cnabled zim to mect his payments.
when, but for their assistance, he svould not have
been able to extricate himself.”

Finally the operation wai of great usc not
miercly to the Bank bat to the whole coantry.—
The total prostration of all means and all credit
in the South at the time placed the whole crops
at the mercy of the foreiga purchaser. The pur-
chases made to provide bills for the Bank obliged
these foreign parchasers to give something more
like the real value to Southern produce—it made
an actual difference in favor of the Southern
states of at least twenty or twenty-five millions
—which gave them facilities in the discharge of
their debts to the Northern states as well to the
Baok itself.

Whilc these operations were in progress, I
left the Bank—about two ycars ago—aud the
whole matter was of course to await the cxtent of
these sales—to be treated as a mecre ordinar
mereantile transaction, which it in fact was. Af-
ter I Lad lcft the Bank, a statement wad present-
cd to me by Mr. Cabot, of the house of Messrs.
Bevan & Humphreys, who was then a Director
of the Bauk, aud did this wholc business as the
intcrmediary between the Bank sud his bovse.—
His statcment was us fotlows:

the Bank could do was to receive back its prin-
ciple and interest aod emhanglc with the collate-
benefits of the operation. I had never known

any thing whatever of the accounts or details
and being wholly cither officially or
iadividually with the Bank, whenl received
this statement I presamed that the result of the
matter was correctly stated, and it was so settled
accordingly, leaviag the margin of 600,000 dol-
lars to provide agaicst all possible contingency.

Eighteen mooths after 1 had lelt the Bank,
however, I reccived aletter from the Cashier,
stating that on winding up this concern, it was
found that there was an over advance of $631,-
390 97, and that the ion which it bei to
me to return, was § 315,695 44. This, of course,
was a fair charge, and intending to be wholly
responsible, and that the Back should be exem
from loss, I should have paid it at ooce, but
this consideration. I found upon examining the
caze, that this loss was in fact occasioned by the
sacrifice of this property, in order to sustain the
Bank in rom embarressments brought on
wholly by the Bank itself: and it became a ques-
tion, how far, lookinﬁ at it, as a simple commer-
cial operation, the only possible light ia which it
conld be rexarded, 1 astranger, no longer con-
nected with the Bank, ought to bear the burden
of this sacrifice. The nature and the cause of it
were soon discovered. It wastbus:

Messrs. Humphreys & Biddle, of Liverpool,
oa the first of June, 1840, addressed a private
and confidential Letter to Messrs. Bevan & Hom-
phreys, in which they reply (o an enquiry by
the latter as to their reasons for paying over so
much money to Mr. Jaudon, that it was impossi-
ble for them to resist the repealed and anxious
requests of Mr. Jandon for assistance.—Thus
they say that their advances to Mr. Jaudon were
at one time as high as 260,00 besides being par-
ties to bills on Loodon houses which were then
running for 226,000, They then quote from Alr.
Jaudon’'s letter to them extracts like these. On
the 224 of August, 1839, he writes as follows.

¢'] must look to you for 50,000/ to make up the
sum. If I do not get this, I gct noac; for all are
contingent on my making up my estimatcs, cvery
thing therefore turns what you can do—for
here 1 am exhausted. You must therefore work
your hardest for me—life or death to the Bank of
the United States is the issue. 1f 5000 bales of
cotton must go, let them go, be the loss what it
may—it cannot be 50 great as the loss from a pro-
test, and must be borne by owners or Bank as
they may scttic the maiter between them.—I
leave all to you, knowing that yoo will leave no-
thing untried that may save mc—thc sale of 5000
bales wrould do the business, and there can be no
doabt as to gc choice of this evil rather than
the other.”’ ‘

And on the 23d he says {arther:

] wrote you yesterday stating the absolute
necessity of my relying upoa you for 50,0001. to

help out my list without which the whole must
rxtl thrvwgls) iln—hrﬂ---n-l-.‘-f eadins WILL “‘r 10

provide thisl hope. I now want your farther
aid for another 50,0001, in bills on Hueth & Co.”’

They couclude these extracts by sayiog:—*‘In
this difcmma we had no alterative but to make
your cotton arvailable for the desperate emcrgen-
cy,"’—and again ¢ We have deemed it necessary
to make this full and unreserved communication
by which you will see that {ree sales of the cot-
ton shipped by-yor were absclutely necessary to
refuad Fﬁc immensc sums of money we had bor-

rowed from bankers and brokers for the use of

Mr. Jaudon.’’

So manilestly wrong was
the Joss upon
the Bank himself, in a letter 1o Messrs. Bevan
and Humphreys, of the 5th of Felinuary, 1840,
actuatly assumed this loss. llis lctter was as
follows :— '

"Bawk or THE UNITED BTATES,
- February 5, 1840, -

Measrs. Bevan and Humphreys, Philadelphia:

. Gentlemen,—The state of the debt.dug by the
Bank to Messrs. Humphreye and Biddle, of Li-
verpcol, has been for somce
great solicitude. These gentlemen have with a
zoal in favor of the Bank for which our thanks
are particularly due, sustained Mr.. Jaadoo in
many perioda of his strugeles, with the atd not
merely of their funds, but with all they- would
raisc on their credit, and have cnabled him to
meet his payments swhen, Lut for their assistance,
he would not have been able to'extricate himself.
Wenow learn by the last advices that their owd
credit will sutfer unless they are relieved from
their heavy responsibilitics on his account. We
are therctore extremely anxious to pay them—
bat in the presentstate of the Ilank it is imprac-
ticable to do it by direet remittances, We un-
derstand, hawever, that they hare still on hand
a quantity of merchandize shipped by you, some
of which they have already been obliged to sell
to meect their inost pressing engagements on ac-
count of Mr. Jaudon. As the culy remaining
method of acquitting the debt duc tothem, L have
t7 request that you will direct them to raise
funds Ly the sale of any or all the merchandize
coasigucd by youto them, and if this sale should
be attended by any sacrific

it to throw upon them

sold. Haviog no other method of paying a debt
of 50 sacred a character, we must submit 0 any
merely pecaniary Joss it must occaston.
