. review staads, we believe, at the head of the
literary publicatioms of this country. Though
charzed occasionally, as works of such a charac-
ter will ‘be, with dulloess, it is regarded by the
sreat body of literary aud scientific men as a
publication, of force, diguily, lcarniag and fair-
oess of eriticism, and as a most powerful auxilia-
ry in the work of clevating the feelings, improv-
ing the taste, and increasing the meatal resour-

ces of our people.
Thbe English literati hare affected to Jook with

acorn on the efforts of our scholars, the produe-
tions of our writers, and the labors cf cur review-
ers; and yet, with all their pride and contempt,
‘they have not scrupled to steal, ad libilum, from
each of these classes and to put forth nnder their
own imprint the wrilings of American anthors,
without s0 munch as dreaming of giving credit or
even an intimation as to whom they are uader
obligations for their borrowed plumage. A sia-
gular instance of this is given in a very able and
learned article in the sumber before us on the
Cochin Chinese larguage, (which, we presume,
is {rom the pen of John Pickering, Esq. of Bos-
tou, oae of the first philologists of the couatry;)
and which we will quote in the words of the au-
thor himself. He had already coatributed an ar-
ticle to the North American on the same sulject,
and, after Jooking for a long time in vain for some
revictr or notice in the English or French publi-
cations, war at length gratificd to scc it aunouna-
ced that the London Monthly Review for Decem-
ber 1510, would coutain an article cxpressly up-
on the work under revicw. *‘Upon opening the
London Journal,”” saye he, *“what was our aston-
ishment to find, at the first glance, that the re-
vicw was taken from our own article; znd upon
a closer comparison, 10 discover that with the
exception of a few paragraphs, (which in their
original forma had Amcrican badgcs attached to
them,) the enlire London arlicle was a reprinl,
toithout uny acknowledgment, from our own!’’—
The author !caves the reader to make his own
rvilections upon this literary piraey; and to our
mind, whilc it is an cvidence that meanoess will
comctimes find its way iuto the high courts of
tetters as well as of politicy, it is also a proof, the
strouver because unwillingly given, that Amen-
c&n cpinions are worth mtch nore even among
European scholars than they are willing to allow.

But the strenzth of national fecling is lcading
us a'vay from the main object of this article,
which was, 10 notice in terms of commmendalion,
the present uumber of the Review. Thereisa
»oodly variety in the subjects of the different
papers, and scte of thew are of public wterest
and importauce. Amoung thicse we tay notice
the article ou the early Provineial Congresz of
Massachiusetis, and that on the oft discassed bat
still fruitfel and iuteresting Boundary Question. —
For the lover of the arts, theze are two pleasiag
articles; onc on “‘Architecture,’”” and the other
on “*Music ia America.””  For the scholar, there
is an adwirablc review of Quiney’s History of
Harvard College, (a noble work, by the way, in
all respects,) and the article on the Cochia Chi-
neec language, above alluded to. For the poct,
there is a review of Low:ll’s Poems,—and with
a rather singular coincidence cof names, a notice
of the ““Lowell Offering,’”’—a publication issoed
under the anspices uf the girls emploved in that
«*Manchester of the United States.”” A poetieal
article i3 quoted from it, which we can hardly
believe eame from the psa of a factory girl,
would eonfer hionoe upon maay ladics, aye, and
wentlemen too, who are looked upon ai posscisiug
no small share of talent. Ve will endeavorto
publish it, that our fair readers may see what
can b2 donz by industry, and that too, by thosc
wlo ~re busy from wmorning till night ia the la-
bors ef a uoisy, clattering cotton mill. How a
soul ¢.uld Le attuwed to the harmony of verse, or
inspired with poetie fervor after such a day of
Gig, i* almost too much for cur comprenension.
We mnuit give over these prolonged remayks,
by referring to Mr. Hickiun, those who are
rainded to cnjoy the rich intellcetual treat afford-

It is the first time,
we belicve, that musenlar motion has been so far
restored after death, as to enable the person to
rise and walk. Bat this is not the most surpris-
ing cflect of the cxperiment. If the statement
be truc, sensation and mental action were also
restored. A minotc account of the experiment
will probably be given by the physicians; which,
if in sccordance with that now published, will
no doubt give rise to 2 series of experiments to
ascrflain the pr::ciicability of effecting, through
the agency of galvanism, acomplele restoration
to life, where the death has been sudden and
riolent; or wheredisease has not incapacitated the
body for resurcitation. It will open a wide field
for investigation, and may lead to important re-
sults. By some of the ancients it was held, that
the prineiple of auimal life was dirtinet from the
soul—that the formct was a subtle flaid which
pervaded the system, whilst the latter was the
controlling power, or the mind. It ir notour
purposc fo discuss thesc metaphysical points, for
we doubt whelher it is permitted to man to solve
the mysteries of his own existence. Bat philo-
sophical experiments are within the seope of ha-

man capacity, and may tend to ameliorate the
condition of mankind.

There is an arti-
cle in this paper of ycsterday on the subdject of
ncutral papers, which we can hardly suppose was
designed to embrace tho Clipper—Dbecanse we
cannot believe that even an anonymous COrres-
pondent would make charges so entirely ground-
less, if intended to apply tous.

and we should think it just as reasonable to re-
quest a grocer to furnish our familics gratuitous.
Iy, as that the proprictor of a papcr shall find
hands, types, paper and ink, for other persons
to carry on a confrorcrsy in which said proprie-
tor has nointerest. Every man expects {o live
by the profession or trade which he follows—and
he must be destitute of honorable principle who
would ask the printer’s labors for nothiog. Some
men consider the independence of the press to
coasist in the gratuitons and indiscriminatc ad-
mission of whatever may be desired—but we
think that as much independence is exhibited in
the rejecting as in the publieation of urticles. One
man is anxious {9 exhibit lis controversivc ta-
lents to the public—another wishes to scll his
goods—both arc influenced by sell.interest; and
cach should pay alike for the space he occupies
in the eolumns of a newspaper. -~
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Nauvrratiry. Nolwithstanding our profcss-
cd and practical ncutralily in party concerns,
eome people will insist that we are like the
leaning tower at Pisa, and incline a little to
onc side. This is owing to their obliquity of
vision—they do not scc straight, or they would
dizcuver that we are rs {rce [rom bias az Clco-
patia’a Needle. We keep ““the even tenor of
our way,’ comctimes using the right hand and
sometiines the lefi, hitting this or that party,
as we nay think they deserve—but he who re-
ccives the blow is prompt to charge us with
having enlisted on theside of hisopponents—so
that we nre alternately placed with the Vanites
or Whigites, when, in fact, we are sleering
right betwixt them. We presumne that those
who gruinble at our courac act upon the prin-
ciple that “‘he who i3 not for, ia against us;”
