FzMaLe 2pUCATION. Nothing has had a great-
er tendency to elevate the female character, and
to give to woman her natural position in socicty,
than the introduction of christianity; for the march
of civilization has accompanied the progress of
the christian religion—yet, notwithstanding the
geveral recognition of woman’s equality, by en-
lightenmed nations, the nccessity of her intcllec-
tual improvement has not been so universally ad-
mitted, nor the important inflaence which she
exercises in haman affxirs properly appreciated.
We had the pleasure of hearing an eloquent and
convincing discourse on this subject on the cve-
nins of last Sabbath. The learned bishop by

whem it was delivered urged a great variety of

considerations which should induce more strict
attention to femalc education. He very properly
contended that, inasmuch as in the tender ycans
of childhood the earliest, and perhaps, the most
enduring impressions of the mind must be deriv-
ed from the mother, nothing could be more im-
portant to the welfare of society, religionsly, mo-
rallv and politically, than to bave the mother
properly prepared by cducation for the respousi-
ble task she had to assume. The opinion has too
gencrally prevailed, that it is sufficient to have 2
female instructed in reading, writing, and a smat-
tering of arithetic, and in these only superfi-
cially. This the learned bishop thoaght a radi-
cal error, productive of much mischief; because a
female thus slightly edoeated could not be well
qualificd to watch the developments of the in-
fantile intellect; to control its aberrations and to
guide it in a salc coursic. We heartily responded
to every sentiment he uttered upon this subject.
It jg impossible that avain, frivolous and igno-

nother can give a proper direction to the
mind of her infant, or rear it to become auseful,
much less a prominent mmember of society. NMan
is an imitative being, and is disposed to follow
the example of those by whom he is surrounded;
and is more particularly inclined 1o imbibe the
principles and adopt the practices of those towhom
he is entrusted in his jnfastile ycars. He is the
crestnre of cducation, and it is not therefore, a
matter of indifference whether his carliest in-
struction be given by a person morally and intel-
fcctu ally competent, or by one disqualified by
habit and education. By some people the female
is assigned a station little superior to that of the
brute; and wherever this occurs, we discover the
abience of iatelligence and refinement, and the
prevalence ot barbarism, cruelty and superstition.
Christianity has raised woman from degradation
and slavery, where she was only thc instrument
of plcasure or profit, and placed her as the equal
of man, in the protection of her person and the
main:enance of her civil rights—but she fails to
be instrumental, to the extent of her capacity, in
beccfitting society, because unjust prejudice has
prohibited the expansion of that capacity by pro-
per education. Jt was urged with great propric-
ty and force, in the discourse which we have men-
tioned, that this restrictive policy should be aban.
doned, and that a more liberal system of instrue-
tion shall be extended to females. In a wife the
husband should look for a rational companion, and
the child should have in the mother a safe and
intelligent guide; but in both there must be dis-
appointment, if the education of the female be
confined to lighter accomplisbments, to the ne-
elect of those of more solidity and usefulness.—
The case of Washington was referred to in ilus-
tration of the agency which a mother has in the
formation of the future character—and the exalt-
ed virtaes acd distinguished talents of that great
man, were aitributed to the carly lessons impress-
ed upon him by his mother—and such ro doubt
was the fact to z considerable extent. Had he
been left to the care of one who was either in.
competent or disinclined to implant into his in-
fantile mind, those excellent pricciples which
werc subscquently so conspicuously exhibited,
it is possible that our beloved Washington wonld
have pazsed through life as an ordinary. individ-

ual, and that the war of independence would yet
remain (o be fought.

the above, upwards of threo hundred miilions
of dollars! This appalling debt has been con-

tracted by imprudent legislation, and can only

be liquidated by retrenchment of expendi-

ture and oppressive taxation. But, notwith-

standing the heavy burihen which will neces-
sarily have to be imposed upon the people of
some of the statea to discharge the principal
and interest of these debts, we can by no means
sanction the opinion expressed by the edilor
from whom we quote, that there is no moral
obligation upon the etates to pay them. It
will not answer to draw a distinclion between
the acts of the state legislatures and those of
the people of the states. Legislators are the
agents and represeniatives of the people; and
if the laiter make injudicious sclections of their
agents, it would beastrange perversion of jus-
tice to disclaim Lheir authority, and make inno-
cent parties suffer for their ignorance or mis-
conduct. We hope that no statec will be zuilty
of s0 a violation of the plainest principles
of honesty and good faith, as to attempt to get
rid of their solemn obligations by so basec =
subterfuge. In proportion to extentof territo-
ry and population, Maryland is probably as
largely indebted as any other statc; and her
legislators might, perhaps, beas justly charge-
ableasothers with having acted imprudently—
but we are certain that a proposition to spunge

off her debt, as suggested by the editor before
inentioned, would be treated with scorn by
every citizen of the state. In this state the
crisis has becen met with firmness and
integrity—and the people will submit to taxa-
tion, however burthensoine, in prefecrence to
sacrificing thecredit of their state. Weregret
that a contrary course should bave an advo-
cate any where; for 8o soon as states cease to
regard their contracts ss inviolable, all confi-
dence must be extinguished. We trust that
that period will never arrive.
