The Boston Times
spcaking of the arrival of the Columbia, noxw
hoarly expected at that port says—*‘She will
bring very late, very interesting, and probably
very important intelligence, {hough we arc in-
elined to think, nothing decisive of the all-ab-
sorbing question of peace or war. It will be re.-
eollected that the last netws from England inform-
ed us of the fitlting out of a flect destined for
America, and the Colambia will probably bring
somethinz decisive on the sabject. In all cur ex-
perience, we never remember a foreign arrival
_ being looked for with so much interest and anxi-
ety by all classes of people.” .

PucLic SchooLs. Ve have the gratification
to state, that Pablic Schools Nos. 1, 2 and 3, male
and female, have as many pupils as they will
coutain, and that t{hie commissioners arc about to
crect other school-houses for the accommodatioa
of applicants. There was great prejudice against
the public school system when it was first intro-
duced into Maryland, and in somc counties it has
ot yct been adopted. In this city it bas been
_ in successful operation for many years, and has
been ably and judiciously conducted by commis-
sioners and teachers. It has placed the benefits
of education within the reach of all, so that no
onc can have a just plea for raising a child in
izacrance.

An enlightened population i3 more necessary
under our system of government than any other,
intellizsence being absolutely esseuntial to the pro-
per excreiso of those rights confided to the peo-
ple by the coastitution. Until the introduction
of public schools, however, numbers were pre-
cluded by poverty, from participatingin the ad-
vantazes of instruction; aud hence they were con-
demaed 1o a state of ignorance and degradation.
A morc just and humane poliey having been
adoptcd, the path to distinction is open fo all
. witkoat cxception; as, in addition to the schools
devoted to the inferior branches of education, we
Lave the high school, with experienced and com-
petent instructors, in which pupils who have
distinzuished themselves in the lower schools
are admitted to the benefits of classical lcaming.
‘Chis admirable arrangement has the tendeney to
begct a spirit of emulation, and consequently 1o
nromote iwprovement, intellectually and morally.

We have cxamined a sea-
wonable and beautiful article manufactured by C.
Y. Haynes & Co., No. 52 N. Exeterst. It is a
mourning fan, decorated with appropriate devices
and inseriptions.

Be-
low stands the Temple ¢f Liberty, with the Ge-
nius lamenting over a lomb. The Lordering is
remarkably tasty, and the fanis really a hand-
come article, and would be an appropriate pre-
sctit 12 a lady. Near the handle 13 stamped,
¢ Remember the Giver.”

\Ve have no doubt these fans will meet with
a rapid sale.

"EAsLY 1urarssions. It will be recoliceted
by the reader that 3 man named Robinson, was
in New Jcrsey, for
the deliberate murder of Blr. Suydam. It is said
that Nobinson made use of this impressive remark
in regard {o the manner ia which be had been
raised by his father: “1f he had brought me up
properly, 1 should not have been here.”” There
can be no doubt that parcnts frequently render
themselres morally responsible for the offences
of their offspring, either by seiting them bad ex-
amples, or by neglecting to instil into them vir-
tuous and religious principles. It is nataral that
every parent should feel solicitous for the wel-
farc of bis child; and we presume that there are
few fatbers or mothers who are destitute of pa-
rental affcetion: but this feeling is too often mis-
directed, or penmitted to slcmber, until it is too
late to render it cficctual for good. We know
nothing of the characterof Robinson’s father, but
it is evadent from the expression above fquoted,
that he was neglectful of his duty as a parent,
and that his son has become the victim of this re-
missness. And how many parents could be justly
reproached with the like neglect? Our strects
are filled with youths who are left to the free
indulgence of their passions; and the conscquence
is, that idlepess, blasphemy and dissipation are
indulged in to a fearful extent. It cannot be too
frequently impressed upon parents, that it is their
duty to train up their offspriag with industrious
habits; for industry is generally a preventive of
vice and erime, whilst idleness too ofien induces
their commission. There are few persons who
will apply themselves zealousiy to business,
whe cannot rise to some distinction in their pro-
{ession or tradc; and the example of those who
have been most swccessful by the exertion of
their own energies, should be constantly impress-
ed upon the minds of youth. VWhen the mind
has been properly diseiplined in youth, and sound
principles duly inculcated, it is not often that the
carly impression is eradicated in after life—for,
however such person may occasionally deviate
from moral rcctitude, there will be a controling
influence imperceptibly exerted, which will com-
pel the individual to return from the crror of his
ways. Bat where this carly culture has been
neglected by the parent, there is no restraining
power felt, and 2 single error may lead to irre-
trievable ruin. Had Robinson’s father faithfully
discharged his duty, it is probable that the son
wounld have had the fortitnde to resist the evil
suggestion which led him to commit murder: but
his uninstructed mind yiclded to the temptation,
and he attribates to this neglect of his parent,
the erime which he had to expiate with his life.
The great error of the age is, an over-anxiety
(or wealth. This leads to many false notions and
criminal acts. Children witness the cager strug-
gles to accumulate money, and are taught that its
possession is cssential to respectability and hap-
piness; and heunce they are carly infladed with
the desire to acquire it, not by labonious pcrmal
exertion, for that proccss is deemed oo tedious,
but by somc coup de main, some bold and adven-
turous speculation. Their minds are cngrossed
with this one object, and where they fail to attain
it by honorable means, other modes are toofre-
yquently resorted to, and reputation, and some-
times life, (as in the case of Robinson,) becomes
‘he sacrifice.  Wealth houorably acquired aod
usefully employed is a blessing—but where it has
been obtained by houest labor, it is too often used
10 instil false notions and nurturc pride. And
herein parcnts misdirect the minds of their chil-
dren, and place them onr the road to ruin. VWe
could enumcrate many instances where the wealth
of the honest and laborious father has proved the
destsuction of his ehild. Taught from infancy to
counsider himself independent, and to hold indus-
try as disgraceful to the character of a gentleman,
‘he son becomes that pest of himself and society,
an idle man; and, to prevent the ennui to which
he is subject, he plunges into dissipation, then
:nto crime—auntil he finally terminates his career
in contempt, if notin infamy, like Robinson.—
Ve care not what may be the pecuniary eircums-
stances of mon, they canuoct release themselves
from the moral obligation to ““train up their child
in the way it thould go;>> and this obliga‘ion is
violated when that child is taught to base its
claims to supericrity upon its father’s wealth.—
There ie no pride rore censurable, more con-
temptible than that which 1s fcundcd upon wealth.
The man shouid be spurned who wwould presump-
tuously advauce such a claim to distinction; and
yet itis aclaim that too often supersedes talents
and merit. It has been said, that, if you ¢“plate
«in with gold 1t will be worzhipped.” Worship-
pers at such ashrize are not competent instructors
of ycuth, and consequently must wmisdirect the
minds of their cffepring. The only safe guide for
parents to adopt, in the government of their chil-
dren, is that wwhich instructs us to love our neigh.
bor: walk humbly; do justice and love mercy.
