We are no judge of scicatific music, yet from
what we do koow of its abstract” philosopby,
are prepared to add our testimoay in behalf of
what we heard. Every thing went off well and
scemed 10 satis{ly those of the spectators who we
have reason (0 believe were good judges.

We might be deemed unfashionable or wanting
in taste were we to hint that some music writers
of the present age, in asiming at harmony and
what is termed foished science (otherwise mo-
demn over-strained fashion, if you please,) forget
the importance of melody. Their productions
also exhibit a want of design and originality.—
The most classical words, finished seniences and
perfect English can be arranged in cither prose
or verse. ‘This it is true will please the tastelul
reader; bat it is without eloquence. It may be
justroctive, though it moves not that fountain
which awakens the sqntiments and gives life,
animation and delight to both soul and body. 8o
with music.—A most ect arrangement of
sounds may be produ::l; yet they are dry and
artificial, having po lance to that rich, melt-
ing melody which lives in, and may be read from,
the book of nature. Mausic is intended to appeal
to our nobler feelings and passions—to touch the
chords that vibdate around the heart and not the
calenlating, mathematical organs of philosophy.
If it fails in this, it has failed in its legitimate
object, and is not music. Let an American be in
the deep solitude of the Alpine mouontains, and
hear all at once, reverberating from cliff to cliff,
the choice notes of his native air, * Yankee Doo-
dle,”’ or **Hail Colambia,”” and if his heart does

not thrill with eestatic delight then we have mis-
taken his character. So with the Frenchman on
hearing fthe *‘Marseilles Hymn,”' or the son of
Scotia when listening to the plaintive melodies
of his Highland home. This, indeed, is aniver-
sal—and why? Simply because the author in
arranging such music was moved, as it were, by
the inspiration of nature. Words are only elo-
qeent in proportion Lo the ideas they convey,and
those which are the simplest are ofien the most
effective. From this let our musicians take a
lesson. An anatomist, in deseribing techoically
to those who could not anderstand, would be out
of place. 50 we would say when scientific men
adhere to all the technical phrases, let them have
a scientific auditory. And, likewise, we would
say, when music writers compose for the purpose
of sl g alone (b¥ intricasies of the science,
let ave thoec to hear who admire the ar-
tificial'not the real—those of modern fushionable
taste, and not those who admire melody or music.

We are disposed to find fault with some voca-
lists who in singing mince their words 50 as to
hide both the words and sentiment of poetry. I
there is beauty in poeiry at all, let it be heard,
if not, decn’t repeat it, because it woald not only
b& superflucus but discordant. Poetry and music
are twin sisters, if one is beautiful, it adds to the
other—the more distinctly annunciated, therc-
fore, the better.

We cannot closc these observations before re-
ferring to two picces performed at the above cen-
cerls 6ue, a march composed by Mr. H. Dicl-
man, performed at the fuseral of the late Presi-
dent, and the other a dirge, by J. H. Hewitt,
Esq. on the death of the veaerated hero, W. H.
flarrison. The former is said to be a highly fin-
ished piece of composition. The only fault we
found with it was, that it did not please us, and
seemed to be wanting in the particular objeet: It
has the frame-work, but lhipul is left out. The
latter was listencd to with marked attention. It
not only manifested that the author’s feelings had
been inspired by his subject, but that he had
bedth successful in transmitting those [eclings
1brough the soft, harmonions and dclicate chan-
nel of purc mclody to the bearts of others. It
accomplished its object and caused the bright tear
to drop from more than one fair eye upon the oc-
casion of its performance.
