Bince 3 o’clock this morning no telegraphic
dispatches have been recelved over the Ameri-
can telegraph line, snd the inference is that
the operator has fled or been captured. A
few minntes previous to that hour, he notified
Harrisburg and Pittaburg oflices that the
advance guard of the rebels had entered that
own. The suppositions of yesterday have
been confirmed, and it is believred in officia
circles here that it ls thelr intention to make
Hedfsrd county, near the mountains adjacent,

Harrisburg, July 30.—A conversation with

Tho prople of Chambersburg having ro
celved information yeeterday of the spprcach
of the rebcle, the merchants and business
men at onte commenced packing their stocks,
a2d bsfore tan o’clock last nlizbt the most
valoable merchandiss was s=nt far beyozd the
reach of the rebels.

At three o’clock this morning, a rebs] force
of £00 mouated infantry reached Chambers
burg, and encamped on the Fair ground.
This forco was met & short distance from
Mercersburg by a small party of troops from
Carlisle barracks, who fought the advance

stubboraly, bat were ccmpelled to withdraw
on account of the overwbelming numbers of

tho invaders.

THE OPERATIOXS NORTHOFJAMEY
IRIVEIR.

Nuw Yorx, July 31.--The Herald’s corras-
pondent north of the James River, under
date of Near Deep Bottom, July 28, says
prisoners report that when it was discoversd
that the 24 Corps was torth of the James
River, the enemy immediately commenced
pouring in relnforcements both from etars-
burg and cear Richmond. General Lee was
taken entirely by surprise, and was cbliged to
usd the atmeat dispateh to rush troops to the
tkreatened points.

During lest night, the enemy continued to
strengthen the maturally stropgy position he
held, which in the morniog were found, to-
gether with the strong reinforcaments he had
recelved, too ctrong to assail, All the roads
to Richmond, between the James Llver and
White Oak Bwamp, wers strongly dsfended
also.

Last eveniog Merritt’s brigade of cavalry
drcve Hampton’s rebel cavalry from an im-

poriant point on the Oentiral road, which he
held uatil 10 o'slork nevt day, whea dhe

rebels came ocut with three brigades of in-

fantry, making a steady assanit upon Merritt's
force whko had dizsmounted. Falling back in

good order to their reserve brigads, both de-
livered a destructive volley and then charged,
when the rebels broke and fled in confasion
lsaving their desd and woundsd on the field.
