Orawiord’s men have been busy this after-
noon.

Company eanclude thelr letter as follows:

¢“Permit us, slr, to ask whether in case Mr,
liincoln will withdraw you will do s0, and
joln your fellow-citizens in an attempt to place
an Administrationinpower on the bazis brosa
as the patriotlim of the country and its
needs.”” _

Fremont, utdsr date of Nahant, 25tk re-
plies at corsiderabls length. Ho does not feel
at liberty to withdraw his name wilhout the
patriotic psarty who nominated him, bat sug-
gesis that & direct efflort bs made to cbtain an
immediste understanding hetween the zup-
porters ol the Baltimore and Clevelsnd nomi-
nations In order that the friccds of both may
coalesze and unite upon an early day for hold-
ing such a convention. - .

Cairo, August 25.—Memphis adrices of the
2343, say that the 7th 1liinols cavalry have re-

The (Qovernwent has not entertained or dig-
cnuerd tio prog:ct of proposing aa armistice
with the rebels, nor hes it any jotention of
terndliop Cromissiozers to Richmond for the
parpose of ctlering or soliciticg terms of
peace, oF f uegotinting with the rebel au-
thoritirs cn that or any other sutj<ct. lts
suje and undivided purpose isto prosacuts tho
war unlil the rebailion fa quelled,

Hat i1 anybedy doubts its willingness to
make peace whenever the rebels will lay
uown their arma and return to the Union, 1ot
him producs any proposition from the rebel
