At bhalf-past 5 I'. M., on Wedneeday, acom-
bined attack was made upon his centre and
Ieft, which, after cne of the most desperato
battles of the war resulted inthecnemy with-
drawing from tke field, leaviog thelr dead
snd wounded op the groued.

The details are given In the following brief
official reports of General Grant, (isneral
Meade and General Hancock:

Srcoxp Aruy Coxrs,
Auaguet 26, 5 30,
To General Humphreys: —Tho attack about

5:50 I', M., was probably intended to be sim.
uitaneous by Wileox oa my right asd fHeth
on my left. The enemy formed in the woods
and placed ths artillery in position and open-
ed a heary cannonading, lastiag about fifteen
minuter, and then assanited Gan. Miles’ force,
He reslsted tenaciously, but the enemy broke
his Jines,

Bome of (Jen. Gibbors troops were kurried
over to repair the damage, and the ememy
onaly galned a slight footbold, They soon at-
tempted my extreme left, deliving Qibbons'
dlvision from his line. His men had been
much weatied rashiag over to the aid of Uen.
Miles and back, duting the repeated assaults.

(eneral (ibbons sucoeeded, however, in

forming a stropg line, and the enemy, who
were pressing on with groat entbusissm, ware
severely checked by the dizrmcunted cavalry
under QGeneral UGregg, wbhich he handled
handsomely. *
- Goen. Miles was then eaabled to regain most
of his entrenchments, distinguishiog himself.
All be bhad to work with were such small par-
ties 23 could ba rallied and formed by ataff
othoers.

The fighting was continuous il dark, the
enemy being held In check by artillery, dis-
mcunted cavalry and skirmishers, At dark
we withdrew for reasons stated. )

The Chief of Artillery, reports that he lost
about 250 hdrees.

The enemy made no advarca up to a late
bour Iast night, bolding as far as could be
geon some of our captured gurns with their
skirmizsh linecs. They must have rzuffered
heavily.

My own loss, Including cavalry, will, per-
haps, not exceed twelve or filteen hundred,

line.

The result was ore killed, tixteen woanded
and 14 missing on our side. Fifty-nite en-
listed men wera captured from the eneny.,

What their cascalties were in killad and
woueded wo d2 not know.

The exerry iz very strong forcs attacked
the Becond Army Corpson the extreme lefe,
yesterdsy, and haviog far tuperior numbere,
were almost upon the point of overpowering
them, when the 5th Corps came up, and tho
enemy were repulsed and driven from the
field. Thelcea on both sides wasabout equal,
We etill maintala our lines as bsfore, Lolding
the Weldon raiiread in cur grasp.

LATER FIROM GILANT.

Later information of the fighting on Thurs-
day is to the effect that about 4 o’clock Han-
cock was reinforced frem tho Fifth Qerps,
and the enemy, after makicg several desper-
ate assauits upcn cur liner, was badly repul-
ted, and retrested, lcaviog his dead and
wourded in cur hends,

We alsn recaptured the guns taken by the
onemy carlier in the day.

The enemy lost terribly in the battle of
Thursday, even more, 1t is estimated, than in
thelr repulse on Bunday.

At the time of the attack on Hanccck, he
was epgoged in extending the work of de-
struction on the Weldon HRailroad, axd his
men being scattered in detachments along a
considerable lice, the enemmy were able to do
some damsge before cur forces conld be con.
solidated.

They make a capture of rome gaps, it is
sald, by the =id of their sbharpshooters con-
cerled In a cornlistd, who shot the borees and
men, ard then made a rush wpon the guns,

drsggicg them within their tkirmish lines;
but it is dcubtful If they got any off the fleld.

It should bs remembered that these batter-
ee, as re-orgarized, cocsist of but four gucs
to tho battery, apd conscquently, bad they
eucceeded In carryiog off all four of the bat.

Wasksngton, Auguel 28,—A latter from the
Army of tke Potomac, dated yesterday, says
that tha portion of the line of the Weldon
Rallroad was recaptured by the rebels In
Tturtday’s cegagement, extendsfrom Reams'

Htation, sbout three miles northwardly. The

road bkad, bowever, been previusly cotirely

destroyed, and cancot bsof any use to the

eaemy whiie we sontinns 5 Ro!d the portion

cn the nortb, and between that std Peters-

burg. The latter is tecurely in our posses-
sicn.

Everylhing was qulet along the eatire front
at the last sceounts, with theexception of co-
casiona! picket firing. Both parties were en-

gsged burying their dead and caring for their
wounded.

A porticn of the Becond Corps Ia actively
At work destroying the rallrozad. From tha
point where our line of battle crozses the rosd
120 about & mile socuth of Reams,’” the work of
destructionis slready pretly thorougbly done.

