It will bave beon noticed that in nearly
every 8ght, whben the list of killed and
wounded and prisonera is given, ard in-
dsed . of tte deterters ta our lints, also, the
Scuth Carolinians appear to predominate
over thote of any other Btate, and pext to
them the Missiszipplans. This is rather anu-
tual, for heretofore tho “‘chivalry’’ of that
rabid State have not been found among the
foremcet Iin the battles which havre taken
placs—they doubtlers claimed the privilige of
defendicg Charleston, and contlaued within
her forts, wheres thers was more saf:ty than
stacdlng in the open fleld; but when Besure-
gard was ordered from thedoomed city, with
his forces to Petertburg, these Palmettoes,
corrprising the principal part of his commard,
wero placed in the entrenchments of that
¢ity, where they have of late been obliged to
bear the brant of the attacks msadein that
quarter, and must have L:en nearly ecut to

pieces, to judge frem the returns of prisoners
captured and the names of the killed and
wcupnded. A batch of scme seventy or more
ufficers, captured at the last sttack made on
Warren's oorps, at the Weldon Railroad, re-
cently arrived at Wastippgtan, and were con.
signed to the Old Capital I’:iron, two-thirds
of whom are Bouth Carolinians, and meat of
tbe others are Misnlssippians. YWhile these
chivalrous and Yankee-hating gentry appear-
ed before the Provost Marshal at Weshing-
ton, many of them were fouzd clotied with
the uriforms ¢f our dead and wounded and
prisoners—dounbtiees eiolen principally from
