MMajor General Dix, New York:

Lieutenant-General Grant telegrapbs thls
Department in respect to the draft as follows:

Ciry Point, 10 30 A, M., Bept. 13, 16864.

Hon, Kdwin H., Stanton, Becretary of War:

We ought to havethe whole number of men
called for by the President in the shortest
possibls time, Prompt action in filling our
armies will have more ¢ffect upon the enemy
than a victory over them. They profess to
believe and miake their men beliove there is
auch a party North in favor of recognizing
Bouthern independence Lhat the draft cannot
be enforced., Let them be nndeceived. Deo-
seriers come into our lines daily, who tell us
that the men are nearly universally tired of
the war, and that dezertiors wounld bes much
more frequent, but that they believe peace
will be negotiated after the fall election. The
enforcement of the drait and prompt filling
up of our armies will save ths shedding of
blood to an immenso degree,

A Company O0f Nogroes Blmghfared in
Cold Blood—Murdors and Outragesin
Kentucky. ;

The Louisville Journsl, of Haturday,s has
the followicg:

On Baturday alternoon last, Jake Hennett,
tbo notorious gueriiis, at the hezd 0* geven-
teen mep, dazhed into OUwensboro, and, zs
tiey rode down the streei, fired in & reckless

manter at every person that cxposed himaelt
to TII'-

For roms time Owcasboro was garrisoned
by a battalion of negro truoEl, but on Friday
they were withdrawn from the post, ten belng
left to guard the wharf-boat against guerilla
attacks. IHennett had received correct infor.
mation of this movement, and, charging down
upon the boat, commaunded the tquad of xe-
groes to surrender. They were frightened by
the imposing force preiested by the thiaviog
band, and at once laid dowr: their arms. An
indisoriminate sisughter of the blacks then
commenced. Beven wore deliberately ahot to
death, the other three taking refuge in the
hold of the hoat, and ercaping the vengeance
of the assassing,

The boat was then plczdered of light arti.
cles of valus and set on tire, the dead bodies
of the murdered negroes still stretched wpon
the blood stained deck. The boat burned rap-
idly, and Bennett left word that if any of the
citizens attempted to extinguish the tiames,
be wotld return and burn the town. The
robber then placed himself at the head of his
gang, and started to leave the place. In the
suburbs of the town a gentleman named Sen-
ate way captured and robbed of three hun-
dred doliars in man:!.

A man named Reed was also made prisocter
aud relieved of bis purse and watch. Ben-
pett left in the direction of Lewisport. As
soon as the citizens learned that be bad de-
parted from the town they gathered arcund
the wharf boat, and went earnestly to work
to put out the tire. They were successful and
succeedad in saving the wreck,

On exswminiog the hold, the three negro
soldiers were found to be crcuched in the
darkest corner, and they were rercued from
their perilous aituation. Fearing the gueril.
lag might return, the dark {tio were placed
in a ekifl and sent across the river to Indiara
for salety.

Wastinarox82pi. 13.—A correspondent
of the Chronicle writes as follows:

Defore Petersburg, Sept. 10, 11 ', M. —
Early Friday night the Rabels in froot of the
Becond Uorps strengtihened their picket lize,
makipg it a weak line of Lkattle, and mopder
cover of night they charged curekirmish line,
but were handsomely repulsed with considera-
ble loss in kiiled and wceunded. Twenty or
thirty of our men were captured, but the de-
sign of the enemy was completely frustrated.
We rotained pcaséesion of the line they covet-
¢ed or wished to coccupy. ‘1hisskirmbsh was
sufficiect to alarm tke entirc line and throw

c¢cannon and mortars into convulsions for some
hours.

After the rubsidence of this terrific uproar
overything relapsed into tke former conditicn
of stillness. The rebe!s are s1id to be barrow-
ing in the ground. A prisoner captaored a
few days ago mentioned two poiants where
they were engaged night and day in tnder-
mining cur works, and that ccuater-mining
was guieg on at another place. The rebel
batteries aXovo Petersburg ccutinue to fire at
the trains pasiing to and fro between City
Point and (Jeneral Warren's hesad quarters.—
To-night this road has been completed to the
six mile station on the Weldon rdad. All
friendly meetings between the rival pickets
are sgain stopped. At present sharp-shooting
13 ia active practice, and men keep closely
covered.

Thirty-six towns in the First Cengresional
District give Lynch (Union) 10,602; Hweat,
8,736, against a guberaatorial vote last ycar
in the same towns of Cony 12,10, and Brad-
bury 10,8138.

Lyuoch’s majority thus far is 1 056, against
a msjority in the same towns last year of
1,222 —being a net gain of 734, The filteen
towns not heard from gave last year Ucion
2,673; Democratio 2,581, which would decrease
Lyoch’s wajority to 1,943, but the same rela-
tive gains as in the towrs heard from wculd
give bim over 2,000 majority.

Sweat's plurality ia these towns in 1562
was 62, and in the whole district 134,

The majorities in the other districts will be
increazed largely. Ferham, in the Heeond
Distriet, will probably receive over 2 500
majority; Blaipe, in the Third District, over
3,500; Rice, in the Forrth District, abcut
4,500, and Pike, in the Fifth Dustrict, about
1,000 msjority. Ia Auogusta they estimate
Blaine’s msjority at 4 500.

Tae counties bave alli undoubtedly gona
Republican, electing their Htate Senators and
county oflicers.

The House of llepresentatives will stand
about thbe same as last year, when it stood
124 Unioa to 26 Opnosition.

The gubernatorisl vote 1a 1860, which pre-
ceded Prerident Lineoln’s eleetion, stood:-—
Republican, 70,030; Democratie, 52 350; and
straight Whig ana scattering, 1,755, baing a
Republican msjority ot 15,915, some 4,000
short of the procable msajority of this year.

The violence of tne rtorm has preverted
many towns getting their returns to the tele-
graph oflices, and has made the lives work s0
badly that we kave lost some returns which
had reached tho oflices, The polls, aleo,
throughout the State, have been kept cpen
until 6 o'clock to-day—two hours later Lhan
heretofore.
