QUEER NEWS FROM TEXAS.

Qortinas Being Unable tq Resist

the French, Offers His Services
to the United States.

He Entors Brownsville Drives the
Rebels Out, and Hoists the
Stars and Stripes.

FROM THE ARRY OF THE POTONAC

The Rebel Raiders Escape with
their Plunder.

Important from ‘Toxas,

Uaro, HBept. 18.—The steamer Joteph
Whits, from New Orleans on the 12th, has
arrived. Mexicans just arrived at New Ur-
leans report that Cortenas being unable to
cope with the Frenoh, crossed his force of
2,000 men and sixteen cannon over the Rio
Gragsde, and occupied DBrowniville, Texas,
driviog out the rebels there under Col. Ford,
and boisting the American Hag. He declared
that as he was born on the American side of
the river, he was a citizen of the United
Btates, and would hold Brownsville for that
(overnment!

He immediately notified the Federal com-
mandder at Brazos of hls proceedings, and
offered through him to the United Htates
Government Lthe services of himsell and army!

The Picayune’s (Bagdad, Mexico,) corres-
pondont says, under date of the 4th, that
from the cupolas of that place can be seen
four armlies in hostile array. The Federal and
rebel forces are on one side the river, and the
French and Mexican armies on the otber.
The French are fortifying with cotton bales,
aud It was reported would march from Mon-
torey to Matamoras,

FURTIIER PARITICULAILS.

Caizo, Bept. 18.—Ths steamer Belle, from
Memphis, has arrived with Memphis papers
of yesterday evening.

Bergt. F. L. Clark, ¢f the 91at 1ilinols Ia-
fantry, furnishes additional particulars con-
cerning affairs on the Rio Urande. On the
eveniog of the 6th, the French moved out of
Bagdad with a force estimated at 5 000 men,
and commenced the ascant of the Rio Qrande

for the purpcse of making an attack on Mata-
moras.

Their march was uninterrupted until they
Yeached a point opposite White’s Ranch,
where they met Cortinas, with a Mexican
force, prepared to contest thelr approach. A
terrific artillery engagement enmed, when
the ¥French were compelled to fall back in
confusion, closely followed for three milles,
when, coming to & chapperel, they mado a
atand. Cortinas again opened on the Impo-
rial forces with shot and shell, and while en-
gaged at this point the rebel commander at
Brownaville, Texas, Colonel Ford, camedown
the Toexas side of the Rio Grande with alarge
drove of cattle for the French, and eeeing the
Uonfederacy’s friends engaged with Cortinas,
promptly espoused the cause of the French,
and opened on the Mexican rear.

Beeing this timely ald, the Imperial army
made an attempt to turn the tide of the day
in their favor and charged the Mexicans wilh
2 determination to conquer or die, but they
were again driven back in disorder unnder
ocover of the chapperal. Cortinas then
brought up two pieces of artillery to bear on
the rebsl force, compelling them to retire.
About this time the 91st lllinois, at Brazos
Santiago, hearing the firing on the Rio
(rande, were ordered to march to the scene,
and arrived in time to witness the repul:e of
the rebels.

The galiant sucker boys then piiched lnto
the rebels and drove them five miles, captur.
log his camp equipage and about thirty stand
of arms. Meantime, Cortenas succeeding in
putticg the Imperialists to fight, drove them
to Bayou Del Rio and hers shelled them, but
as his artillery could not csmpete with their
heavry ordnance on ship board, he withdrew
his forces to White Ranche and here cromed
five hundred of his men into Texar, where
they lay under arms during the night of the
6th by the side of the American troops.

No socoper had Cortinas crcorsed the Rio
Urande than be lowered the fiag of his
country, the ‘‘white, red and green,’”’ and
hoisted the ‘‘atars and stripes,’’ which was
greeted with the most enthuaieslic cheers by
the Mexican soldiers, a3 well asby the Ameri-
cans. Oorticas followed Col. Ford to the old
battle field of 1lesca Do Lia Palma, where he
bivouacked his troops for the night, while the
rebels under Ford fell back to Brownsrille,

Uortinss then despatched a courier to Ma.
tamoras and ordered bis forees there to pro-
pare to move immediately, and oatly on the

morniog of the $th five hundred Mexicans
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moved to the Hio Urande and crossed the
river, coming down on the American side and
attacking Drownsville simultaneounsly with
the force with Cortinas

The struggle for Brownirille was brief and
resulted ia the defeat of the rebels, who were
driven from the town. Cortenss took prases-
sion on the exit of the rebels, which was a2
hastily performed, that they left their rage
loatiog overthe court-house and other pubdlic
buildings which were 200n torn down and the
stars and st:ipes hoisted amid the shouts of
the citizens and the Mexican soldiers, who

were simost as proud of the starry banner as
onr bravre bays.

FURTHER FROM NEW ORLEANS.

Camo, Bept. 19.—Advices frem New Ur-
leaas to the 13th are received. There was
much dispute over the Mexican news and it
was not generally believed, but sore who
sbould know, astert positively its truth.
Cortinas is 3aid to be still st ¥Fort Brown
with 19 guns bearing on Mstamorss. Col.
Ford's rebel cavalry were encamped ten miles
up the Rio Grande. Tbe French bad moved
out ten miles frem Bagdad.

Thenewsof the capture of Atlants produced
great derpondency among the rebels, and
correzpending joyjamong the loyal people.

Hood’s army is reported, thrcugh loyal
sources, to’ be greatly demoralized. All tke
traps-Mississippi rebel army with the excep-
tion of [Buckner’s brigade, bas moved up to-
wards White river.
