Wi Darantuxxr, Wisningrox, Bepl 20,
Major (eneral ILew Wallace.--Yesterday,
(Monday), the 19th inst., - Msjor Gen. Sheri-
dan attacked the rebel forces under Gererals
Breckinridge and Farly, near Bunker Hill, in
the Shenandosh Valley. A hard battlo wa:
fought all day, and a brilliant victory was
won by our forces. b

The enemy were driven over twelve miles,
31,600 prisoners were caplured, 9 stand of
colors and b pleces of artillery were taken,
and the rebel killod and wounded left in our
bhands. The rebel Generals Rhodes and Gor-
don were killed, and four other rcbel Uener-
alz wounded.

" Eowin M. Branrtox, Sccretery of War,

War Departmant, Waskinglon, Sept’r 20,
—Major Qensral Dix: Yesterdey Major Gen-
eral Sheridan sattacked the rebel Ueneral
Early, fcught a great battle and wen a splen-
did victory. Over 2,500 prisoners were cap-
tared, nine battle flags, and five pieces of ar-
tillery, were captured; and the rebel Generals
(Rordon and lhode¢s were Kkilled, and four
cther rebel (eneral oflicers wounded. All
the enemy’s killed and most of thsir wounded
hare fallen into cur hands. The delails are
stated In the following oflicial telegrams re-
ceived by this Department.
