| THE INDIAN WAR.

Waisningron, Sept'r 21.—(Gen'l Baully's ofli-
cial report of the battle of Tahkahokaty
Moantain, situated on the Little Miszouri, has
been received in Washington, Thero were
at Joast five or sixAbousand Judian warriore,
while Gen'l Bully’s entire force numbered on
the field about twenty-two bundred men of
all arms of the service., The country is In-
tersected with deep ravines filled with tim-
ber, of which the savages took sdvantage,
bat, by tho skilfal manmavers of cur men,
they were drawn ia a circle of adout three
miles to the bare of the mountain and be-
yood tho line of ekirmishers, and many of
them killed.

Thoe Indians fought with pkill and extraor-
dioary derspersation, but were all finslly put to
fiight, DBy sunset none wers on the ground,
and our froops that night slept on the bat.
tle field. Thero were subsequent succossful
opsrations against the lcdians, whoa vaat
quantities of goods left in the timber and ra-
vines wore destroyed.
