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TIIE OATH OF ALLEGIANCE ON
THE ADUOPTION OF THE CONSTI.

TUTION.

My, Editor:—A grext desl hss been szid
about the clauss Ig ths new Constitution
which compels every voter who propnses to
vote for or spainst that Instrument to tzko
the oath preecribed before he can cast his
ballot. 1 am sure when the theory upon
which that Coaventicn wag called, and the

swers which it gs=ssed when called are

ally understocd, it will d> awsay with all
feuit-8ndizy, st least {rom that class who de-
sire to vote for the Counstlitution, bui who
seem to think that ths Conventian bad not
the power to preecriba the oath.

It must be remembered that the Convention
that framed the new Canstilution was called
into existence by the Act of Azsembly of 1664,

That Act of Arsercbly prorided for the tak-
ing the serss of the peopls on the cill of the
Uonventlon, and also for the election of the
delegates to compose {he Convention, at one
and the same time. It also provided that the
delegates when elected, and beforothey should
be quslified to take tkelr seats in the Conven-
tion, should first take and rubscribe to ths
osth of allegisnces to the United Hlates, set
forth in that act.

It also provided that after tte Constitution
was framed by the Coavention, it should be
submitted to the legal and qualified voters of
the Btate, for their ratitication or rejection,
At sxch time, in sueh menper, and subject to
such rules and requlations z3 the Convention
might preeeribs.

Now then, the people of Maryland, acting
in their toverelgn capacity ss a people, In ac-
cordance with that inalienable Sright, to alter
or chaoge their Constitution, me! togetber on
the tirst Wednetday of April last, and voted
in favor of a Convention. They not only
voled in favor of a Convention, but they voted
as to who should cnmpoze that Convention.—
Tbhey nct only did thir, bat they went fur-
ther, and said that tbe Convention, when
eiected, should be subject to the provisions of
the law pazsed by Lthe Legitlatare, which law
the people ratitied at the polle, and breathed
Into it that 1i’e wkich meds it no longer the
act of the legrlatare, bu: tke act, the will of
the people,

The counties of 5t. Mxary’s, Prince George’s,
Calrert, Charles, Anne Arardel, Montgomery,
Howard, Bomerset, Queen Anne's, Dorchester,
and Kent, voted agasnet the call of a conven-
tion, and yet they sent Delegates to the Con-
vention they Aad voted against calling. By
what right then, did these delegates claim a
seail Buralg by the terms of the Corvention
bill, ratitied by the people, for they had no
other tenure for their piaces. Elected under
tho provizions of that bill, they took their
ceats in the Convention. How? Note by
refusipg to teke the oath prescribed by the
Lill, and whick i¢ an additional qualitization
to those prescribed in the Constitalion uzder
which we are now liviag, but by tzking and
subscribing to the oath, without which, they
could not tave claimed their scsta’

If this be true, ther who can gainsay the
right and the duty of the Convention to ¢>m-

ly with the other terme of the Convention bill
submitticg the Coenstitution whken framed
to the people.

That bill gave the Convention the power to
submit the irstrament framed by them to the
““legal and qualified voters of the Htate, at
such time, In such manner, aad eubdject to such
rules and regulations as the sald Ucnvention
may prescribe.”

What did the Convention do? Did they
gO beyond their power? ilave they not said
that tne Constitution ehzll ba evbmitted to
the voters of the Ntate, and that the voters
of the Btate shall, each of them, eomply with
the ““rules and regulation"’ wkich the people
avtborized them to mako ?

Thess rules and regulationsare fonad in tho
8:h and Jth sections of the 12th art. of tho
new Coastituliop, snd providesthat when cach
voter presents bimsell to vote on the Copstitu.
tion, he shall take the cath, which isprescribed
a3 ove of the *'rules,”” and ar the “*tanncr'
ia which he £hail vota.

The pecple thez, bavo no rizht to say that
the Conrvention acted without authnrity, since
it was the peorple who gave them the anthori-
ty to exercise.

And tbis, Mr. Editor, is nct a new tking.
The law ot 15849, which was voted upon by the
people, wko called tha Convention of 1850 -
contained 3 cliuss that the Coarvention so
c¢zlled by them sbould not *aller the relation
bBetweon master and slave.””

Buppose that Qozveation had abolished that
rcistion, wotld it not bave been zald by the
samo slave breeders, whom we fiad to-day
making otjection to the proposed New Con-
stitation, that the Coavention had excexded
their powers, and were not snthorized by the
act that called them into being to iaterfere
with the master and slave? Ard yet wheteo
Ja the difference, except that then i3 ot norr,
then it wag to perpctuate slavery, norw it is to
abolish it. Then a Convention had the power
to do what the pecple said they might do,
ROw tcy have no power to do anything.

