About daylight the enemy advanced by the
Berryrille road on Rymsaar, who was posted

at the Speut Bpring, oz the same road, some
fcur miles exst of Wiachester.

& reconnoirsanee; Rodes was al Hopawell
Chunich. near Whitehall, to the left of ths

to the peiat of attack. Wharton remained
on the extreme let, on the Martinsburg road,
a thort distance below Winchester.

About 12:30 o’clock, Gen. Rodes, who was
placing s batlery in tho gap between himsell
and (ordon, was struck by a ball just behind
the esr, aad birne from the fleld in a dyiog
corcditior: Ho was attorded at the time by
oaly two couriers. The czemy continued to
pu:h their line arcund cur lett, and about 4
P. M.. thelr cavslcy on thelr extreme right
Iapped curlinessomotwomiler. Thiscavalry
charged cur exvalry and enmypletely roated
it, ard then wheeled Into Wischester on our
rear. This made it necessary for our infantry
to fall back, wkich it did slowly, reaching
Wicch:ster about dark. Tbhe wkole army
then reireated on thzel evening to Nawtown,
and tLe rext morning to Fisher’s Hill, a mile
or two from Biratbury, where it is now posted.
Thie is eighteen miles (rom Winchester, and a

caitlha of greatsirength, heaving the North
Mounta‘n oa the loft, ard Maezeanutton Moue-
tain on its right.
