She reports that carly yesterday morniog
there was some Aring along our lines fronting
Petersburg, but not sufficient to indicate that
Al rogacement was in progress.

Tto Vanderbilt brougnt up iwenty-five
rebel deserters who desiro to take the oath
ard be r+loased.

scripts from the workstops at Richmond, and
they say that the recent crder of the Confeda-
rate aothorities purging the government
shops of mechanics, heretolore exem ted, bhas
ciused a grand skxedaddla AModyE l.gn work-
men.

The conscripts assert that Early’s defeat
his cansed the grestest gloom ia Richmond,
erd that it is fesred that Bheridan will mske
& movement en Lynch burg, from which poiat
he caa strike the Danvilie railrozsd, thereby
cetting off their prireipal su;ply commuzi-
catlun., Tiese fears hare camsed a belief
that it wiil be meceszary to ervscucte Rich.
mond, and it {3 trecly ta'ked of gpoa the
streets.

Ths Virzinis troops, however, protest
agalest the evacartisn of - Kichmond, and
slhould the rehel authorities do so, it wor!ld
cause r2utiny among the Virginlazs. Thess
conreripts declare that it ia not to bs denied
that the Confederstesare makizsg preparations
whica look very much like an evacaatios.
Several government workshops bave been
closed, the maclhinery ¢f wkich has beea re-
moved further Bcuth. When these parties
left Riedmord, a few days ago, the machinery
of other shops were boing packed forremaval
if desmed rceccasary.

terms of the treatment they have recrired
since rescting cur lines, and say that §f this
fact was k30wn to the rebol trcops desartione
would be 1nore sumerons.

The Contederate authorities, these deeert.
ergsay, aro fillicg up the depleted regiments
with old men and boys, Iacludipg th ss who
have heretofure bren discharged from tte
miulary service cn sccount of wousnds ard
otber perminent dieabilities. The conscripts
are snbject to much ridicule by the repular
soldiery, s2d the desertions among them are
quite numerous,
