prizon and ths inhuman treatmeat of omr
prisoners there:

Our p2n are called on to perforn gusrd
doty every cther day and night, snd there
are & large number of prisoners at this point,
and many moredal'y comingin from Charles-
ton, distant but sixty miles by railroad, acd
Andersonville, Grorgia.

Tbo prisnners are placed in an enclegure
arranged In regimental order., This Is msde
of split timbers five or rix inches In thickuers,
well embedded in the earth.
