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An Art Discovory at Rompo.

A correspondant of the London Athernam
writes from Rome, SBeptember 28, as follows :
““Righett], & wealthy commone* of this elts ’
has lately purchased an old palace for an cld
song, beiag in one of tba dirtiest parts of
R:mo, calied ths Bignlene; it 19 elote to tho
Piazzs Uampo del Fiorl, and not far from the
Farnere Palscs, Fxtensive repairs were in.
dispeasskhie, for the bulldicg was in a mot
rickety state, and, on setiing people to work
0 dig for a foundaticn, they came unpon a
Favement, comrosed of III’FE slabs ol that
marble called ‘V’orta B8ants,’ which is s dcll,
velned marble, of & reddish hue, which comes
from the lIaland of lssuz, In the Archepelago,
axd is properly called ‘Marmor Jasseuse;*’ it
15, however, better koown by its mcdern
hame, which it derives from ita forming the
Jams of the jabllee door at St. Peter’s.

Tbis pavemoent was found thirty feet below

the prescat level of this part uf' Rome; scd
here, likewise,jthey came Qpon & marsive wall
near which they jound & piece of buildiag
somewhat resambling a Noak’s Ark with-at
the boat; tho sides were of Lrick, and the roof
was formed of laips blocks ¢f travertine, reat.
ing upon theto walls, and uniting with ber-
ciled edges at the top, (“rigging,” ss they
callit in Beotlznd.) There were two gible
eads, exch forxmed of oze huge block of tra-
veritne; ca several of the blocks were seen,
iarge and well cnt, tke letters F C 8, wkich,
A3 yet, the archmlogis!s here cannot cxplaic.
Grest difficuity was enccuntered in corse-
querco of the hole continually #fllicg with
water, and prevecting the work going on;

Usn opening the ""Ark’’ it was fouad to contain
A pegnitcent zill broza statue of a youthfal
Hercules, [»urteen foet Bigh, bat lvizg or bis
back, or, a1 ths Romens graptically describe
it, punza per aris.”
1310 ar:, this rintue cquals the finest that
ever Greece prodaced, auad the carefnl man-
ner ia which 1t bag boen Lidden and the
mesns taken to protect itf, srgus that its
value was known aud eppregisted. 1 euspeot
it muit hars breg hidden in the fourth ceata-
rly, t> provent its being carried off to Byxan-
tium by tde son of Quostantise, who made off
with evarything he conld Iay bis hands on in
the staps of worke of art, to enrich and adorn
the c¢ity which therceforward wasto baar
thelr imperial namo. Itisiaterestiogto kaow
that the coins found in ard about the ststue
were thore of Domitian, Decius and Meximin-
ius, commonly styled the *Hercalean.” There
were likowiss coins of the Lower Empire.

“Orer the gilding, which is very thick and
bright (acd tbe patina of which is still per-
{cet), 1o & rough calearecus inerustation,
which must bs carefully removed boivre the
Dewuty of the status can be thorogghly «n-
It waz fourd imbedded in marble-

chips, suchas form the sweepings of a sculp.
tcr s lt.‘l'. and ater wad g yasd in hy wmantes ofl

srchitectural fragments. Inzids the tiguro
was fuand s very pretty little femals bhead
sculpluaredin Parian marble. The blrck halr
is gathered up ia a ret, muzh in the style as
worn by Iadies in tha presant day, and which
{ashlon pervadedfrom the timeof Heliogabalus
dewn to Constantine as wo see by referricg
to other siatues and buste. The period of Art
te which this litile beast belongs is that of
Constantinrs, and thaerefors icierisr. Other
relics may yet ba found in the statuc, which
11 {ar from empty.

““On the irat iudicaticns of this dissovery,
much specniation arcors as to whether it were
eqacsirian or not, and whether it might not
prove to bs a portrait statge of Po .pey the
Ureatl, sidcd the place where thay are exca.

1t has evidently been execnted by
artists in tne time of the Empirs, sud stood
in the teoaiple nf Hercales in tke Ferzw.—
The beantilul marbla statuas of liareulos besr.
fag Telepkus, which adorng the Pio (Jiemen-
tinn’ ta the Vatican, was {ouzd in the Campo
del Fivri and placed where it now ztasuods by
Julius the Becond.”’
