“iyery gheap, the owners prefertiog to go to
¢Bs'¢Imore rather than till the s-il witbout
tlaves.”

Now we know, not from sany d:falte in-
f.rmstion In our postession, to what extent
the above announcement {rom one of our
Pittsburg exchanges is true; deubtlers it 12 s0
8o a oonslderabls degree. But slong with
thls, and qualifying the statement greatly,
the mall of this morniag briags another ltem
of parilcular Iaterest, viz: the proceedirgs of
the meeting of planters recently heid st
Uarlboro’, In Prince George’s county, 1n
wtich a resclaution was adopted proposing to
give wages to the blacks varying in amount
from sixiy to cne hundred and twenty dollars
per apnnum. Let us oznsider these matters
for a faw moments:

Whilet the sonouncement that many plsnt
ers propose to give up their farms at “‘chesp™
rates, rather than cubmit to thenew condiiion
of things at tkeir old homes, will not surprive
many, wenld 1t zot be well for the planters
themselves, in this ipetarce, to avold huety
corolusiors, lest thay i the end cs the holcers
of property, of real estate ia the lower coun-
ties, fare etill worre.

Rickhmond consplratore, rather than stacd by
the Governmest?! Whatever mad liwpulses
swayed the politiciars and tlavery prepa
gavdists ¢f Bouth Carolina and ths oiber
cott>n Btates, the farmicg interest of the
lower ccunti=s kore should have stond tirmly
by the old order of thinge, cocvicerd from
thelr seperior opportunities for information
tcat when alavery 1o this age tock pains tc
messurs its strengih agaiest free governmert
it could not but 12 theend get the worst of 1t
No werd hat madness ear hegin to character-
139 the fatel Quixotism which fancled iticll
abls to beat down the epirit of liberty on a
coctinent, dedicated—the greater portion of
it—to that sentiment or principle for two
centuries.
