BSlavery had been the catse of
the war. That causec was now, most hap-
plly, removed, and consequently he de-
sircd to seo the Union restored as it was
previously to the war, or,as tke President
laughingly remarked as as our democratic
friends used to say—'*The Constitutisn as
it is, the Unionas it was'—always saving
and except slavery, that had been abolish-
ed. The war had decided that and for-
ever.

A gentleman present spoke of pegro
sufirage, and suggested that in recon-
stracting the Ubkion, it would Lo necessary
to disfranchise some (leading redbels, and
enfranchise others,) meaning loyal col-
ored people, or that the case of the Vir-
giula legislatare re-assembling would be
repeatod over again. The gentleman iz a
sirong advocate of negro suffrage.

The President replied that the case of
the Virginia Legislature was es<ily dis-
posed of; that it had no power as a legis-
lative body. and that it could do nothing
aryhow. With regar] to the extension
of suilrage, the sentiment of the country
at present appeared to teud towardsa
restriction rather than an extcnsion of
the right of sutirage generally,

(ieneral Logan cndorsed the views of
the President on the sbove, and then said
that it might not be polite to pive the
tebels the right of suffrage immedistely.
Ho thought tbat it might be fornd advi-
sable at tirst to bhold them iu a sort of pu-
pilage by military force. As sedn as they
could be trusted. then give them the
same power they possessed bLefore.

The General also remarked that the
wheel of reconstruction was a large and
ponderous one, and that many who would
take their stand upon it would be pround

to powder. 1le Lad been fighting for four
years to save the Union.

provided always that they elect loyal men.
The doctrine of eoercion to preserve a
Sixte in the Union has been vindicated by
the peoplz. 1t is the proviuce of the Ix-
ecutive to see that the will of the people
is carried cut in the rehabitation ot these
rebellious Btates, otcs more under the
zuthority as well as tle protection of the
Union."
