The Greesport train consisted of nine or
ten passenger cars, and the otber train of
only three or four.

The signal of the spprosching train from
Hunter’s Point was beard by several pas-
seogers on the other train, and ope fm
tleman who was standing on the platform
of the stmoking car of the last train, looked
out, saw the davger, s0d leaped off the
traio withou! sustaining any injury.
