To be sure, our people have much less
to contend with in this regard, than those
of almost aoy other Southern Etate, be-
canse s0 near the great points of debarks
tiop for immigrants from the old world,
jarge numbers, even befnre the war, were
gcattered over tLe State. Apnd of those
in the past, making use of such labor, tLe
fact was plain econgh, that other things
being equal, it was most profitable in the
end. Andustil the South resolutely looks
this necessity in the face; until it consents
to do what the great free States of tLe
North bave done in develcpiog their re-
gources, it will never emerge from the
ditsenlties which beset it; or, if it does, it
will do this not by the help of its own
people, but of those who may make their
way thither to absolutely displace the
r.ative inbabitants of that section.
