Dear Friends in Christ,

All in all, it has been a good year. My new association with the
people of Cokesbury has been warm and enjoyable. I'm glad that some of
you in each congregation know some in the other one; if at any point
you have a suggestion how you can help each other, or how I can serve
you better, do not hesitate to make it known.

My visiting has been divided among the newcomers., the shut-ins
and the regular members, especially some who are inactive.

of room to grow. Cokesbury is financially sound and taking conscientiously
its responsibility at home and abroad.

I am keeping in touch with our program of Christian Education, and
especially enjoy being a part of the evening M.Y.F. activities. '

REPORT OF THE PASTOR

MY FRIENDS IN CHRIST,

I am happy to present this report to you, for three reasons. It is,
first of all, a report to the entire congregation of Antioch. The people
of God, the church, you, need to know what your leader sees as important
in our situation after almost a year together, what has been done, and
what needs to be done. Somewhere in this report you are included; I hope
you'll read it all, and study it, and pray about it. This report is,
secondly, a careful, realistic, faithful analysis of our progress, our
problems and our potential, the kind of study which your pastor ought to
make for his own assistance, whether it were required or not. I am glad
to share it with you. It is, finally, the pastor's report to the Quarterly
Conference, where the elected officials of Antioch gather to do the essen=
tial work of reporting for a year that is past, and projection for a year
that is ahead. No church in Methodism can succeed without deeply conse-=
crated leaders; we all have some responsibility to make Antioch a growing
Christian fellowship.

The gratitude I feel for the marwvelous way in which many of you have
helped me and my family to orient ourselves to a new town and a new
church is most sincere. The support and conscientious labors of so many
have helped to make many good things possible this year. Your Official
Board has given serious attention to every matter of import brought before
it, with members earmestly seeking to find the Christian answer and the
right thing for Antioch. Committees and Commissions and individual officers
have functioned with consistent, but sometimes unseen, devotion and loyalty.
This has been an inspiration to me, and a fine example for us all.

The first year in a new charge is full of discowveries, both for the
pastor and people, I am sure. Pastors do work somewhat differently, but
the connectional similarity of Methodism has been a real asset to me. 1In
my pastoral work, I have tried to give prime time to priorities, and do
as much else as could be done. Several calls on new families in the com-
munity have been made, and some on families that simply do not attend any
church. Considerable calling has been done just in order to help me get
acquainted with you, and I have much of this yet to do. Some calls hawve
been made on non-participating members, and special attention has been given,
of course, to those chronically ill or shut-in, and those in hospitals. I
have tried to be a helpful pastor in several problem situations.

The records show that as of the date of these reports, Feb. 28, we have
a total memtership of 508, having received nine members this year and having
lost eight by death, transfer and withdrawal. There will be several other
adjustments before the year is out, including the reception of the Pastor's
Membership Class, But figures tell only part of the story, and I am greatly
concerned about a sizeable group of our members who have not participated
in the life of the church this year. Gradually I am including them in my
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visitation, but I urge you all to consider yourselves Christ's ambassadors
not only to the unchurched tut also to these fellow churchmen of ours who
are currently "out of touch".

I have tried to give guidance and help where possible in the over-all
educational program of our church. We continued the course of teacher
training which was in process when the change of pastors occurred. Many
hours have been spent with organizational heads, commission chairmen, etc.,
trying to help them in their plans and programs of activity. The pastor
led the training sessions in the Every Member Visitation last fall. 1In
the Sunday School, I did some informal visiting in classes during the fall
months, and have substitued occasionally where requested. Currently, 1
am engaged in a series of visits to children's classes on a scheduled basis.
I have enjoyed my work also with the teenagers. The pastor alternates
attendance at the evening session of the MYF, one week with Junior Highs
and the next with Senior Highs, and gives guidance and suggestions as seems

necessary or helpful, leaving the basic direction to the counsellors, who
have served most faithfully.

Organizationally, we are in rather good shape, and will be in the

coming year. There is, of course, always room for more workers. At certain
points, the pastor has made suggestions on procedure that would simplify or
increase the effectiveness of what we are doing. Methodism has a good plan
of basic organization, and within that plan there are plenty of opportunities
for our creative interpretation and implementation. One of my suggestions
for the coming year is that we try even harder to begin with the needs of
our town, and the opportunities of Antioch, and then bring to bear on this
set of facts the helps and ideas of our denominational resources. Let us

not be afraid to try a new idea, especially if we have been willing to seek

God's direction and we are convinced he is leading us in united service for
his cause.

