News Summary.

_ Advices from the Army of the Potomac
state that General Graut is still pushing
his operations on the Nerth side of the
J3mes river and that continuous and se-
vere skirmishing has occurred every day
the present week. A larger rumber of
prisoners Lave been esptured than hercto-
fore reported. The maneuvres of Mon-
day resulted ia turning the Rebel fortifi-
cations ; and when our forces pushed for-
ward the next day they found that the
enemy had fallen back during the night
to a stronger position than the one they
had been-driven from. The position oc-
cupied by our forces is only six miles
from Richmond. Tt enables Grant te
threaten both the Rebel capitol and Pe-
tersburg, while Lee cannot mass bis troops
for the protection of either place without
lcaving the other exposed to great dan-
ger. It also protects our operations in
cutting the canal acress the Peninsula at
Dutch Gap.

Au official despatch from Gen. Grant
dated on Tuesday the 16th, but detained
by the breaking of the telegraph wire,
confirms the favorable result up to that
time of our operations, though no decis-
ive victory bad been obtaived. The ene-
my had been driven buck somewhat from
their pusition, with a comsiderable loss in
killed and wounded, and the capture of
four hundred unwdunded prisoners, be-
sides a number of wounded. Two Rebel
Brigadier Generals. Chamberlin  and
Gherrard, were killed, aud their bodies
left on the ficld. Since the movement]
was comrmenced on the norih side of the
viver our loss is less than onc thousand,
whilst we have captured that number of
prisoners from the enemy.

It is reported that General Sheridan
has fallen back to Winchester, where be
will fortify himself and act on the defen-
sive. This wnovement indicates that the
reports, lately Lrought by rebel deserters,
of the heavy reinforcements of General
Early were well founded, and that Gene-
ral Sheridan has determined on forcing
the rebels to attack Lim in a chosen posi-
tion. The official bulletin of Secretary
Stanton makes no mention of any falling
back of our forces, but General Sheridan
telegraphs from Winchester biief details
of a cavalry engagement near Fort Royal,
in which the rebels wera handsomely
whipped with the loss of two stznd of col-

oangrs, Inahad.

Hacersrown, August 20.—There was
another big seare here last night.

General Averill retired from Martins-
burg on Thursday evening, with his main
force, leaving ove eompany of Lineeln
Cavalry to garrison the town. Yesterday
afternoon sixty-five rebel ecavalrymen,
commanded by Captain Boyd, of Tenves-
see, entered the town, and drove our men
out in the direction of Hainesville, This
caused a great stampede of parties resid-
ing between Williamsburg and Martins-
burg towarde this. town, who reported
that our troops were retiring in this dirce-
tion, followed by the rebels. The mer-
chunts here immedia'ely packed their
goeds and sent them North. The quar-
termastér’s train, with Goveroment prep-
erty, was despatebed for Frederick, but,
before getting out of the towr, Capt. Wm.
Browne halted it and determined not to
move till he knew more upon the sulject.
It remaioed until 7 o'clock this morning
when it was erdered back to camp. The
stores are all closed to-day and but few
citizens are to be found in the street.

No sick and wounded from the hospit-
als have been removed to Harrisburg.

Every person who shall fail to make such re-
turn by the day specified will be liab e to be as-
sesssed by the Assessor according to the best
information which he can obtain; and in such
case the Assessoris required to add fifty per
centum to the amount of the items of such

list.

intent to evade the valuaticn or enumernation
required by law, is subject to a fine of five kun-
dred dollars; and.in snch case the list wi'l be
made out by the Assessor or Assistant Assessor,
and from the valuation and enumeration so
made there can he no appeal.

E"vry person who shail fiil to make such re-
turn by the day specified will be liab e to be as-
gessaell by the Assessor acccrdiug to the best
information which he can obtain; and in such
case the Assessor i3 required to sadd fifty per
centum to the amount of the items of such
list.

Every person who shall deliver to an Assessor
any false or frandulent list or statement, with
intent te evade the valnation or enumernation
reguired by law, is subject to a fine of five bun-
dred dollars; and in snch ca e *he list wi'l bYe
made out by the Assessor or Assistant Assessor.
and from the valuation and enumeraiion so
made there can be no appeal.

Paywent of the »nnual taxes, except those
for licenses, will not be demanded until the thir-
tieth day of Jure.
