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four feet to the south side setback and three feet to the combined side yard width.

Charlene L. Morgan, a zoning analyst with the Department of Planning and
Code Enforcement, testified that this is a lot in an older neighborhood which is
below the minimum area for the district. The proposal will not exceed the
permitted impervious surface limitation. In the circumstances, she did not oppose \
the request, provided the-applicants provide stormwater management for 440 feet
of impervious coveraé :}rnitigation on a ratio of 2:1 for the same amount.

Ken Smiley, the applicants’ architect, testified that the garage will be sited
over a graveled parking pad. He indicated that the property to the north is
improved with a single car detached garage within a couple of feet of Friends
Road; while the property across the street is improved with retaining walls close to
the street.

Rev. Fitzpatrick testified that he recently moved into the residence, which he
has owned for 28 years. He desires additional storage space for his books as well
as protection from the elements for family vehicles. The witness submitted into
the record a letter in support of the proposal from the property owner to the south.
There was no opposition at the hearing.

Upon review of the facts and circumstance, I find and conclude that the
applicants are entitled to relief from the code. This is a small lot with the dwelling
set at the minimum rear setback. In the circumstances, there is no reasonable
possibility of developing the property with a garage in strict conformance with the
code. I further find that the applicants have minimized the variance. This is not
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an overly large gérage. I further find that the granting of the variance will not
alter the essential character of the neighborhood, substantially impair the
appropriate use or development of adjacent property, or be detrimental to the
public welfare. In this regard, the adjacent property to the north (3005 Friends
Drive) received a variance from this office to permit a one-car detached garage
one-foot from the north side property line and five feet from the rear property line.
See, Case No. V-222-84 (Samuel Zarpas) (October 18, 1984). The approval shall

be subject to the condition in the Order.

ORDER

PURSUANT to the application of R. Herbert and Lois Fitzpatrick,
petitioning for a variance to permit a dwelling addition with less setbacks than
required; and

PURSUANT to the advertising, posting of the property, and public hearing
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and in accordance with the provisions of law, it is this < ’ day of April, 1999,

ORDERED, by the Administrative Hearing Officer éf Anné Arundel
County, that the applicants are hereby granted the following variances:
1. A variance of 20 feet to the required 25-foot rear property line setback.
2. A variance of four feet to the 7-foot south side property line setback.
3. A variance of three feet to the required 20-foot combined side yard width.
It is a condition of the approval that the applicants shall provide stormwater

management for 440 square feet of impervious coverage or mitigation on a ratio

Thank you for providing information on the above referenced variance application. The property owner has
applied for a variance to permit a dwelling addition with less setback than required. The property is

designated LDA (see below), is Buffer Exempt and is currently developed with a single family dwelling.

Because no habitat protection areas will be impacted and impervious surfaces are not an issue, this office

does not object to the requested variance. However, a portion of the proposed garage will be placed within
the 100' Buffer. Mitigation for all disturbance in the Buffer should be provided at a 2:1 ratio as required by
the Anne Arundel County Buffer Exemption Policy.

Also, I would like to bring the following to your attention. It is not clear if this property is designated IDA
or LDA. The “notification of project application” lists it as LDA, the Critical Area Report checklist says it
is LDA, the written Critical Area Report lists it as [DA, and the County PACE Application system says it is
LDA. Also, in the previous variance granted for this property (1998-0271-V, heard on October 6, 1998), the
findings by the Hearing Officer states that the property is LDA, while the applicant claimed it is IDA. This
should be clarified and the applicant should provide offsets to satisfy the 10% pollutant reduction if in fact
the property is designated IDA. Also, the information provided on the “notification of project application”
is inconsistent with regard to impervious surfaces. It states that 2,020 square feet exist, 150 square feet are
proposed, and the total will be 2,460. This does not add up.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment. Please include this letter in your file and submit it as part of the
record for this variance. Also, please notify the Commission in writing of the decision made in this case.

1. The existing residence is located on the waterfront in a
Buffer Exempt area. A variance is required to permit
construction of a two car attached garage on the rear (street
side) of the house. The garage will provide much needed
protection for our cars and storage for our yard/garden
equipment. We don't have a basement.

2. A vicinity map is attached.
3. Narrative statements:

a. Approximately 95% of the property is vegetated with the
following trees/shrubs: Oak, Maple, Hickory, Mountain
Laurel, Dogwood, Poplar, Azalea, Ivy and miscellaneous
perennial plants.

b. Rainwater is currently collected and dispersed via a
gutter and downspout assembly to grade. The proposed
increase in impervious coverage (approx. 150 SF) will be
integrated into the existing system.

c. Water quality will be minimized by planting additional
trees and shrubs.

d. Approximately 95% of the site is covered with trees and
shrubs. Approximately 1,150 SF of ground will be
disturbed by the proposed construction. All but 150 SF
of the garage will be built over the existing gravel
driveway. The property has 9,301 SF, is zoned R-2 and
is classified IDA, Buffer Exempt.

e. No habitat will be impacted by the proposed project.

4. The site plan indicates the requested information where
applicable.
