Dear Ms. Merriman: 

Thank you for providing revised information on the referenced project. The applicant is 
requesting approval of a variance to construct a new home within the expanded Buffer. 
The property contains a stream, steep slopes, and highly erodible soils. The 100 foot 
Buffer is not shown on the plans nor does the plan reference that the entire lot is in the 
expanded Buffer. 

The Commission does not oppose the requested variance. However, the limit of 
disturbance extends forty feet beyond the house on the northeast side to the top of the 
slopes. We recommend the limits of disturbance be significantly reduced here to prevent 
erosion of the slopes and to minimize impacts to the Buffer. The dwelling could also be 
shifted to the southwest to increase the distance to the steep slopes and further minimize 
Buffer impact. 

If the variance request is approved, the Commission recommends that mitigation be 
provided for the variance in accordance with the provisions of the St. Mary's County 
Critical Area Program. Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments on this 
variance request.
