. Severe, of our staff, regardmg a sound barrier for the Irongate community, northeast of US 40
and I-70 west of Frederick, in Frederick County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your

inquiry.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Irongate community to determine if
it meets the requirements for a State-funded sound barrier. In order for a community to be
considered for a sound barrier, all of the following technical criteria must be met: the majority of
the impacted homes in the community must predate the original construction of the highway;
noise levels must equal or exceed the 66 decibel impact threshold; and an effective barrier must
be able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. Our records indicate that the Irongate
community was built in the mid-1980s, after the completion of I-70 in 1969. Based on this
information, we cannot consider the Irongate community for a sound barrier. Enclosed is a copy
of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, and the Federal Highway
Administration pamphlet, Highway Traffic Noise, for your information.

Some forms of noise abatement that can be done to your home are the installation of
storm windows, double-glazed or better replacement windows, additional insulation added to
walls and attic, and air conditioning. Vegetation, if high enough, wide enough, and dense
enough that it cannot be seen through, can decrease highway traffic. noise. A 200 foot width of
dense, mature evergreens can reduce noise by 10 decibels, which cuts in half the loudness of
traffic noise.

This is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Ms. Natalie Hardy, of our
staff, regarding a sound barrier for the Owens Glen community, along MD 28 in Montgomery
County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide you with this information.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) is in the process of finalizing the analysis of
those communities along MD 28 that meet the requirements for a sound barrier. Your concerns
about the draft options and a concrete sound barrier along MD 28 are noted. As indicated, our
standard barrier system is pre-cast concrete. We are researching other aesthetic options,
therefore, a design has not been finalized.

A criterion in the Sound Barrier Policy requires that 75 percent of those residents
considered “impacted” must be in favor of the project. “Impacted” residents are defined as those
9 homeowners experiencing noise levels of 66 decibels or more. The concurrence for the barrier is
determined by a ballot vote. Once SHA has determined the final sound barrier placement, a
meeting will be held to discuss the results and dlstrlbute the ballots. Per your request, enclosed
is a copy of a sample ballot card.

Common community, along westbound MD 32 between Shaker Drive and the US 29/MD 32
interchange, in Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) will evaluate the MacGills Common
community for a sound barrier under the State’s Type I sound barrier program. Type I sound
barriers are considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being
expanded. This is to comply with environmental laws that were passed in the 1970s that
mandate consideration of barriers in these instances. Under those laws, SHA performs an
environmental analysis to determine if future noise levels can be reduced for a reasonable cost.
Affected homes must predate the approval of the new highway or the highway improvements.
As you stated in your letter, MD 32 is being expanded and an environmental analysis will be
performed and a noise analysis will be part of that study. We anticipate that the noise analysis
results will be completed and the results forwarded to you by the end of August 2000.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversations with Mr. Jim Hade, of
our staff, regarding a sound barrier for the Burton Avenue at Seminary Park community, located
in the northeast quadrant of the 1-695/I-83 interchange in Baltimore County. I appreciate the
opportunity to provide the following information.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) evaluates communities to determine if they
meet a series of eligibility criteria for a sound barrier. This evaluation determines if all of the
following technical criteria are met:

e The majority of the affected homes in the community predate the highway;
e Existing noise levels equal or exceed the 66 decibel impact threshold;
e An effective barrier can be built for $50,000 or less per benefited residence.

Our records indicate that the majority of the homes in the Burton Avenue at Seminary
Park community do pre-date I-695. SHA will take noise measurements to determine if the
66 decibel impact threshold is equalled or exceeded. If our measurements show that current
noise levels equal or exceed the impact threshold, we will proceed with an additional analysis to
determine if an effective barrier can be built within our cost limits. We anticipate being able to
report the results of our analysis by the end of November 2000. Enclosed is a copy of our
brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, for your information.
