This letter is a follow-up to recent discussions between Ms. Mary Scholl, of your staff, 
and Ms. Linda Singer, Legislative Liaison for the State Highway Administration (SHA), 
regarding noise issues in the West End Park and Falls Ridge communities adjacent to 1-270 in 
Rockville. I am pleased to respond to your inquiry. 

There are two different issues regarding these communities. The situation with West End 
Park is that the environmental analysis, including noise studies, performed in the mid-1980s for 
the widening of 1-270 did not anticipate the noise levels that are currently being experienced in 
the community. At that time, our analysis concluded that noise levels generated by traffic on 
1-270 would not exceed the impact threshold and, therefore, a sound barrier was not constructed 
with the improvements. According to our latest information, however, noise levels now do 
exceed the impact threshold but, unfortunately, SHA does not have a method by which to 
provide a sound barrier as a solution. 

When an analysis for a highway improvement is conducted, it is based upon the best 
available information that can be gathered at the time of the analysis. The assumptions used in 
the noise analysis were accurate for the time. As years have passed, and noise generating data 
has been updated, we now know that greater volumes of traffic will generate more noise than 
was thought to be possible at that time. However, it would be infeasible for SHA to revisit every 
environmental document prepared since we began to prepare environmental analyses in 1970, to 
see if similar situations exist. In addition, we do not have the funding available to either restudy 
those environmental documents or to even provide sound barriers for this or other similar 
situations that might exist. We feel that the analysis performed was accurate at the time and, 
therefore, we do not feel we can offer a sound barrier for the West End Park community.

At Falls Ridge, the issue is the date of the construction of the community as it relates to 
eligibility for our sound barrier program. At the time that the environmental analysis was 
performed for the expansion of 1-270, there were no homes yet built in this area, therefore, a 
sound barrier was not considered. A sound barrier cannot be considered now that the community 
exists, because the homes were built with the knowledge that 1-270 already existed. Therefore, 
the responsibility for noise control rested with the developer.

Thank you for your recent letter to Mr. Charles B. Adams, our Director of Environmental Design, 
regarding a follow-up noise level study for the Toll House community along northbound USI 2S> after the 
installation of sound barriers along southbound US 29 between MD 99 (Fredenck Road) and MD 100 in 
Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your request. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
further improve this portion of US 29 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. However, the 
Toll House community is currently being evaluated for Type I noise abatement in conjunction with the 
most recent widening of US 29 in this area. 

Generally, reflections from a single barrier to an area on the opposite side of the highway will not 
contribute more than 3 decibels to the overall noise level. This is the theoretical maximum, based on a 
doubling of the source strength (meaning the reflected noise is as strong as the direct noise from the 
highway). A 3-decibel increase is imperceptible to the average person. Further, the noise that reflects 
from a barrier is always somewhat less than the direct noise because, as sound travels it loses intensity, 
and because the air and surrounding terrain also absorb noise. We therefore believe that any reflected 
noise which the new barrier on the west side of US 29 might contribute to the overall levels of highway 
noise' would not be perceptible to an average person on the east side of US 29. Even so, we included an 
absorptive surface on the highway side of the proposed barrier. This will eliminate reflection of noise to 
the opposite side of the highway and the residences on Manahan Drive and Ruppert Court. 

In light of the information detailed above, and given the natural increase in traffic that is 
occurring as a result of the widening of US 29 that has now been completed it would be difficuh to 
isolate my noise that may be reflected from the new barriers on the west side of the highway.^ We> do not, 
therefore, believe that such a study (noise measurements and modeling), which could cost $30,000 to 
$50,000, would be an appropriate use of the State's limited financial resources.

This is a follow-up to your letter of last fall to Mr. Charles B. Adams, our Director of 
Environmental Design, regarding a sound barrier for the Seminary Roundtop Apartments. As we 
previously indicated, this area does not meet the qualifications for our Type II sound barrier 
program, given its development after the construction of 1-83. We have, however, reviewed the 
situation and have determined that, with the expansion of the highway to provide a continuous 
auxiliary lane to Timonium Road, and the resulting removal of the vegetative buffer, there has 
been a negative visual impact on the apartment community. 

As a result, we are prepared to move ahead with a project that would construct a wall that 
would be shorter than a full sound barrier. This wall will be an extension of the sound barrier 
that is being built as part of the highway widening project. The extension will be 12 feet high 
and will extend, from the barrier's present terminus, in a southerly direction to the Seminary 
Avenue overpass. This should provide some visual relief. This extension will be completed 
with the current contract. We understand that the owner of the property will provide landscaping 
adjacent to our right-of-way to establish an additional buffer.

I recently visited the site in 
question, Seminary Roundtop Apartments, which according to your letter does not qualify to have 
the sound barrier extend past its property to Seminary Avenue. I met the owner of the 
aforementioned property in the leasing office, which is located across from 1-83. As trucks and 
passing traffic went by, the noise level was remarkably loud. There was a considerable vibration 
as the trucks passed. 

Apartment Services, Inc. is requesting that the above referenced sound barrier be extended past its 
property southward to Seminary Avenue. This would be an extension of 250 feet of sound barrier 
wall. I understand that the Seminary Roundtop Apartments does not meet the state's criteria they 
were built after 1962, the opening of 1-83, but given the noise disturbance, I believe this area 
warrants a sound barrier. 

I respectfully request you investigate this matter fully before making a final decision. I would be 
happy to arrange an on-site meeting for you, or your staff, to take measurements of the current 
decibel level.

We have reviewed the information that you sent to Apartment Services, Inc. as 
part of your letter dated October 16, 2003. Even though your letter states criteria for 
constructing sound barriers and cites reasons why our Seminary Roundtop Apartments 
property does not qualify, we are convinced that the above referenced sound barriers 
should be extended southward from its planned terminus, to Seminary Avenue for the 
following three reasons. 

1. In order to accommodate the ever-increasing volume of traffic entering 1-83 from 
1-695, a new lane is being constructed in front of our Seminary Roundtop 
Apartments. How far this new lane continues does not change the fact that there 
will be four lanes of traffic in front of our property, instead of three, which will 
add to the noise level. By the time traffic from westbound 1-695 passes the 
Seminary Avenue overpass, and immediately our property, acceleration is well 
underway and will continue as drivers, who still have several thousand feet of 
merge distance, look ahead for a safe merge into the through traffic lane. Except 
in times of congestion, mostly at rush hour, this lane as it passes Seminary 
Avenue, will be similar to one of the through lanes when compared for volume 
and speed. We do not understand how your distinction of "auxiliary lane" and 
"through-capacity lane" changes this fact. 

2. This part of 1-83 Northbound, in front of our property, has a much higher noise 
decibel level than normal. This is true due to the large number of trucks leaving 
1-695 at reduced speeds, due to the curves in the road. As these trucks leave the 
curves and head up the gradual incline toward Timonium Road, the acceleration 
noise heard at Seminary Roundtop Apartments is deafening.

3.   Your letter states that Seminary Roundtop Apartments does not qualify for the 
sound barriers because it was constructed in 1972 after the 1962 opening of 1-83. 
A sound barrier is being constructed along the southbound lanes from Seminary 
Avenue northward toward Timortium Road. This sound barrier is Longford 
North. Baltimore County records show that the housing along the west side of 
Southbound 1-83 was constructed after the 1962 opening of 1-83. The 
accompanying record plats show Meadowland Plat One recorded May 28, 1962 
and Plats Two and Three recorded September 18, 1964. 

I am writing to request a meeting in order to discuss our differences of opinion 
regarding the right and need for this extension of the Country Club Park Sound Barrier.

"Benefited" homes are those for which a barrier will provide at least 
a 3-decibel reduction in highway noise (if they are impacted) or a 5-decibel reduction (if they are 
not impacted). We will distribute vote cards to qualifying owners who attend the meeting and 
will mail vote cards, along with materials that are distributed at the meeting, to qualifying 
owners who are unable to attend.

Thank you for the opportunity for the State Highway Administration (SHA) to assist the 
City of Frederick in the formulation of its noise ordinance. The attached table, entitled 
"Generalized Noise Level Projections for Major Highways in Frederick County," provides the 
recommended minimum setback information for noise sensitive land uses adjacent to the listed 
highways at various noise levels. 

The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) considers noise levels that approach or 
exceed 67 decibels to be considered an impact. Most people can begin to perceive a difference 
in sound between three and five decibels. Therefore, SHA strongly encourages the City of 
Frederick not to portray noise levels in the mid-60 decibel range as being an acceptable level of 
highway traffic noise. An ordinance that utilizes 66 decibels "at the property line," for example, 
may not meet the spirit of the State's Type II funding requirement to prevent impacts in noise 
sensitive areas if the property line is very close to areas of frequent human use. 

The Maryland Department of Transportation State Highway Administration Sound 
Barrier, that became effective May 11, 1998, states the following: 

Page 2:   "Sound barriers will be approved only in counties that have enacted local noise 
controls, consistent with state requirements, to address noise impacts for future noise 
sensitive development adjacent to state highways. " 
Page 5:   "The control of new development adjacent to state highways in high noise zones 
at the local level is critical to the overall abatement of highway noise. Sound barrier 
reasonableness will consider the local priority on approving new development adjacent 
to state highways in the determination of providing noise abatement for highway 
construction or reconstruction projects. " 
Page 7:  "Provisions for noise abatement for new development becomes the 
responsibility of the local jurisdiction and private developers. " 
Page 8: "Preventing noise sensitive land uses from locating adjacent to state highways 
within high noise areas is the responsibility of local land use and zoning processes. "

The State's Sound Barrier Policy (and others nation-wide) primarily considers impacts in 
the ground-level outdoor living spaces. Many people expect noise reductions in all noise sensitive 
areas of their homes, such as bedrooms or decks which are frequently not at ground level and for 
homes of more than one level, or where the home sits above the highway on a slope. For this, we 
recommend requiring architectural solutions for those homes where abatement is provided by the 
developer for the outdoor spaces, but where there may be additional exposure in other living areas 
of the home. 