Yesterday our cavalry, mulhﬁng of a
portion of Uregg’s Divislon, and a porticn of
Kautz’, while covering the operatiops of our
infantry in destroying the rsiroad, were at-
tacked by a part of Hampton’s Cavalry 2nd a
force of mounted infantry under the rame
leader, and a sharp sXirmirh enmed. Tho
esexmy’s skirmlishers appeared in front of oyr
pickets on the DDinwiddies Court Hauso road, s
tnjle west of Reetn’s 8tation, about noon, azd
delivered a volley, which was rcturped, and
ail through the afternoon tbe picket firing
was quite brisk, Towards night the enemy
came up In large force and mades vigorous
assault upon our lines, but failed to drive us
from our ition. After abont an hour of
pretty spirited fighting they gave up tho at-
tempt and retired.

Our loszes in the action were some eight o7
ten killed and between filty and sixty wound.
od. The enemy loft about one husndred and
tifty dead ard wounded on the growad, from
which it would sppear that they got d2cidedly
worsted, |

The redbel General oflicers killed in the en-
gsgement cn Bundey, wera Brigadier (Jeaeral
Charles Heyward, commandinz a brigade of
Scoutk Oarolina troops, snd Brigadier (Fezeral
Baaders, commanding & brigade of Minsiaip-
pians. Tke ‘ormer had advanced ble brigade
within a short distance of our works, and
ucder the lmpression that they desired to sur-
render, an {mpresiion that ssemed justitied
by certain indications in thelr movements, an
oilicer of General Catler’s stafl was sent aut
tu communicate with the rebel General, when
$ko latter rode up sod shot him. A volley
from bebind our rifle-pits quickly avesped
the death of our cilicer by bringing Heyward
13 tho ground. |

Up to Tuesday night the Fifth Corps had

picked up abont twenty.five kundred rebel
smsll arms aloog their front, consisting of
Austrien, Eofield and Misslssippt rifles.
. Maoy of the rebel dead are still Iying out-
Mde cur picket lize to the left ofthe raliroad,
tha stench from whose decompoting bodies
made the locality anything Lat agreeabls to
our men on picket there, and itis probable
that by thi. time a party of men has been
sent out to bury them., A eohsiderabls num.
ber hive already baen buricd. Uen. Ayro's
Divirion has barfed one hurdred, and as the
heaviest tighting on Bunday was ia front of
Gen. Catler, there isnodoub:that many more
were left along that portion of our lina.

Gen. Ayres has lost in  all, Ineludicg thore
captured on Friday oat of ths Repgular Hri.
gade (Gen. Hayes’) aboat nice hundred men

Zbe Regulars are entitled to great praise
for the gallantry they displayed in Friday’s
engagement, for although outtianked o2 both
gides and pesrly rutrouaded, the majority cf
them cut their way out and etcaped capture.
Ccl Stone, of the Fourteenth United Mtates
infaniry, (formerly Gen. Htone,) now com
mands this brigadein place of General Hayes.

Amoag the rebe! wounded in our hoepitals
is & very intelligent officer, a licutenant, who
claims that had Leo been at Petersbury and
in command, we shounld never have been al-
lowed to cut the railroad.

MYBTERIOUS BILENCE OF THE ENEMT,

Before Petersburg, August 25, 6 A, M.—
[S>ecial to the Washington Chronicle ]—A
proternatural stillnets porvades our lices.—
Yesterday thero waszcarcely s musket dis-
charged, ard the cannop in the ceatre, gene-
rally nolsy daring theearly hoursof marnicg,
have scarcely fired ashoil. All thisis very
myaterions. Buat few rebe's can be seen in
{ront of the Weldon rozd. Ogr menscout far
out from the lines, a2d as yet have failed to
develop any coralderable tire from an eremy.
The roads are rapidly improvicg, although
extensive cordaroys are being placed wkere
teams cannot pass in wet weather.

Large numbers of the wourded rebels
brought into our hcspitals are dying. Good
treatment seems to have a bad effect upon
them. They are much better us=d tobardships
and want than the abuadance and comfort
they have at our excellent field hoepitals,

Fresh men coctinue to come to the front.
TLey were never more needod. Upon their
arrival here they are distributea among the
differentregirente, Send m remen., Lasting
paace will be terminste. by our armiea, while

New York, August 28.—The dispatch from
cavalry hezdquarters, dated Saturday zight,
states that no rebels have yet crogsed the Pe-
tomao, and all is quiet at Baephoerdatown,
Willlaxezport and Hagerstown.

A Harper’s Ferry dizpateh t2 tbe Herald,
dated Baturday, states that a careful recon.
ooissancs madas that morniog developed the
fact that the rcbels had withdrawn from our
front darizg the preceding night, Oar cav-
alry pushed on znd oczupied Charlestcwn
without measting any enemy.