Perkaps the mer who ars making rzuch a
howl aboul tte manner in which the Conven-
tion have submitted their work to the people
are ignorant of the fact that our Ksvolution-
ary fathers, in 1776, after they bad framed
the firet Constitation of the Htate, adjoarred
and never did submit the Conatitution they had
made (o the people, and that the Constitution
80 made by them stood as the organic law of
the Biate, from 1776 to 1850, except when al-
tered by the Legislature in the mode painted
out by that Constitution. Buppose the pres-
ent Uonvention had done the same thing, had
made the Constitution and had refused to zub-
it it to the people. Would they have had
the power? 1 eay they wounld, and Judga
Ubambers, one of the great lights and leaders
of the opponents to the new Constitution,
holds to the eams dcctrine, when in the Con-
vention he nsed this Ianguage:

“‘My doctrins is that the Legislatare have
the right to prepare all tun Lecesrary mats.
rials tor the session of the Coavention. They
have a right to appeint the time, place, man-
per, &¢., of holding the election. They bave
the right to designats the period and the
place at which the Convention shall meet,—
They are essentials. There could be no Con-
vention without the exercising of such a
power on the part of the Legisiature. Bat
thoy bave not one atom of power beyond
that. They can nelther restrain the people
in the choice of their rerresentatives, nor can
they restrain this bﬂd] in the exercise of its

legitimate power, tto power to .-
crnmont what they plciaa. make the gov
&With regard to the people at large, it
scemt L0 mo to be & solecism to nndertlk; to
say thatl the Legisiature stall dictata to them
what sheall be tho qualilications of thoge they
choose to represent them. The peopls, in
mazs, accordiog to every principle that un.
derlies our Qovernment and the (Government
of every other Btate in the United Htates, and
the Ueneral Governmsnt, possess the power,
They are exclusively and entirely zovereign
and eupreme. For a delegated party to un.
dertake to eay to tlis ruprame paver, you
hall tot do this, and yruehall not do th:at, is
. soleelzm in politics.

Agaln, Mr. James L. Ridgely, In reply to
Mr. Chambers, bolds to the following, as his
theary of the powers of the Coavention:

‘i1Mr. Ridgely. 1 should not say one word
on this sabjzct but for the remarks which
bave fallen from my friexd from Kent (M.
Uhambers ) 1 have been for vory many years
in the habit of deferriag with yery great re-
spect to his judicial learning. Batl csnnot
reach the egame coscinsion as to the theory of
the Iaw wnder which thlis Conrvention was or-
ranized, to which he has arrived. 1 believe
very differentiy. I do pot believe that there
are qualifications imposed by the sct of As-
sembly; nor 4o 1 believe it wazsany part of the
theory of the act of Assembly toimpoese quali-
izawtions. I do pctregard this body as derir.
icg any beicg whatever from the Conrven-
tlva Bill. 1 do not regard the Conren-
ticn Biil as entering ia tbe 2lightest degree
into the vitality of this organization.

sAccerdirg to my theory of our beiag, we
derive our extstence directly from the people,
Tho fzstromertalities by which ths subject
was brogght beforo the peopie bars been well
put by my friend from Kent; but how the
Liegisiatureo bad authority to provide these
insiramentalities and bad not the suthority to
go further, it is dithicult for metounderstand.
Whero tho Legisiataro derived the anthority
to provid: the ways and means to attain the
expression of tha public sentiment and to be
thera stopped, 1 have yettolearn. The whole
theory of our being 1s that life hasz been ia-
rpired into this body by the popular vcte;
and uprn 8 programme ruggested and gub-
mitted for the corsideration ¢f the people by
thte General Arsembly ¢ { the Btate.

¢“They have suggested to the people the
modus operandi, snd they have also enggested
to the people certain gualifications of mem-
bership; and my friend from Anne Aruaodel
(Mr. Miller,) 1aid them beforo you yesterday
ia the form of the order which ke sobmitted
t> the Houze; showing that thereis at leest a
dilference of opinion between bhim and the
honorable gentieman from Kent He thinks
that the Legislature have imposed qualifea-
tione, and that these qualifieatiors bave been
ecdorsed and vitalizad by the vote of tha peos-

ie, and Lhat evcry geatlemzn who preents
E‘umll‘ here must present bimzelf under au-
thoritity conferred by the jeople, and qualiti-
caticos conirolled by the pesople.”’

These views, I think, clearly show that the
Convention not oniy had the right, exclusive
of any direction on the part of the people, bat
that the Convention bill, endorred and ratitied
by the peopla at the polls, gave them that
PONWCT.