Antioch has a tradition, I have learned, of being of service to the
community and the program of the church beyond the local level. Our leaders
have continued that tradition this year, ably hosting District activities
for the Woman's Society, Methodist Men, and Methodist Youth Fellowship.

Our officials and leaders have represented us in several meetings and
activities of the District and Conference. Your pastor has been privileged
to serve as a member of two of the boards of the Annual Conference, namely
Education, and Ministerial Training and Qualifications. In my capacity as
secretary of each of these toards, I have gained some insights relative to
the urgent tasks to be done in Christian education and ministerial recruit-
ment, all across the church, and especially in the local church. In the
local community, I have enjoyed the fellowship of my brother ministers, and
look forward to helping the cause of Christian cooperation.
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The seriousness of the situation requires that I say something about
finances. Ve have received somewhat more money this year than we did in a
corresponding period last year, but even that has not been sufficient to
keep us abreast of our rightful obligations. Only a small portion of last
year's $5250 indebtedness has been repaid. The response to our Every Member
Visitation in November was fairly good, but the number of non-commitments
was sufficiently large to threaten Antioch's financial stability, not
necessarily as a group of buildings, but as a vital, functioning, Christian
fellowship, certainly. A rart of our solution is in the cultivation of a
true understanding of stewardship among our peoples a part of it is in the
hands of those who have been withholding support in recent months. I know
that many of our members are giving conscientiously and faithfully. There-
fore, one fact seems obvious enough: as we look to the future, either Antioch
%ill have to receive significant support from a larger number of people, or
else learn to live with something less than what you hawve been used to in
the area of program, services, ministry, etc. I report this here because

I think we must be realistic enough to admit where we are. It is, as I
said above, serious.

But it is possible for us to overcome this situation, if we really want
to. I know the facts of recent history which helped to create the difficulty
we now face. I know the honest strugzle of soul which conscientious Christians
may feel in a time of controversy. But I also know that the church cannot
isolate itself from the world and the issues of the day. Rather, we are called
to be in the midst of life, to not only be a part of, but indeed to help to
mold, for Christ's sake, the history that is now in the making. It appears to
me that the next twelve months are a rather crucial period, as we determine
what lies ahead for Antioch, how strong a church we really want to have. In
this kind of problem, both the mechanics and the spirit are important; proce-
dures and philosophy must go hand-in-hand. In short, what we believe and
how we perform are inseparable. As one of Christ's ministers, called to be
his servant in your midst in this hour, I call upon you to really let the
Spirit of Christ have dominance in your lives, to be done with trivial things,
with worldly things, to BE the church, no matter what your friends or your
opponents say. Let us be a fellowship of Christian love, for love overcomes
hatey let us be long on patience and short on criticism, generous with for-
giveness and hesitant with judgment, zealous with compassion and destroyers
of apathy, humbly but joyfully sharing with those outside the church what we
have found in Christ. May this opportunity of looking back and looking ahead
be a time for rededication on our part, rededication to being the truly
Christian fellowship Christ calls us to be. The words of the hymn-writer seem
appropriate:

Rise up, O men of God!

Have done with lesser things;

Give heart and mind and soul and strength
To serve the King of kings.

Vith a special note of thanks to Almighty God for his blessings in this
closing year, and to my partner in the parsonage for her unfailing assistance,

I ask your prayers for Antioch and for me, that in this coming year we may
move forward with faith and devotion.

The first word in my report to the Quarterly Conference must be one of
appreciation. You will discover for yourselves as the reports are presented
and as you read this booklet that our work at Antioch Church has been productive
this year., Officials, teachers, workers, and supporters need to be thanked and
4 prayer of blessing breathed for them and their labors. The fact that our
year has not been and is not without trying difficulties and obstacles to many
of our leaders only serves to enhance our appreciation for theme You join with
me, I am sure, in saying to our officials, teachers, workers, men, women, and
children who have conscientiously supported their church because of their faith
in God, Mlell done! May God bless you!l"

The purpose of the booklet is that you may read and study these reports
at a more leisure time. It is not purpose of my report to unnecessarily
duplicate that information. However, there are some areas of progress and
programs which I should like to list.

l. The Friendship Class has made the MYF Room in the Church Basement
more serviceable by having installed a sink and the necessary sump-pump to
carry the waste water to the sewer lines.