In the modeling used for this work, we utilized FHWA's Traffic Noise Model 2.5 (TNM). 
We prepared simulation models that are consistent with typical noise analyses for an 
environmental study. Because of the varying terrain in and around Frederick in each highway 
model scenario, we assumed a flat terrain situation with soft ground cover but no acoustic 
obstructions to noise. Development designs that propose noise-reflective surfaces such as wide 
streets, parking lots or water features between noise sensitive uses and the highway may realize 
higher noise levels than are portrayed in the attached table. Development proposals that will be 
situated either below or above the highway may actually have lower noise levels. In the 
instances where an owner wishes to develop closer than the recommended set-back but 
anticipates lower noise levels, a noise analysis should be prepared by a qualified highway traffic 
noise consultant to demonstrate whether or not there will be an impact. 

The model also utilized a traffic volume "level of service 'D'" in assuming the worst case 
traffic noise environment. We recommend requiring this approach for developers wishing to 
perform an analysis in order to account for the highest noise generation capacity for that 
highway, regardless of the current traffic trends. Because of the statistical difficulty in taking 
measurements in such a period, we strongly discourage analysis methods that utilize "current 
noise measurements" for defining the future noise environment for a proposed community. 
Current noise measurements together with classified traffic counts should be utilized to calibrate 
and verify any modeling that is used to justify development proposals. Noise measurements 
should be conducted in accordance with procedures outlined in the FHWA document: 
"Measurement of Highway-Related Noise " Final Report, May 1996. 

We would be happy to provide a review of the proposed ordinance language and offer 
comments to aid you in meeting the spirit of our Type II funding policy.

Since we do not have a file of past noise studies in your area, we 
needed to prepare and run noise models for the various highway 
situations that could be anticipated. They will be conservative numbers 
for flat terrain. 

We have finished running the models and I need to review them with our 
director before releasing the results. 

On the question of impacts at schools etc: an impact is "approach or 
exceed 67 decibels". The SHA defines approach to be 66 decibels.

Thank you for your letter regarding a sound barrier for the Shiloh Middle School as part of the 
MD 30 Hampstead By-Pass project in Carroll County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your 
inquiry. 

Your request that the State Highway Administration (SHA) reconsider providing a sound barrier 
along the new MD 30 By-Pass for the Shiloh Middle School rather than a chain link fence is being 
reviewed.

Thank you for your letter on behalf of your constituent, Mrs. Virginia M. Hensley, of 
Grantsville. Mrs. Hensley is concerned over highway traffic noise from 1-68 near her home, on 
the eastern side of Grantsville, in Garrett County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-68 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type n program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type n barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The SHA has evaluated the Grantsville community's eligibility for our Type 11 sound 
barrier program as outlined above. Our research determined that, while the Grantsville 
community meets the date and noise-level criteria, the cost to construct an effective sound barrier 
would exceed $87,000 per residence. Based on this information, the Grantsville community 
cannot be considered for a Type H sound barrier, because an effective barrier would exceed the 
$50,000-per-residence criterion.

Please understand that 
a visual screen will not reduce noise levels. It would take approximately a 200-foot deep, 
mature, evergreen buffer to approximate the noise reduction that a sound bamer could provide.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Ms. Nicole Ross, 
Special Assistant to our Director of Environmental Design, regarding a sound barrier for the 
Vista Gardens community, located along westbound US 50, just east of Lottsford Vista Road, in 
Prince George's County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide the following information. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. The 
existing nearby sound barriers along US 50 in the vicinity of Lottsford Vista Road were 
completed in 1998, as part of the improvements that were made to US 50 at that time. The Vista 
Gardens community is adjacent to westbound US 50 and is bordered on the east side by Folly 
Branch, on the south side by US 50, and on the west side by Lottsford Vista Road. When the 
Final Environmental Impact Statement for the improvements to US 50 was approved in 1982, the 
Vista Gardens community did not exist. Therefore, no noise abatement was warranted for the 
portion of westbound US 50 between Folly Branch and Lottsford Vista Road. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-a community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or 
"retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the 
highway development process. All of the following technical criteria must be met for a Type II 
barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise 
levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and we must be able to build an 
effective barrier for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If these criteria are met, the county in 
which the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway 
traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree to fund 20 percent of the 
barrier cost.

The Vista Gardens community has been evaluated by SHA to determine if it meets the 
technical requirements for a Type II sound barrier as outlined above. Construction of the homes 
in this community began in 1999, and the newest homes were constructed in 2003. The majority 
of the homes were constructed between 2000 and 2002. Based on this information, we cannot 
consider the Vista Gardens community for a Type II sound barrier, because the majority of the 
homes were built after the 1954 opening of US 50.

Thank you for your letter on behalf of your constituent, Mr. Neal Bobys, of 10701 Lady 
Slipper Terrace in Rockville, and for forwarding a copy of Mr. Bobys' recent letter to you. I 
appreciate the opportunity to respond to Mr. Bobys' concerns. 

You asked us to provide a complete report on the issues raised by Mr. Bobys. We feel 
that his questions fall into two basic categories. Specifically, it appears that Mr. Bobys is 
suggesting that: 

1. today' s noise levels are likely greater than those predicted for the design year 
(2010) in the 1989 environmental evaluation for the 1997 median widening (the 
last capacity improvement for this highway); and 

2. more recent work related to the Old Georgetown Road and Rockledge Drive 
interchanges increased the exposure of the community to noise through the 
removal of vegetation. 

Regarding the first issue, when an environmental analysis is performed, it is based on the 
best information that is available at the time. The analysis is available to the public for review 
and comment, and, subsequently, receives approval from the Federal Highway Administration. 
There are no available mechanisms that would allow us to go back and reconsider these past 
decisions. The only mechanism for considering barriers, outside of a future highway 
improvement project, would be under our Type H, or retrofit program. Under this program, a 
community must predate the highway in question. Since the Timberlawn community postdates 
the original construction of 1-270, it is not eligible for a Type H barrier. And because the 
Timberlawn community does not quaUfy for a sound barrier, it would not be a prudent use of 
state resources to take noise-level measurements. We must therefore respectfully deny 
Mr. Bobys' request for such a study.

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On the second issue, there was no highway capacity improvement work to the east of Old 
Georgetown Road that would have resulted in an increase in the highway's vehicle capacity. 
There was some clearing of vegetation to facilitate a minor adjustment to the ramp to Old 
Georgetown Road and for stormwater management but, as a result of this work, the ramp is 
somewhat more shielded fiom the community by an earth slope and a concrete traffic barrier. 
The vegetation that was removed was replaced by reforestation and landscape plantings in the 
area to provide more of a buffer in the long term. We will take another look at this area to 
determine the success rate of these plantings and see if any additional plantings are possible to 
further expand the buffer.

Prior to the I-270 widening, we used to 
only be able to hear the I-270 traffic in the summer and see it in the winter when 
the leaves were off of the trees. We now have a clear view of I-270 in the middle 
of summer because they have taken out so many trees to expand the roadway. 

I want a current set of readings taken on my property next to my garage (where 
the last readings were taken) or from my deck where we sit. If those readings are 
taken on weekdays and still don't meet the legal requirements for a sound wall, I 
will be satisfied that the State is in compliance with its own and Federal laws. 

But to continue to poison my family and neighbors with noise and fumes based on 
readings done when a now vastly-depleted tree barrier was in place is not fair. 

I will fax a copy of this letter and Secretary Flanagan's September 3rd letter to 
Congressman VanHollen's office so that he is brought up to date on where we 
stand on this matter. 

Thanks for your continuing efforts on our behalf.

I met with +/- 25 homeowners of the Cloisters/Timberlawn community last 
evening.  This area is located along the northbound side of the 1-270 east 
spur.  Senator Frosh and Delegates Kopp and Goldwater were also in attendance. 

1 explained that this area does not qualify for a sound barrier because of the 
date of the homes (Type II) and that a barrier was not approved when the 
highway was widened because of only a 1-2 decibel change between no-build and 
build noise levels.  I also went over all of the other eligibility criteria 
for both program components.  Needless to say, they didn't accept any of the 
explanation.  They feel that if noise levels are above the impact threshold, 
then a barrier should be built regardless of when the homes were built. 

They also expressed concern that when a barrier is built on the opposite side 
of the highway that noise levels will increase in their community.  I 
discussed the use of absorptive treatment to reduce the chance of noise being 
reflected off of the barrier. 

The bottom line is that they feel they must influence a change in the policy. 
One person who lives along 1-495 where we built a barrier that was partly 
financed by the community indicated that the Department had promised that when 
the policy was revised it would be accomplished through the COMAR process to 
allow public comment.  I don't ever recall any discussion to this effect and 
asked him to send me any documentation that he might have. 

Senator Frosh indicated to them that the delegation would continue to work to 
try and find a way that a barrier could be approved and that they would write 
to you to request that new noise measurements be taken to determine if our 
modeling projections were accurate or underestimated.