- 2. The existence of a new parsonage on North Somerset Avenue is a

realized dream of many who have worked over the past two years to bring it
to fruition. To them and especially the Building Committee our whole congregation
and Conference owes a debt of gratitude. I believe that ten years from this date
the full impact of the meaning of this accomplishment shall be shared by all
of the members of Antioch,

3. The Church has been the receiver of a legacy left by Frank and Mary
Layfield. The legacy totals $10,000,00 in General Motors' stock.

L. An electric water cooler for Fellowship Hall has been presented by
Hollis and Esther Riggin. There are others who from time to time contribute
the "extras" which are necessary in the administration of a church - extra money
for needy or troubled families, clothing, draperies, books, and the little but
not un-noticed items for teaching classes or serving suppers.

5. The Building Fund Debt is not reducing as rapidly as many would like
to see it but, nevertheless, the debt as of Mareh 21st was $12,775.00 a total
reduction since 1959 of some %55,000,00.

During this year Antioch Church has had to remove by reason of death
gseven members. I should like to read their names and the dates of their deaths:
Grace Robertson, d. June 223 Frank Mills, d. June 273 Mary Layfield, d. October
15; Melissa Creasy, d. October 22, Marion Austin, d. December 28; Melva Hayman
d. January 303 and Carroll Henderson, d. March 7. Each of these persons worked
in and for the church. Each was a witness, an effective one, in his own right!
e miss them and honor their memory!

I am very proud of the manner and method in which our commissions work in
Antioch. No commission believes it has solved all the problems assigned to it
but the members of all are conscientiously attempting to find answers. e owe
a vote of thanks for the leadership of these workers.

PASTOR'S REPORT CONTINUED -

Briefly, let us look ahead to some hopes for the coming months. The
Commission on Education is doing and will continue to do an excellent job
in the planning and administration of our educational activities. Ve are
extremely fortunate in having both harmony and rhythm in our leadership.
A team has developed until plamning and administration are linked through
adequate communication and cooperation. Each position has been filled with
responsible and able leaders. I have already requested Mrs. Noble, Chairman
of this Commission, to begin analyzing and planning for an adequate MYF Program
next fall. This year I have worked with sewveral selected youth who will be
the officers and leaders next year and have no reason but to believe that the

MYF will be an effective one with the kind of counseling our Commission will
give it.

Again, the Commission on lMembership and Evangelism will have a new
Chairman, Mr, Stanley Benson, who has some definite and positiwve plans for
awakening some of our sleeping members who appear almost "dead". Mr. Paul
Briddell, outgoing chairman, will assist him in whatever manner possible. The
real support this commission needs, however, to be found in the liwves of each
and every active Methodist. All are called to be "Witnesses", And, furthermore,
all must be if our Church is to keep faith with its heritage.

The same problem is to be found regarding our finanees, Stewardship is not
a mere word but a way of witnessing to our faith in God and in His Church. One
can have little patience with those who find ready excuses for not doing what they
ought to be doing in the way of monetary support. They are the first ones who
turn to the Church for help in times of need. And that is exactly what the
ministry of the Churech is. You must keep the ministry of this Church active that
those who are inactive may have a "sanctuary" in hours of need. It is disappointing
that no Chairman of the Commission on Stewardship could be found for this year.
But it is not to be feared as the Commission is composed of men who have served ,
for the most part, in that eapacity at one time or another. Antioch will have
guidance in the matter of stewardship. Essentially, it is the task of each

member to be a leader in this areas as well as in the field of evangelism. Indeed,
the two go hand=in=glove,

One final word: No man serves a congregation as minister without being
concerned about the congregation as a whole as well as individuals. I sincerely
hope and pray that those among our members who hav%c instilled with
abusive feelings and hostile attitudes that, R 15 don rary to the law of love
of Christ. To be Methodist does mean that we have "warm hearts"., Differing
minds, ocontrary opinions, and dissimilar beliefs are healthy. Only when these
opiions and beliefs are spoken in the heat of hate or blindness of ignorance is the
result unhealthy. My the people of Antioch Church continue to labor and love
together for the greater goals which unite rather than divide God's children.