This is in response to your July 13th letter to the U.S. Department of 
Transportation on behalf of your constituent, Mr. Neal Bobys, who resides at 10701 Lady 
Slipper Terrace in the Timberlawn Community of Rockville. According to the attached 
letter from Mr. Bobys, his concerns relate to noise levels associated with 1-270, which lies 
adjacent to his property. We appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 
Attached for your information is a response provided by Maryland State Highway 
Administrator Neil Pedersen to State Senator Brian E. Frosh dated June 14,2004 
regarding Mr. Bobys' situation. 

We have researched past documentation including the 1995 noise analysis 
completed by the Maryland State Highway Administration (MD SHA) for the 1-270 at 
MD 187 and 1-270 Spur at Democracy Boulevard project which proposed modification to 
the existing interchanges to address capacity and safety deficiencies. Construction of this 
project was completed in 2003. MD SHA's analysis and conclusions appear to be in 
accordance with policies that the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) had approved 
as being in conformance with FHWA regulations regarding Noise Abatement 
consideration (Title 23 CFR Part 772). 

Since the Timberlawn Community in which Mr. Bobys resides was constructed in 
1980's, it postdates the 1964 opening of the 1-270 East Spur and therefore, does not 
qualify under the Type II (retrofit) noise barrier program. 

We do understand the concern and frustration of many residents like Mr. Bobys, 
who have lived adjacent to Interstate highways for many years, while many noise 
contributing factors associated with these highways has steadily increased (including the 
traffic volume, volume of heavy trucks, and duration of high volume of vehicles using 
those roadways). MD SHA is currently considering modifications to their existing noise 
abatement policy. We have scheduled a meeting with MD SHA to discuss proposed 
modifications to their existing noise abatement policy and will include this situation in 
that discussion. We must point out that any future modifications to SHA noise abatement 
policy will only apply to future projects.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
improve this portion of the 1-270 East Spur that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

For the median widening improvement to the 1-270 East Spur adjacent to the Timberlawn 
community in the early 1990s, SHA performed an environmental analysis to determine if future noise 
levels would equal or exceed the 67-decibel impact threshold (in effect at that time) and would increase 
by at least five-decibels over the condition of not improving the highway, and, if so, whether those noise 
levels could be reduced for a reasonable cost.

I am in receipt of a copy of Neil Pederson's letter to you dated June 14, 2004, 
concerning my most-recent request for a sound barrier wall between my property 
located at 10701 Lady Slipper Terrace, Rockville, Maryland, and the greatly- 
expanded I-270 that is less than 100 feet from my property. 

At this point, I do not feel that diplomatic brown-nosing will get me anywhere, 
since it has not done so over the past decade. So I will get to the point. 

Mr. Pedersen's staff member who assembled the letter (which he undoubtedly 
never saw) on his behalf may be accurate in citing the applicable laws, but the 
fact of the matter is that the State of Maryland is in violation of Federal 
regulations when it comes to this matter. 

It was Charlie Adams who stood at a neighborhood meeting and told the 
assembled group that: 

1. A sound measuring device was put in my side yard near my house and facing 
I-270; 

2. T he measurements were in excess of the Federal noise limits; 

3. T he State's computer projections showed that the noise was not in excess of 
Federal limits; and, 

4. T he State would go by its computer projections rather than the actual 
readings, so we would not get a sound wall. 

Brian, since I moved into my house more than 22 years ago, I-270 has been 
expanded to more than double the size it was when I moved in. The noise is 
deafening, and the exhaust fumes are deadly on high pollution days.

You already are aware that I had been screwed for years on my property tax 
value offset amount due to my proximity to 1-270, a fact that came to light during 
my appeal that took place earlier this year. My house and three of my neighbors 
received a 5% offset, while every other house along 1-270 received a 10% offset. 

You are now aware that Mr. Adams told our assembled group of neighbors 
essentially that the State's computer projections are infallible and that the true 
noise levels don't matter. 

The increased noise and exhaust fumes are serious health hazards, but more 
importantly and in the interest of fairness to all Montgomery County residents, 
sound barrier walls have been constnfcted next to other neighborhoods that 
were created after I-270 was built.   " 

Please let me know if I need to get the Federal government involved in this 
matter on the basis of the health hazards that the State is promoting and 
condoning, or if we can handle it within our own domain. 

Thank you for your continued assistance in correcting this injustice to your 
constituents.

I met with +/- 25 homeowners of the Cloisters/Timberlawn community last 
evening.  This area is located along the northbound side of the 1-270 east 
spur.  Senator Frosh and Delegates Kopp and Goldwater were also in attendance. 

I explained that this area does not qualify for a sound barrier because of the 
date of the homes (Type II) and that a barrier was not approved when the 
highway was widened because of only a 1-2 decibel change between no-build and 
build noise levels.  I also went over all of the other eligibility criteria 
for both program components.  Needless to say, they didn't accept any of the 
explanation.  They feel that if noise levels are above the impact threshold, 
then a barrier should be built regardless of when the homes were built. 

They also expressed concern that when a barrier is built on the opposite side 
of the highway that noise levels will increase in their community.  I 
discussed the use of absorptive treatment to reduce the chance of noise being 
reflected off of the barrier. 

The bottom line is that they feel they must influence a change in the policy. 
One person who lives along 1-495 where we built a barrier that was partly 
financed by the community indicated that the Department had promised that when 
the policy was revised it would be accomplished through the COMAR process to 
allow public comment.  I don't ever recall any discussion to this effect and 
asked him to send me any documentation that he might have. 

Senator Frosh indicated to them that the delegation would continue to work to 
try and find a way that a barrier could be approved and that they would write 
to you to request that new noise measurements be taken to determine if our 
modeling projections were accurate or underestimated.

Thank you for your recent letter to Mr. Charles B. Adams, our Director of Environmental Design, 
on behalf of your constituent, Mr. Neal B. Bobys, who resides at 10701 Lady Slipper Terrace, Rockville 
in the Timberlawn community located in the northeast quadrant of the MD 187 (Old Georgetown 
Road)/I-270 East spur interchange in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to 
your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
improve this portion of the 1-270 East Spur that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

For the median widening improvement to the 1-270 East Spur adjacent to the Timberlawn 
community in the early 1990s, SHA performed an environmental analysis to determine if future noise 
levels would equal or exceed the 67-decibel impact threshold (in effect at tHat time) and would increase 
by at least five-decibels over the condition of not improving the highway, and, if so, whether those noise 
levels could be reduced for a reasonable cost. The results of the analysis determined that, in the design 
year 2010, the difference in the predicted noise levels between building the improvements and not 
building the improvements was two to three decibels. Since this difference was not five-decibels or 
greater, noise abatement was not recommended. 

The Timberlawn community was also analyzed in the March 1997 Finding of No Significant 
Impact 1-270 at MD 187 and 1-270 Spur at Democracy Boulevard for the construction of the new 
interchange at 1-270 and Rockledge Drive, in which the "no-build' condition consisted of the 6-lane 
divided highway. The cumulative effects analysis determined that the change in noise levels from 
building the improvements in design year 2020 would be approximately three decibels above the worst 
case noise levels for the original 4-lane highway and the condition of not building the improvements. The 
interchange construction project provided no through-capacity improvement for the 1-270 East Spur. 
Because there was no significant increase in predicted noise levels between the "build" and "no-build" 
conditions, noise abatement was not recommended.

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply-a 
community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound 
barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways 
that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. All of 
the following technical criteria must be met for a Type 11 barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted 
homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact 
threshold; and an effective barrier must be able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If 
these criteria are met, the county in which the community is located must have an ordinance that 
addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree 
to fund 20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Timberlawn community's eligibility for our 
Type 11 sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined that the majority of the 
homes of the Timberlawn community were constructed in the 1980s after the 1964 opening date of the 
1-270 East Spur. Based on this information, the Timberlawn community cannot be considered for a 
Type II sound barrier because it postdates the 1-270 East Spur.

Thank you for your recent letter to Mr. Charles B. Adams, our Director of Environmental Design, 
on behalf of your constituent, Mr. Neal B. Bobys, who resides at 10701 Lady Slipper Terrace, Rockville 
in the Timberlawn community located in the northeast quadrant of the MD 187 (Old Georgetown 
Road)/I-270 East spur interchange in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to 
your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
improve this portion of the 1-270 East Spur that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

For the median widening improvement to the 1-270 East Spur adjacent to the Timberlawn 
community in the early 1990s, SHA performed an environmental analysis to determine if future noise 
levels would equal or exceed the 67-decibel impact threshold (in effect at that time) and would increase 
by at least five-decibels over the condition of not improving the highway, and, if so, whether those noise 
levels could be reduced for a reasonable cost. The results of the analysis determined that, in the design 
year 2010, the difference in the predicted noise levels between building the improvements and not 
building the improvements was two to three decibels. Since this difference was not five-decibels or 
greater, noise abatement was not recommended. 

The Timberlawn community was also analyzed in the March 1997 Finding of No Significant 
Impact 1-270 at MD 187 and 1-270 Spur at Democracy Boulevard for the construction of the new 
interchange at 1-270 and Rockledge Drive, in which the "no-build' condition consisted of the 6-lane 
divided highway. The cumulative effects analysis determined that the change in noise levels from 
building the improvements in design year 2020 would be approximately three decibels above the worst 
case noise levels for the original 4-lane highway and the condition of not building the improvements. The 
interchange construction project provided no through-capacity improvement for the 1-270 East Spur. 
Because there was no significant increase in predicted noise levels between the "build" and "no-build" 
conditions, noise abatement was not recommended.

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply-a 
community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound 
barrier program. The intent of the Type n program is to address areas of noise impact along highways 
that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. All of 
the following technical criteria must be met for a Type 11 barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted 
homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact 
threshold; and an effective barrier must be able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If 
these criteria are met, the county in which the community is located must have an ordinance that 
addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree 
to fund 20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Timberlawn community's eligibility for our 
Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined that the majority of the 
homes of the Timberlawn community were constructed in the 1980s after the 1964 opening date of the 
1-270 East Spur. Based on this information, the Timberlawn community cannot be considered for a 
Type II sound barrier because it postdates the 1-270 East Spur.

This is a follow-up to the December 6 letter, to you, from State Highway Administration (SHA) 
District Engineer Gregory Welker. You had written to Mr. Welker regarding the sound barrier along 
northbound 1-97, which ends by the home of Ms. Linda Eisenhardt, who lives at 2 Broadway Avenue in 
Glen Bumie. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

Our original intention was for the barrier to extend beyond Ms. Eisenhardt's home. When the 
sound barrier along 1-97 was redesigned to accommodate changes to the I-97/MD 648 interchange and the 
retaining wall near Ms. Eisenhardt's home, this portion of the barrier was omitted. When the omission 
was discovered, SHA asked its contractor to price the additional work. Unfortunately, the price we 
received from the contractor was completely unacceptable to SHA. 

The SHA regrets this situation and has apologized to Ms. Eisenhardt. Our Office of 
Environmental Design has begun the engineering work on the barrier extension, on a schedule that would 
allow construction to begin within the next 12 to 18 months. A member of our Noise Abatement Team 
will let Ms. Eisenhardt know when the plans and specifications are ready to be put out for bids.

Thank you for your letter on behalf of your constituent, Mr. E. Adams Tillett, Jr., of 5909 
Medora Road, Linthicum Heights, regarding a sound barrier to protect his home in the 
Crestwood community along eastbound 1-695 in Anne Arundel County. I appreciate the 
opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

In 1990, the State Highway Administration (SHA) constructed a Type II sound barrier for 
the Crestwood community that runs adjacent to the ramp from northbound Baltimore- 
Washington Parkway (MD 295) from Chestnut Oak Lane along MD 295 up and along the ramp 
and down 1-695 to approximately the end of Fountain Drive. The existing sound barrier, as 
originally designed, was intended to go farther along 1-695 and would have protected 
Mr. Tillett's home. Our records indicate that, in order to construct the sound barrier as originally 
designed, a portion of one or more properties would have to have been donated. However, the 
homeowners of 401 Viewing Avenue and 5901 and 5903 Medora Road did not wish to have the 
sound barrier at their respective properties and signed letters to that effect. Therefore, the barrier 
was ended at its present location. I have enclosed copies of two of those letters, for 5901 and 
5903 Medora Road. 

Once homeowners indicate that they do not wish to have a sound barrier adjacent to part 
of or all of their property or do not wish to donate the required right-of-way or easement, our 
policy is that we will not, at a later date, reconsider a sound barrier for that portion of the 
community that rejected the original sound barrier design. Therefore, we must respectfully 
decline your request to perform a new noise study for the few homes along Medora Road that 
predate 1-695. 

The SHA has also evaluated the Twin Oaks community, immediately to the south of the 
Crestwood community along eastbound 1-695, to determine its eligibility for a Type II sound 
barrier. Our evaluation determined that the majority of homes in the Twin Oaks community, 
beginning at Linthicum Lane and including the homes on Oak Twin Court and Elm Twin Court 
and adjacent to 1-695, were constructed between 1969 and 2000, after the 1962 opening of 1-695. 
Based on this information, under SHA policy the Twin Oaks community cannot be considered 
for a Type II sound barrier, because it postdates 1-695.

Medora Road on 11-11-2003 and found it quite noisy; while he would like the State to explore 
the creation of a sound barrier to protect Mr. Tillett and his neighbors, he indicates that he is 
aware of the cost implications for a Type II barrier; he requests SHA to perform a noise level 
study to determine the current noise levels; he would also like SHA to revisit the homeowners 
who turned down having the proposed sound barrier adjacent to their properties and determine if 
they may have changed their minds regarding a sound barrier adjacent to their homes. 

Also, Del. Sophocleus, in his 11-16-2003 letter to Mr. Adams, states and requests: "In my 
travels around the extensive highway system in my district (32) and beyond, I see more and more 
"walls" (sound barriers) going up in the most unusual areas; no homes to be seen but there is a 
wall. Therefore, I believe a more aggressive approach is in order to address the Crestwood 
Community's problem which is many homes, but limited protection given by the State.

I have received a copy of your November 12, 2003 letter to Mr. E. Adams Tillett, Jr., regarding 
the sound barrier extension along 1-695 near the Crestwood community. I thank you for your follow-up 
on this concern, which has spanned more than two years. 

On Tuesday, November 11, 2003, I had the opportunity of visiting Mr. Tillett at his house on 
Medora Road, as a follow-up to your October 29, 2003 letter. During our conversation, Mr. Tillett shared 
with me his on-going concerns regarding the noise that impacts his family and neighbors along Medora 
Road. Having heard the noise created from the beltway traffic myself, I have to agree that the noise is 
loud and very disturbing and should be addressed by the State Highway Administration. 

As you know, the present sound barrier ends at a point where it joins the northern side of a hill 
along 1-695 near the Crestwood community. While I would like the state to explore the creation of an 
additional sound barrier to avoid contending with the rise of the hill and impeding with other properties, 
beginning on the south side of the hill that is adjacent to Mr. Tillett's property, I understand there are cost 
implications for a Type II sound barrier. 

I agree with your statement regarding the need for the barrier to be sufficient in size so that noise 
cannot go above the barrier or around the ends of it, as it should be. However, Mr. Tillett and his 
neighbors should not suffer from the fact that such a barrier would require including part of the 
neighboring Twin Oaks community, where the majority of homes were constructed after the opening of I- 
695 and do not qualify for approval according to the Type II program criteria. 

I would like for the State Highway Administration to determine the decibel level from the noise 
that is impacting Mr. Tillett and his neighbors. Additionally, I would like to know the cost of 
constructing a sound barrier further south, beginning from the south side of the hill adjacent to Mr. 
Tillett's property to a point where it would be sufficient enough to resolve his immediate community's 
highway noise concerns. 

Moreover, given that it has been nearly 15 years since the State Highway Administration 
contacted the owners of 5901 and 5903 Medora Road, it may be worth following-up to determine whether 
those owners would now accept a sound barrier, especially since highway noise has increased 
substantially since 1989. Should this be the case, additional studies would not be necessary. However, I 
believe it is still necessary that we proceed in the likelihood that the owners maintain the same position as 
they did 15 years ago.

Thank you for your letter requesting that the State Highway Administration reconsider its 
decision whether a sound barrier could be built for the Shiloh Middle School as part of the 
MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project. I appreciate the opportunity to provide the following 
information. 

When the noise impact analysis for the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project was 
performed, it was determined that the portion of the school property that will be adjacent to the 
highway consists of active recreation areas, i.e., ball fields. State Highway Administration 
(SHA) policy does not provide for noise mitigation for recreation fields. This determination is 
consistent with our practice in similar situations. Howard High School, along MD 100 in 
Howard County, is an example. 

As part of SHA's coordination with the Shiloh Middle School, our staff spoke with the 
school's principal, who agreed with our assessment about noise sensitivity. In March 2003, Mr. 
Steven C. Horn, Carroll County's Director of Planning, wrote to State Highway Administration 
Administrator Neil J. Pedersen to request that SHA continue to consider a sound barrier. In his 
April 2003 response to Mr. Horn, Mr. Pedersen reiterated that the area did not qualify for a 
sound barrier, but that SHA would explore alternatives, other than a chain-link fence, that could 
provide some screening. Copies of these letters are enclosed for your mformation. 

Two possible options for screening alternatives are a solid wall, in the eight-foot height 
range, or a wrought iron-type of fence with heavy landscaping to provide a visual buffer. We 
expect the cost estimate for the overall project to be sufficient to accommodate either of these 
options. 

Because the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project will be constructed under a design-build 
contract, the actual solution will be determined after the contract has been awarded. The SHA 
design team is aware of the issue and will develop information to guide the design-build team 
and the contractor will be directed to involve representatives of Carroll County Public Schools in 
the development of any solution.

It is my understanding that the Environmental Assessment for the above referenced 
project evaluated noise impacts from the planned roadway and determined that a substantial 
increase in noise levels would occur at Shiloh Middle School (Receptor 11). Mitigation was 
considered warranted.  However, the school principal, Mr. Thomas Hill, determined that there 
are no outdoor noise sensitive uses at the school. Subsequently, Darrell Davidson, from this 
Department, wrote to Mary Deitz on February 5, 2003, encouraging the SHA to reconsider its 
plans for a noise barrier in the vicinity of the middle school (see attached letter). 

While the principal's letter reflects his personal opinion, it does not reflect the opinion 
of County Government or Carroll County Public Schools.  The County supports the 
information and opinions contained in Mr. Davidson's memo of February 5, 2003, and urges 
SHA to keep the option for a noise barrier open as design of the Hampstead Bypass proceeds. 
Please contact Raymond Prokop, Director of Facilities, Carroll County Public Schools, for a 
final recommendation from that agency on the noise barrier issue. 

As you know, the Hampstead Bypass project remains Carroll County's top priority with 
SHA.

Thank you for your recent letter regarding a noise barrier along the MD 30 at the Shiloh 
Middle School. Your continued coordination on this project is appreciated. 

The Shiloh Middle School was analyzed as part of the overall environmental assessment 
of the MD 30 Hampstead Bypass project. It was determined that no noise-sensitive exterior uses 
exist on the grounds adjacent to the proposed highway facility. The Federal Highway 
Administration (FHWA) regulations regarding the analysis and abatement of highway traffic 
noise stipulate that, in the absence of exterior uses, consideration of interior noise levels should 
be given. The environmental assessment documented that the school is air-conditioned and that, 
under typical conditions, its windows would be closed. Under these conditions, and assuming a 
typical 25-decibel reduction in noise when one moves from the exterior to the interior of the 
structure (based on FHWA research and guidance), noise levels inside the closest rooms to the 
highway would be well below FHWA's interior criterion of 52 decibels. 

The County has also raised safety and security issues. In response to those concerns, the 
State Highway Administration will explore screening alternatives beyond the standard chain-link 
fencing that is normally used for right-of-way security.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent inquiry to Mr. David J. Malkowski, State 
Highway Administration (SHA) Metropolitan District Engineer, on behalf of your constituent, 
Mr. David Lycett, of 121 Arbutus Avenue, Catonsville, regarding a sound barrier for the Eden 
Terrace community, along the inner loop of 1-695 between Frederick Road and Edmondson 
Avenue, in Baltimore County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide the following information. 

In August 1999, SHA announced that three areas adjacent to 1-695 in the Catonsville area 
were eligible for sound barriers: 

• Catonsville Heights/Edmondson Ridge (outer loop) - between Baltimore National Pike 
(US40) and the Edmondson Avenue/I-695 interchange; 

• Dunmoore Estates/Eden Terrace (inner loop) - between the 1-695 interchanges at 
Edmondson Avenue and Frederick Road (MD 144); and 

• Sylvan Hills/Catonsville Knolls, West Kenwood Avenue (inner and outer loop) - just 
north of the I-695/Wilkens Avenue interchange. 

The SHA is constructing an additional lane along the outer loop of 1-695 from south of 
Frederick Road to the 1-95 interchange; this project includes sound barriers for the Sylvan 
Hills/Catonsville Knolls and West Kenwood Avenue areas. This widening project began in 
Summer 2001 and it is anticipated that the work will be completed in Spring 2005, weather 
permitting. 

The sound barriers for the other two areas, Catonsville Heights/Edmondson Ridge and 
Dunmoore Estates/Eden Terrace, must be constructed on retaining walls that need to be designed 
with the highway improvements for those areas. The sound barriers for these communities will 
be included with the future widening of 1-695, which has not yet been funded.

Recently, SHA initiated the design phase of a new project to widen the outer loop of 
1-695 beginning north of Ingleside Avenue to just south of the I-695/Frederick Road interchange. 
Sound barriers (extension of existing barriers and some relocation of existing barriers) will be 
included for the outer loop only with this project, which has only been funded for design and not 
construction. The community included in this area is Catonsville Heights. A similar project for 
the inner loop of 1-695 between the same two points is also under development, but is not yet 
funded for either design or construction. This area includes Eden Terrace. 

Mr. Lycett indicated that a sound barrier is under construction along westbound 1-70 
beginning at the I-70/US 29 interchange and ends at St. Johns Lane. This sound barrier protects 
the homes in the Orchards, Skyview and Brinkleigh communities adjacent to 1-70 between 
US 29 and St. Johns Lane. This sound barrier is a Type II, or retrofit, barrier constructed for the 
named communities where a majority of the homes existed before 1-70 was built in 1969.

Thank you for your letter to State Highway Administration (SHA) District Engineer David J. 
Malkowski on behalf of the Rockland Homeowners Association, whose homes are located along the inner 
loop of 1-695 between Grasty Road and Falls Road in Baltimore County. I appreciate the opportunity to 
respond to the association's concerns about sound barriers along 1-695 near this community. 

There are two sound barriers along the inner loop of 1-695 between Greenspring Avenue and 
Falls Road. The first one begins at Greenspring Avenue and ends approximately 930 feet east of Grasty 
Road. This barrier protects the homes along Greenlea Drive and Grasty Road. There is approximately 
490 feet of open space along the highway before the second barrier begins. This second barrier protects 
homes and properties in the Rockland area closest to the highway and to the west of Falls Road. 

The residents on Stone Mill Road and Still Forest Road are not protected by these barriers, 
however. We have been in contact with the community representative, Ms. Joan Palmer, and we have 
agreed to review these areas to see whether they qualify for noise abatement. This analysis, which will 
begin in November, will look at the impact of the most recent highway improvements on the homes 
which predate the 1991 approval of those improvements. Based upon our records, the homes in the 
Rockland community were built between 1979 and 1990, with the majority having been built in the early 
1980s. To meet the technical requirements for a barrier, these homes will have to meet one of the 
following sets of criteria: 

1) highway noise levels must reach a minimum of 66 decibels, with an increase of at least 
three decibels in the design year (2010) over noise levels anticipated if the highway were not 
improved. 

2) highway traffic noise levels in the design year (2010) are predicted to have increased by 
10 decibels or more over present noise levels. 

3) highway noise levels must reach a minimum of 72 decibels, with an increase of at least 
one decibel in the design year (2010) over noise levels anticipated if the highway were not 
improved. 

If any one of these sets of conditions is met, we will then determine whether we can reduce the 
excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. The three-decibel threshold described in the first scenario was 
established because the human ear only begins to discern a change in noise levels if the change is between 
three and five decibels.

This letter is a follow-up to the recent e-mail message from your constituent, Mr. 
Bernard J. Stangle, that you forwarded to me, requesting that measurements of highway 
traffic noise be taken in the Wheatfields community. This area is adjacent to northbound 
MD 100 and south of Long Gate Parkway. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to you 
about this community. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in 
two circumstances, designated as "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers 
are considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being 
expanded. At this time, we have no plans for additional improvements to this portion of 
MD 100 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do 
not apply-a community that predates the original highway may be considered for our 
"Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to 
address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. All of the following 
technical criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved: the majority of 
impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and an effective barrier must be able to be built for $50,000 
or less per benefited home. If these criteria are met, the county in which the community is 
located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new 
residential development, and the county must agree to fund 20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The development history of MD 100 in the area near the Wheatfields dates back as 
far as 1986, with the initiation of planning studies. Over the course of the next three years, 
SHA conducted environmental studies and public workshops and hearings related to the 
project, culminating with the approval of the Final Environmental Impact Statement in mid 
1989. In 1989, when the section of Wheatfields that is situated along the ramp to Long 
Gate Parkway was ultimately built, the plans for MD 100 were well known and 
represented on the Howard County Master Plan.

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Although this community does not meet the qualifying date to be considered for a 
sound barrier, SHA has worked with Howard County in the past to provide some relief for 
these residents.*' The result was an earthen berm, built from dirt that was excavated for the 
MD 100 interchange with US 29 (as part of the project to construct MD 100 eastward to 
MD 104 in 1994). This berm was built in response to a specific request from the 
Wheatfields community. The privacy fence along the top of the berm, which protects 
some Wheatfields residences, was included in the contract and funded by Howard County. 
It was not possible to extend the berm to the east, to cover Autumn Harvest Court, as a 
result of right-of-way constraints and adverse impacts to wetlands and stream floodplains. 

The combination earthen berm and sound barrier that was constructed along MD 
100 for the Brampton Hills community, just south and east of the Autumn Harvest Court 
area, was affected by the same constraints as the berm for Wheatfields. The termination 
points of the berm and the barrier were designed to protect areas of noise impact in 
Brampton Hills. The two earthen berms were not connected for several reasons. First, it 
was determined that the Autumn Harvest Court area, between the berms, did not 
experience the minimum level of highway noise to be considered for noise abatement. 
Noise levels were measured during the evening peak period in Fall 1997. Testing sites 
were located on the rear deck at 8778 Autumn Harvest Court and in the backyard of 8782 
Autumn Harvest Court. The average noise level was found to be 57 to 58 decibels, 
confirming that the Autumn Harvest Court residences were not impacted by highway 
noise, as defined in our policy. 

In July 2003, a study was conducted to assess the effects of minor lane adjustments 
proposed for the ramps to and from the US 29 interchange at MD 100. This study included 
testing of existing noise levels at two locations and comparative predictions of the 
anticipated increase in noise associated with the minor lane adjustments. The results 
showed a maximum increase in noise of 1 decibel and further showed that neither existing 
nor future noise would reach or exceed our 66-decibel impact threshold. Additionally, the 
newer housing, which has been constructed more recently in the area between Autumn 
Harvest Court and MD 100, likely helps to shield some of the homes on Autumn Harvest 
Court. These newer homes, closer to MD 100 than those on Autumn Harvest Court, would 
not be eligible for noise abatement because they do not predate the approval of the 
highway. Overall, the results of this study demonstrate that the earth berm, along the Long 
Gate Parkway ramp from westbound MD 100, provides some noise protection for the 
residences in the area. Given the history of this area and the knowledge that it does not 
meet the criteria for consideration for a sound barrier, the expense of taking additional 
noise measurements is not warranted. And, even if cost were not a factor, we would not 
want to raise hopes, by conducting a study, which we would not be able to fulfill.

A five-year transportation plan working its way through Congress includes 
funding for revitalizing Route 1 in Howard County and for widening a 
portion of Route 29. 

The Transportation Equity Act, a blueprint for surface transportation 
projects for the next five years, has been approved by both the Senate 
and the House. 

Differences between the two bills remain to be worked out, but both 
versions include projects prized by Howard County transportation 
planners, including: 

* $11 million to widen a two-mile stretch of Route 29 beginning at Route 
32 and extending south; 

* $1 million for safety, pedestrian-access and other minor improvements 
to Route 1 in Howard County, part of the county's long-running effort to 
revitalize that road; 

* $2 million for improvements to Route 32 between Route 108 and 
Interstate 70. 

"Certainly all of these are priorities to us," said Carl Balsar, chief of 
transportation planning for Howard County. Federal funding for the 
projects, he said, "is a reflection of the priority of these projects." 

Victoria Goodman, spokeswoman for County Executive Jim Robey, said 
the $1 million for Route 1 was "more than we were expecting. We're very 
pleased." 

A spokeswoman for U.S. Rep. Elijah Cummings, the Democrat whose 
district includes most of Howard County, said a conference committee will 
be appointed soon to work out the differences between the Senate bill, 
which includes $318 billion in projects, and the House bill, which includes 
$275 billion in projects.

State legislators defer passage of marrow bill 

A bill to lower the age at which.Marylanders can donate bone marrow, 
championed by four Oakland Mills High School juniors, has died for the 

ISMi    year. 

Following a hearing before the Maryland General Assembly's House Health 
and Government Operations Committee last month, at which the four 
girls testified, panel members decided the bill needed more work and 
referred it to summer study. 

That means the issue will be studied by lawmakers over the summer and, 
perhaps, brought back for reconsideration next year. 

Del. Liz Bobo, the Columbia Democrat who sponsored the bill after being 
approached by the Oakland Mills students, said she was disappointed but 
not surprised by the bill's fate. 

"I would much prefer it had passed on the first time," she said. 

Bobo said she planned to meet with the students within the next few 
months to talk about the issue and reintroduce a version of the bill next 
year. 

She also said she had talked to Del. John Hurson of Montgomery County, 
chairman of the operations committee, who agreed to consult with the 
girls while studying the bill. 

The bill would have lowered from 18 to 16 the age at which Maryland 
residents can donate bone marrow. 

Bone marrow transplants are used to treat victims of leukemia and other 
blood disorders, and a shortage of donors _ especially among minorities _ 
has made it hard for many potential recipients to get transplants. 

Oakland Mills students Charisse Carpenter, Monica Holloway, Kimberly 
Sealey and Jade Vaughn adopted lowering the state age as a pet project 
after reading a magazine article on the subject in school. 

After the four testified at the committee hearing March 10, lawmakers 
praised their dedication to such a serious cause. 

However, the bill was opposed by the Minnesota-based National Marrow 
Donor Program, which considers 18 years the "appropriate standard" for 
most medical treatments and research programs. Lowering the age would 
put minors at risk and raise liability issues, according to a report prepared 
for the marrow donor program. 

Oakland Mills teacher Joslyn Wolfe, who brought the issue to the girls'

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attention, said the four were not discouraged by the bill's failure. 

"They were realistic about the whole process," said Wolfe. "They kept in 
mind that it may not pass this year." 

She said the girls were pleased that the issue is now on the state's 
agenda. 

"They feel a sense of accomplishment about that," said Wolfe. "They 
know now how to effect change/' 

She said the four girls have been invited to a U.S. Senate hearing on a 
bill directing the government to cover bone marrow donors' expenses.

Statistics show increase in violent crimes in 2003 

Howard County police released crime statistics this week that showed 
crime dropped about 3 percent in the county during 2003 compared to 
2002. 

While crime was down overall, some types tracked in the report _ 
particularly violent crime _ saw an increase. 

According to the report, the number of violent crimes rose from 458 in 
2002 to 541 in 2003. Police define violent crimes as homicide, rape, 
robbery and aggravated assault. 

The report also showed an increase in rapes, from 37 in 2002 to 44 in 
2003. Robberies also rose, from 212 in 2002 to 222 in 2003. The number 
of homicides remained the same at seven. 

Aggravated assaults in the county showed the most significant increase, 
from 202 in 2002 to 268 in 2003. Police define an aggravated assault as 
an attack that is intended to inflict injury. 

Howard County Police Department spokeswoman Sherry Llewellyn said

that the 2003 figures were consistent with crime statistics between 1999 
and 2001. In 2002, the county experienced an unexplained and dramatic 
drop, according to Llewellyn.        j 

"We think these factors give the impression that there was a dramatic 
increase," she said. 

Llewellyn said officials saw fewer aggravated assaults involving guns and 
more committed with knives and other types of dangerous weapons. 

Assaults against police officers rose 12 percent in 2003 to 124 incidents. 

According to the report, property crimes in 2003 dropped to 6,959 
crimes, from 7,326 in 2002. 

It was the first time in five years that property crimes dropped below 
7,000, Llewellyn said. 

Burglaries dropped from 1,293 in 2002 to 1,157 in 2003 and thefts 
dipped from 5,422 in 2002 to 5,122 in 2003, the report showed. 

Among property crimes, only vehicle thefts rose in 2003. They were up 
from 611 in 2002 to 680.

Thank you for your letter to Transportation Secretary Robert L. Flanagan regarding a 
sound barrier for the Dalton community along northbound US 29, from Diamondback Drive to 
the US 29/MD 108 interchange, in Howard County. Secretary Flanagan received your e-mail 
and asked me to respond to you on his behalf. I apologize for the delay in replying to you. 

First, I would like to clarify the status of our sound barrier analysis for the Dalton 
community. The challenge presented by a sound barrier at this location is one of 
constructability. We are studying the area to see if an effective barrier can be built that does not 
infringe on the 100-year floodplain that crosses US 29 at this location. We expect to be able to 
share the results of our analysis with you by the end of this month. 

In addition, some clarification is in order regarding the locations of other barriers 
described in the Columbia Flier article of October 30. In order to make the best use of limited 
funds, the State Highway Administration (SHA) may combine two or more smaller construction 
efforts, in separate locations, into one project. When we develop project descriptions, we 
typically specify "project limits" that encompass all of the proposed work. The Flier described 
several proposed sound barrier projects that will be constructed in Howard County. However, 
the description of the project, as along "Route 29 south of Broken Land Parkway to 
Diamondback Drive," led some readers to believe that sound barriers will be built continuously 
between these two roadways. Rather, the project will consist of three distinct barriers, for three 
communities in which homes predate the dualization of US 29: Atholton Manor, Allview 
Estates, and Guilford Downs. The barrier for Atholton Manor will run along southbound US 29, 
from the ramp from eastbound Broken Land Parkway to just south of Tanager Lane. The barrier 
for Allview Estates, along northbound US 29, will run from Seneca Drive to south of the ramp to 
eastbound Broken Land Parkway. The third barrier, for the Guilford Downs community, also 
along northbound US 29, will begin at the ramp from westbound MD 175 to northbound US 29 
and end just short of Diamondback Drive. There will be no sound barriers on US 29 between 
Broken Land Parkway and MD 175. We regret any confusion that may have arisen about the 
locations at which barriers are planned.

The description of the widening and resurfacing project along US 29, between MD 99 
and MD 100, would also benefit from some clarification. The project limits are as described, 
with MD 99 as the northern limit and MD 100 as the southern limit. As part of this overall 
project, two sections of sound barrier will be built along southbound US 29. The first section 
willbegin just south of Frederick Road and end along the ramp from southbound US 29 to 
St. John's Lane and Montgomery Road (MD 103). The second barrier, which will be built along 
southbound US 29, will begin just south of MD 103 and continue to south of Keenan Drive. 
These two barriers are the only ones being constructed along US 29 between MD 99 and 
MD 100. Again, we apologize for any confusion that may have resulted from the newspaper 
article.

Thank you for your letter of October 8 concerning the status of studies for the erection of a sound 
barrier on Route 29 from Diamondback Drive to the south entrance to Route 108 East. 

An article in the Columbia Flier of October 30 outlining future road projects indicates that plans 
have already been approved to erect a sound barrier from south of Broken Land Parkway to 
Diamondback Drive. The distance between Diamondback Drive and 108 East is, according to my 
odometer, exactly two-tenths of a mile.

Thank you for your letter regarding improvements on MD 650 (New Hampshire Avenue) 
and MD 212 (Riggs Road). We appreciate the opportunity to assist with this matter. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) reduced the number of lanes on MD 500 
(Queens Chapel Road) from three lanes to two lanes in each direction. This was possible as a 
result of the low Average Annual Daily Traffic (AADT) volume. Two lanes would be sufficient 
to accommodate these volumes, which is not possible with MD 650. Based on 2003 data, 
MD 650 west of US 29, the AADT is over twice the volume of MD 500. As you move closer to 
the beltway, traffic is three times the volume of MD 500. Any kind of lane reduction would 
result in major traffic congestion. There is simply too much traffic to reduce the number of lanes 
on MD 650. In fact, there is a project to add a lane along northbound MD 650 from Powder Mill 
Road to US 29 by Summer 2006. This is needed as a result of the expansion of the Federal Drug 
Administration in the White Oak area. Several bus stops will be relocated or abolished along 
this corridor. Between Chalmers Road and Lockwood Drive, all bus stops will be relocated to 
signalized intersections. A connection to the north toward Lockwood Drive from the firehouse 
will be via an 8 foot wide bike path. An on street bike lane along MD 650 is proposed between 
the right most travel lane and the curb as well.

With regard to a request for traffic signals along MD 212 (Riggs Road), SHA follows the 
nationally accepted Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) as a guideline for 
when and where various traffic control devices should be installed. These guidelines are 
nationwide in scope and are promulgated by the Federal Highway Administration. The 
application of these guidelines is not without considerable and deliberate forethought with the 
primary reason being safety. As a highway operating agency, SHA assumes an obligation to 
follow these guidelines. As part of the signal warrant analysis, numerous factors such as traffic 
volumes, delay for vehicles exiting the side roads during peak hours, accident history, prevailing 
speeds, sight distances and pedestrian activity are evaluated. Signals to control speeding, as you 
suggested, would cause vehicles to stop unnecessarily and create additional delay, noise and 
pollution through this section of Riggs Road. We would suggest contacting the local police 
authorities for periodic selective speed enforcement of the 30 mph speed limit. Upon recent 
review of this section of Riggs Road, we observed that some speed limit signs were missing. We 
will make the necessary arrangements with our maintenance shop to place additional 30 mph 
speed limit signs along this section of Riggs Road. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. While 
we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-495 (the Capital Beltway) that would warrant a 
Type I sound barrier evaluation, SHA is considering various transportation capacity 
improvements for the entire 1-495 corridor. As we come closer to narrowing the various 
proposals, we will also analyze the environmental impacts for each proposal, including highway 
traffic noise level impacts. Ms. Sue Rajan, of SHA's Office of Planning and Preliminary 
Engineering, may be able to offer you additional information on this subject. She may be 
reached at 410-545-8514 or, by email, at srajan@sha.state.md.us. She will be pleased to assist 
you. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-a community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or 
"retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the 
highway development process. All of the following technical criteria must be met for a Type II 
barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise 
levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and an effective barrier must be 
able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If these criteria are met, the county in 
which the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway 
traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree to fund 20 percent of the 
barrier cost.

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A sound barrier already exists along eastbound 1-495 beginning along the ramp from 
New Hampshire Avenue (MD 650) to eastbound 1-495 and ends at the Riggs Road (MD 212) 
overpass. The community adjacent to 1-495 just east of Riggs Road (MD 212) is White Oak 
Manor. SHA has evaluated the White Oak Manor community's eligibility for our Type II sound 
barrier program as outlined above. Our research determined that the portion of the White Oak 
Manor community from Riggs Road to just east of the cul-de-sac at the end of Lackawanna 
Street meets the technical criteria for a Type II sound barrier as outlined above. Prince George's 
County needs to agree to fund 20 percent of the estimated cost of the sound barrier before the 
State can identify funding for the design and construction of the barrier. Currently, all of the 
sound barrier funds in our capital program have been committed through 2009. 

The State Highway Administration also evaluated the portion of the White Oak Manor 
community east of the Lackawanna Street cul-de-sac along the ramp to the Park and Ride 
facility. The majority of these homes were built in the mid-1990s after the 1964 opening of I- 
495 (Capital Beltway). Therefore, this portion of the White Oak Manor community can not be 
considered for a Type II sound barrier because it postdates 1-495.

The SHA has evaluated the communities along southbound 1-95, south of MD 216 (the Forest, 
Cardinal Forest, and Dumhart Road communities) for a Type II sound barrier as outlined above. Based 
on our evaluation, we have determined that the homes in the Forest and Cardinal Forest communities 
include the homes adjacent to Doves Fly Way, Cardinal Forest Circle, Yellow Bird Court, Hummingbird 
Court, Cardinal Court, Herons Flight, Bluebird Trace, and a portion of Stansfield Road, and that these 
homes were constructed between 1980 and 1992. Because these homes were constructed after the 1971 
opening of 1-95 between 1-695 and 1-495, the Forest and Cardinal Forest communities cannot be 
considered for a Type II sound barrier Were we to conduct a complete noise evaluation for the Forest and 
Cardinal Forest communities, we would raise expectations that could not be met. 

During our research of the Forest and Cardinal Forest communities, we also determined that a 
number of the homes along Dumhart Road do meet the date criterion for our Type II sound barrier 
program. We are therefore willing to evaluate these homes to determine if all of the other eligibility 
criteria are met. Because of the time and cost involved in such an analysis, we will first determine 
whether there is sufficient community support to proceed. We do this by determining whether at least 75 
percent of the pre-dating homeowners, who are most likely to be impacted by highway traffic noise, 
would like us to conduct this study. An introductory letter with a printed, postage-pre-paid ballot will be 
sent to the homeowners, on which they can vote "yes" or "no" for a study. These homeowners would 
then return their signed ballots to SHA. If we receive 75 percent concurrence from the pre-dating 
homeowners to move forward with a noise study of the Dumhart Road community, the analysis would be 
conducted in four parts. These are: 

1. The noise study, during which noise measurements will be taken. We would anticipate being 
able to provide results of the noise study by the end of August 2004. If minimum noise criteria 
are met, we would progress to the next three stages, in order. 

2. Computer noise modeling. During this stage, we would use the data from the noise study to 
"build" and calibrate a noise model. 

3. Barrier modeling, in which we would perform analyses with the noise model to determine the 
most efficient and cost-effective barrier design. 
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4.    The construction estimate and feasibility analysis, in which we would investigate whether a 
barrier can be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home, with environmental constraints and 
with minimal utility impacts. If it is determined that the Dumhart Road community is impacted 
by highway traffic noise levels of 66 decibels or higher, we would anticipate being able to 
provide the results of the feasibility study in Spring 2005. 

With that said, we would also share that, given the current fiscal challenges facing the State, 
should the results of this barrier analysis indicate that an effective sound barrier could be built for a 
reasonable cost for the Dumhart Road community, we do not anticipate that any state funds would be 
available for any new Type II sound barriers through FY 2009. When funding for Type II sound barriers 
becomes available, Howard County would need to agree to fund 20 percent of the cost of a barrier for the 
Dumhart Road community, as indicated above, before the State could consider construction funds for 
such a barrier in its Consolidated Transportation Program.

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The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Linthicum Hills community's 
eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined 
that the majority of the homes in the community were built in the mid-1980s after the 1954 
opening of MD 295 and the 1962 opening of 1-695. Based on this information, the Linthicum 
Hills community cannot be considered for a Type II sound barrier.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent inquiry to Mr. Charles B. Adams, the State 
Highway Administration's (SHA) Director of Environmental Design, regarding the extension of 
the existing sound barrier for the southern portion of the Crestwood community adjacent to the 
outer loop of 1-695 between the I-695/MD 295 interchange and ending approximately at 
Linthicum Lane in Anne Arundel County. The area of interest is for several homes on Medora 
Avenue. It is my pleasure to respond to your questions. 

Specifically, when you met recently with Mr. Adams, you asked that SHA contact the 
leadership of the Crestwood Improvement Association to determine if they were aware of the 
issue and were in support of the residents' request. That contact was made, and the response 
from the association president, Mr. Barry J. Catterton (coincidentally, an SHA employee), was 
that the Medora Avenue area is well outside the area represented by the association and that the 
association had not received any inquiries about supporting a request to extend the existing 
sound barrier. 

You also requested an estimated cost to extend the existing sound barrier. An extension 
would need to be approximately 700 feet in length and would cost between $600,000 and 
$700,000. As we have indicated in previous correspondence on this subject, three property 
owners had previously signed statements that they did not wish to have a barrier extend across 
their respective properties. Based on our records, the properties in question are still owned by 
these individuals. Additionally, at this time there is no funding for any new Type II (retrofit) 
sound barriers in our Consolidated Transportation Program through FY 2009.

Thank you for your letter regarding the Crestwood community along eastbound 1-695 in 
Anne Arundel County, in which you copied your constituent, Mr. E. Adams Tillett, Jr. Mr. 
Tillett has written to the State Highway Administration (SHA) before, seeking a sound barrier 
for his home at 5909 Medora Road in Linthicum Heights. I appreciate the opportunity to 
respond to your inquiry. 

In 1990, the State Highway Administration (SHA) constructed a Type II sound barrier for 
the Crestwood community that runs adjacent to the ramp from northbound Baltimore- 
Washington Parkway (MD 295) from Chestnut Oak Lane along MD 295 up and along the ramp 
and down 1-695 to approximately the end of Fountain Drive. The existing sound barrier, as 
originally designed, was intended to go farther along 1-695 and would have protected 
Mr. Tillett's home. Our records indicate that, in order to construct the sound barrier as originally 
designed, a portion of one or more properties would have to have been donated. However, the 
homeowners of 401 Viewing Avenue and 5901 and 5903 Medora Road did not wish to have the 
sound barrier at their respective properties and signed letters to that effect. Therefore, the barrier 
was ended at its present location. I have enclosed copies of two of those letters, for 5901 and 
5903 Medora Road. 

Once homeowners indicate that they do not wish to have a sound barrier adjacent to part 
of or all of their property or do not wish to donate the required right-of-way or easement, our 
policy is that we will not, at a later date, reconsider a sound barrier for that portion of the 
community that rejected the original sound barrier design. Therefore, we must respectfully 
decline your request to perform a new noise study for the few homes along Medora Road that 
predate 1-695. 

The SHA has also evaluated the Twin Oaks community, immediately to the south of the 
Crestwood community along eastbound 1-695, to determine its eligibility for a Type II sound 
barrier. Our evaluation determined that the majority of homes in the Twin Oaks community, 
beginning at Linthicum Lane and including the homes on Oak Twin Court and Elm Twin Court 
and adjacent to 1-695, were constructed between 1969 and 2000, after the 1962 opening of 1-695. 
Based on this information, under SHA policy the Twin Oaks community cannot be considered 
for a Type II sound barrier, because it postdates 1-695.

Thank you for your letter on behalf of Mr. Geoffrey E. Grant, Vice President of the Bethesda 
Place Homeowners Association. Mr. Grant had written to you regarding the Bethesda Place/Stratton 
Commons community's request for a sound barrier adjacent in the southeastern quadrant of the 1-270 
West Spur/Democracy Boulevard interchange, in Montgomery County. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, SHA has no plans to 
further improve this portion of 1-270 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. If such a 
project were planned for this segment of 1-270, however, we would analyze the impact of the proposed 
improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether future 
highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact threshold of 66 decibels. If so, then we would also 
determine whether the highway noise would be at least three decibels higher than it would have been if 
the highway were not improved. A three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins 
to discern a change in noise levels if the change is between three and five decibels. The homes that would 
be impacted by any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the 
highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. 

For the most recent improvements to the 1-270 West Spur, the area was studied in an 
environmental reanalysis that was completed in Fall, 2000. The purpose of this reanalysis was to review 
the design proposals for consistency with the approved 1997 Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) 
environmental document. As part of the reevaluation, a reassessment of the noise analysis results was 
conducted. Those results confirmed the prior findings that there were insufficient increases in noise to 
warrant consideration of noise abatement. These conclusions were based on a comparison of noise levels 
from the proposed project (the "build" condition) with:  1) the "no-build" condition (not constructing the 
improvements) and; 2) the cumulative effects of prior improvements to the 1-270 West Spur (that is, 
noise from the original 4-lane section compared to the "build" noise levels with the new improvements).

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When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade 
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be 
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Bethesda Place/Stratton Commons 
community for a Type II sound barrier as outlined above. The results of our evaluation determined that 
the majority of the homes in the community were constructed in the mid to late-1970s, after the 1964 
opening of the 1-270 West Spur. Based on this information, the Stratton Commons community cannot be 
considered for a Type II sound barrier because it postdates the 1-270 West Spur. When it is determined 
that a community has not met the Sound Barrier Policy's date criterion, we do not conduct any further 
investigations, including highway traffic noise studies. Were we to do so, we would raise expectations 
that we could not meet. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource 
Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy. 

Mr. Grant indicated that the Bethesda Place Homeowners Association completed a "survey of the 
other neighborhoods that border the Beltway from River Road to Old Georgetown Road and along the 
Route 270 North and southbound split" to determine what communities have received sound barriers. 
The SHA confirms these various barriers and that they were erected when the associated communities 
met all of the technical requirements for either Type I or Type II sound barriers under the State's Sound 
Barrier Program, as outlined above. When these same criteria were applied to Bethesda Place/Stratton 
Commons, the community failed one or more of the technical criteria. Also, the Bethesda Place 
Community Council wrote to SHA in September 2003 to file a formal appeal of SHA's decision to not 
include noise abatement in the recent 1-270 West Spur/Democracy Boulevard interchange project. The 
Council's basis of appeal was that it disagreed with a specific criterion in the State's Sound Barrier 
Policy. According to that Policy, this disagreement was not a basis for appeal and, therefore, the appeal 
was denied in a letter to the Bethesda Place Community Council, Inc. dated January 22, 2004. A copy of 
that letter is enclosed. Again, SHA must respectfully deny the request for reconsideration of the Bethesda 
Place/Stratton Commons community for noise abatement (sound barriers).

Congratulations again on your reelection. It was a pleasure to meet you the day after the 
election as you greeted your constituents at the Bethesda Metro station. I appreciate the 
time you took to discuss the dilemma that our neighborhood is experiencing in getting 
appropriate consideration from Maryland and Montgomery County government officials 
regarding the highway noise problem in Bethesda Place: 

I am asking for your help in persuading the Maryland State Highway Administration to 
authorize the construction of noise barriers along the boundaries of the neighborhood, and 
Route 270 and Democracy Boulevard. As you can see from the attached chronology, 
officers of this neighborhood association have been attempting to get noise barriers 
erected since 1995, and they have made over 30 contacts either by.mail or phone, all to 
no avaiL The problem has been significant for nearlytenyears., 

Now the neighbbrh<}od .suffers to an ever greater; degree because of the recent 
reconstruction of the Route ;270 off-ramp, to Democracy BQiileyard;; The State changed 
the design from two separate exits for east and west bound traffic to one ramp that routes 
both east and west bound traffic right past our neighborhood; This has essentially 
doubled the amount of traffic past our homes. Truck and automobile traffic along Route 
270 and Democracy have increased significantly over the past several years, adding to the 
constant noise in the neighborhood from very early in the morning (4:00 a.m. or so) to 
very late at night (after midnight). 

In the fall and winter, with the leaves off the trees, the noise throughout the 
neighborhood, but especially for homes bordering either Route 270 or Democracy, 
becomes unbearable. I can hear it now as I sit and write this letter at 10:00 p.m., and it's 
a major nuisance. For children or the elderly in the neighborhood, it not only affects their 
quality of life, but their health. 

State and County officials have refused to respond to our repeated requests to erect noise 
barriers. In spite of Federal and State regulatory language that states that "Flexibility is 
an important element of good noise abatement dedsionmalpng criteria and 
procedures. The criteria and procedures should be objective enowgh to be 
quantifiablev but tKey should also" be flexible enough to altow th? decisionmaker to 
make meaningful judgments on a case-by-case basis for special circumstances. The 
State.and County officials with whom we have dealt have indicated that the actual policy 
and resulting practice was developed in conjunction with State legislators ahd.-that it

This is a follow-up to your letter regarding the Bethesda Place Community Council's appeal 
of the State Highway Administration's (SHA) decision not to provide noise abatement for the 
Bethesda Place/Stratton Commons community, located in the southeast quadrant of the 1-270 West 
Spur/Democracy Boulevard interchange in Montgomery County, as part of the I-270/Democracy 
Boulevard interchange project. I appreciate your patience while we reviewed and researched the 
points you raised and responded to them. 

Combined Response to Points 1 and 2 of your letter: 

The SHA's Sound Barrier Policy was approved by the Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) in May 1998 and was based on a framework of federal guidance that was promulgated in 
June 1995. The receipt of federal approval of our policy meant that the language of SHA's Sound 
Barrier Policy was judged to be consistent with and to meet the spirit of the federal guidance. 

We recognize that FHWA's policy encourages flexibility, and we believe that our policy is 
flexible. The current policy was developed with the guidance of a panel of Maryland legislators who 
felt that, while it was important to provide flexibility, it was even more important to establish 
boundaries for the policy that would result in an affordable program. This is the reason why our 
policy includes the 3-decibel threshold as a "reasonableness" criterion. While our policy uses the 
words "could be considered" with regard to the 3-decibel increase, in practice we have always 
applied this as a criterion that must be met. To relax this element in this situation would open the 
State to requests, for similar treatment, by numerous other communities that had previously been 
denied a barrier for this reason. The State is not in a position to fund such an outcome. 

Regarding the federal guidance reference to a "rational, open process," we know that the 
criteria contained in our policy have been applied uniformly and believe that they provide a 
reasonable degree of flexibility. We also know that there have been, and will continue to be, 
instances in which communities do not meet the requirements for a sound barrier.

Response to Point 3 of your letter: 

As stated above, the increase of 3 decibels or more ("build" vs. "no build") is a part of the 
"reasonableness" criteria. As a matter of policy, SHA does not consider it reasonable to abate noise 
levels that are only marginally above the levels that would occur without the proposed 
improvements. When our explanatory text refers to "perceptible change," we are speaking of a 
change in the "average" noise level, or "Leq," not the second-to-second or minute-to-minute changes 
in noise that include "noise spikes" which average out in an Leq summary. While we appreciate that 
these noise events are bothersome, the Leq is the national standard that we follow. 

This project was not particularly difficult to model. The physical changes associated with 
this project are not substantial (compared to the "no-build" condition) and do not result in noticeable 
changes in the noise level. Ramp traffic was modeled, taking into account the shift of traffic from 
the eliminated loop ramp to the eastbound ramp to Democracy Boulevard. In addition, the eastbound 
ramp widening was also included as an element of the prediction model. 

In the reference to "peak period noise levels," changes in the noise level moment-to-moment 
are accounted for in the noise model, and all vehicles, including buses, are modeled. The "peak 
hour" Leq is the national standard noise descriptor, which FHWA requires states to use in the 
assessment of highway traffic noise impacts. The effect of vehicles passing at a close distance and 
the associated noise fluctuations are accounted for in the noise model, in that the analysis includes a 
distance-related calculation of noise level and considers the differing emission levels for different 
vehicle types, including buses. The more of these types of "events" that occur, the higher the overall 
average level will be. 

Response to Point 4 of your letter: 

Further referencing flexibility in the SHA policy, even when the 3-decibel increase threshold 
is not met, the policy provides for special consideration when the hourly Leq noise level reaches or 
exceeds 72 decibels. In cases where this occurs, our policy provides for any increase in noise 
resulting from the project improvements as having met this criterion. A key provision regarding 
appeals is contained on page 8 of the policy. The basis for appeals is limited to the application of the 
policy criteria or the accuracy of the technical analysis. 

Response to Point 5 of your letter: 

The issue concerning the Greentree Road area was addressed in the cumulative effects 
analysis. The results found that the acceleration lane resulted in no increase in noise. The policy 
indicates that, if noise reaches 72 decibels, there must be a demonstrated increase to further consider 
abatement. None was found in this situation.

Closing Comments 

The reference to the Montgomery County Master Plan and the included recommendation of 
noise barriers along the 1-270 spur is not binding on SHA and is based on the plan as it existed at that 
time. The construction of sound barriers with highway improvements is always based upon whether 
the eligibility requirements are met. The response to your point 4 is the conclusion we must reach in 
considering your appeal. Your disagreement with a specific criterion contained in the policy does 
not, according to the policy, provide a basis for appeal. We must therefore respectfully deny your 
appeal of our decision not to provide noise abatement for the Bethesda Place/Stratton Commons 
community as part of the I-270/Democracy Boulevard interchange improvements.
