This letter is a follow-up to the October 19, 2004 informational meeting, hosted by the 
State Highway Administration (SHA) and conducted for the Westwood and Singer Heights 
communities regarding the planned sound barriers as part of the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass 
project, just north of Houcksville Road in Carroll County. I appreciate the opportunity to 
provide you with this update. 

As indicated at the meeting, SHA requires that 75 percent of the impacted homeowners 
must be in favor of the construction of the proposed sound barrier. The Westwood and Singer 
Heights communities have achieved this 75 percent concurrence. Construction of the MD 30 
Hampstead By-pass with its sound barriers is anticipated to begin in early Spring 2006. It is also 
anticipated that the construction of the overall project will take approximately three years to 
complete. 

At the meeting, there were concerns raised which proposed building a sound barrier for 
the Shiloh Middle School as part of the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project. The portion of the 
school property that will be adjacent to the new by-pass consists of active recreation areas, i.e., 
ball fields. SHA policy does not provide for noise mitigation for recreation fields. This 
determination is consistent with SHA practice in similar situations. Howard High School, along 
MD 100 in Howard County, is an example. SHA is exploring alternatives, other than a chain- 
link fence, that could provide some screening. 

Because the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project will be constructed under a "design- 
build" contract, the actual solution will be determined after the design contract has been 
awarded. The SHA design team is aware of this issue and will develop information to guide the 
design-build team and the contractor will be directed to involve representatives of the Carroll 
County Public Schools in the development of any solution.

This is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. Ted Severe, of our staff, and your 
follow-up email to Mr. James Hade, our Noise Abatement Team Leader, Mr. Severe and myself regarding a 
sound barrier for the Mahogany Park community adjacent to 1-695 north of Dogwood Road. 
I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your email. 

You asked "when a sound barrier would be placed on 695 West starting at the Security Exit (17) up to 
the Lochem Exit (18)." 

The State Highway Administration considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances, designated 
"Type I" and "Type n." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a new highway is being built or an 
existing highway is being expanded. We do so to comply with environmental laws that were passed in the 1970s 
that require the evaluation of a range of environmental impacts, including noise. Under these laws, SHA performs 
an environmental analysis to determine if future noise levels will equal or exceed the impact threshold of 66 
decibels and, if so, whether those levels can be reduced for a reasonable cost. Affected homes must predate the 
approval of the highway improvements. The last capacity improvement to this section of 1-695 was the 
construction of an additional lane in the median that was approved prior to the environmental analysis 
requirements. A later environmental analysis found that future noise levels would increase by only one decibel 
over the condition of not constructing the improvements. Research has shown that most people can just begin to 
distinguish a 3 decibel change in noise levels. The policy that was adopted required an increase of at least 5 
decibels in order to further consider noise abatement. Additionally, the cost-per-residence for a barrier was 
estimated to be approximately $75,000, which exceeded the $40,000 limit established in our 1987 policy. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type 
II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses 
became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a Type n barrier to 
be approved. The first criterion that must be met is that the majority of the impacted homes must pre-date the 
original construction of the highway. If they do not, then we cannot consider this community for our program. 
This is the case with the Mahogany Park community. Our records indicate that the majority of the homes in 
the community were built since 2002, after the 1962 opening of 1-695. Based on this information, the 
Mahogany Park community is not eligible for our Type II sound barrier program. Enclosed, for your 
information, is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the 
State's Sound Barrier Policy. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) was invited to the October 17, 2001 Featherbed/Windsor 
Mill Community Association, Inc. meeting to discuss noise abatement eligibility in light of the new in-fill 
development (Mahogany Park) between the Featherbed Park community and the area just south of Windsor 
Mill Road that SHA has designated "Greenlawn-Windsor Park." In early 2000, the Greenlawn-Windsor Park 
area was found to be eligible for a Type II sound barrier under the State's Sound Barrier Program.

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At that meeting, it was requested that SHA re-evaluate the Featherbed Park community for noise 
abatement. SHA had previously analyzed the Featherbed Park area (just south of Mahogany Park) and found 
that the majority of the homes there post-date 1-695, which opened in 1962. A majority of the homes adjacent 
to the highway along Lenbem and Richardson Roads were built in 1964 and later. The homes in Mahogany 
Park were constructed beginning in 2002. 

The area that you inquired about can be broken down into five basic areas. Moving from south to 
North: 
1. The area adjacent to northbound 1-695 from Security Boulevard to Whitestone Road is entirely commercial 

properties and is, therefore, not eligible for noise abatement. 
2. The homes adjacent to 1-695 north of Dogwood road on Lenbem Road and a portion of Richardson Road 

(Featherbed Park) are not eligible for noise abatement because the majority of the impacted homes were 
constructed in the mid to late-1960s after the 1962 opening of 1-695. 

3. The homes adjacent to 1-695 in the community of Mahogany Park are not eligible for noise abatement 
because the majority of impacted homes were constructed beginning in 2002 also after the 1962 opening of 
1-695. 

4. The pre-dating, impacted homes, adjacent to northbound 1-695 north of Mahogany Park to Windsor Mill 
Road, eligible for a Type n sound barrier. At this time that project has not been funded but SHA is 
currently reviewing all of the eligible Type n sound barrier projects in Baltimore County for funding. 

5. There is currently an existing sound barrier north of Windsor Mill Road beginning near Donna Road and 
extending to and along the ramp from 1-695 to eastbound Liberty Road (MD 26) toward Locheam. 

Thank you for your telephone call and email and your interest in the State's Sound Barrier Program. I 
regret that I cannot provide a more positive response. If you have additional questions or concerns, please do 
not hesitate to contact Mr. Hade at 410-545-8599 or 1-800-446-5962 or, by email, at jhade@sha.state.md.us.

Thank you for your recent email regarding a sound barrier adjacent to the Hunt Ridge 
community along southbound 1-83 south of Timonium Road in Baltimore County. I appreciate 
the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-83 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. If such a project were planned for this segment of 1-83, however, we would analyze 
the impact of the proposed improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, 
specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact 
threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also determine whether the highway noise would 
be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if the highway were not improved. A 
three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins to discern a change in noise 
levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that would be impacted by 
any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the highway 
improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. The first criterion that must 
be met is that the majority of the impacted homes must pre-date the original construction of the 
highway. If they do not, then we cannot consider this community for our program. This is the 
case with the Hunt Ridge community. Our records indicate that the majority of the homes in the 
Hunt Ridge community were built in the mid-1980s, after the 1962 opening of 1-83. Based on 
this information, the Hunt Ridge community is not eligible for our Type 11 sound barrier 
program. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide 
On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

The sound barrier along the ramp from Timonium Road to southbound 1-83 was recently 
constructed on private property by the private developer for the new Holly Ridge community. 
The sound barrier was required as part of Baltimore County's development permit process and is 
not an SHA sound barrier. 

The recently constructed SHA sound barrier, beginning just south of Pheasant Run Court 
and running along southbound 1-83 to the bridge at Seminary Avenue is for the Longford North 
community. The barrier provides noise abatement for the impacted homes located on Branford 
Circle and both sides of Valleyfield Road. The sound barrier design for this community did not 
contemplate extending beyond its present northern terminus to either protect the Hunt Ridge 
community or to go all the way to Timonium Road. The sound barriers on both north and 
southbound 1-83 north of Seminary Avenue were constructed with a sound absorptive finish to 
minimize reflected highway traffic noise.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. James D. Hade, our 
Noise Abatement Team Leader, regarding a sound barrier along northbound MD 5 adjacent to your home 
and the homes along Friendship Court in Prince George's County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond 
to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances,*designated 'Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
further improve this portion of MD 5 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. If such a 
project were planned for this segment of MD 5, however, we would analyze the impact of the proposed 
improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether future 
highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also 
determine whether the highway noise would be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if 
the highway were not improved. A three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins 
to discern a change in noise levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that 
would be impacted by any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the 
highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise. 

Your community was studied in the 1988 Final Environmental Impact Statement for Maryland 
Route 5, North of Interstate 95 to South of U.S. Route 301, Prince George's County, Maryland (FEIS). 
The improvements to this portion of MD 5 were completed in 1999. "Noise Receptor 15" in the FEIS 
was 6800 Friendship Road (now 6800 Friendship Court). The existing noise level measurement for Noise 
Receptor 15 was 68 decibels. This residence was impacted by highway traffic noise. However, the FEIS 
also stated that there would be no difference in noise levels at this location between the future condition 
of constructing the improvements (the "build" condition) and that of not constructing the improvements 
(the "no-build" condidtion). Additionally, the estimated cost of a sound barrier to protect eight impacted 
and benefited homes would have been over $47,000 per residence, higher than the $40,000 maximum 
allowed by the State's Sound Barrier Policy in effect at that time. As a result of these findings, the 
construction of a sound barrier for this are was not considered reasonable.

The community was reevaluated in 1994 and 1996. Although the reevaluations determined that it 
would be possible to construct a barrier for approximately $35,000 per residence, there was still no 
difference between "build" and "no-build" noise levels. Thus, we could not give further consideration to 
a Type I barrier for the community. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade 
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be 
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 20 percent of 
the barrier cost. As a system, MD 5 is not a fully controlled-access highway. As a result, your 
community is not eligible for our Type II sound barrier program.

Thank you for your letter regarding light and noise concerns adjacent to the intersection 
of MD 32 (Sykesville Road) and MacBeth Way, in Eldersburg, Carroll County. I appreciate the 
opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

Your concerns about light and noise coming from the nearby commercial property are 
appreciated. As explained below, SHA's Sound Barrier Program only addresses noise coming 
from certain types of State-maintained highways, and only then, when the State has taken some 
action that results in substantial increases in highway traffic noise. If the light were coming from 
a State-owned facility, we could perhaps do something to help. These lights are located on 
private property, however. As a result, SHA is unable to help with either of these problems. 
You may wish to pursue these issues through your local government. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type 11." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. When 
a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The 
intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built 
before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. Maryland 32 
is not a fully controlled-access highway, where access to the highway is by interchange, rather 
than by at-grade intersections. This fact, and the fact the proposed project is in the heart of 
Eldersburg means that Type 11 sound barrier eligibility criteria does not apply. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) has an interim safety project that has been 
funded to widen MD 32, between MacBeth Way to a short distance beyond MD 26 (Liberty 
Road). The project will widen MD 32 from its present single lane in each direction to two lanes 
in each direction for a limited distance, with a narrow median separating the lanes. We 
anticipate that construction will begin in Fall, 2007. The environmental evaluation for this work, 
which includes an analysis of projected noise impacts if the widening occurs, has not been 
completed. When that has been finished, we will be happy to communicate the results to you.

This is a follow-up to your recent email message regarding a sound barrier for the Edgewood community 
along westbound MD 26 (Liberty Road) in the vicinity of the Liberty Road/Calvert Way intersection in Carroll 
County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances, 
designated 'Type I" and 'Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a new highway is being 
built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to improve this portion of Liberty 
Road (MD 26) that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. If such a project were planned for this 
segment of Liberty Road (MD 26), however, we would analyze the impact of the proposed improvements on 
projected future noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal 
or exceed the impact threshold of 66-decibels and determine if an effective sound barrier could be built for a 
reasonable cost. 

For existing highways where the Type I criteria do not apply-communities may be considered for our 
"Type 11," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development 
process. The Type II program only applies to fully controlled-access highways (one with interchanges rather than 
at-grade intersections). As Liberty Road is not a fully controlled-access highway, we cannot consider the 
Edgewood community for our Type 11 sound barrier program. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our 
brochure, Community Resource Guide on Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy. 

You asked:   "Please advise what options are open to us to assist in buffering the sound from 
MD-26. If the state does not wish to undertake this, would there be any objections to the community having trees 
planted along our fence line for this purpose? If this would be an acceptable solution to the state, are there any 
long-term plans for Liberty Road that would require eventual removal of these trees, and if so, when would that 
likely occur?" 

The State Highway Administration has, as indicated above, no plans for improvements to Liberty Road 
(MD 26) in the foreseeable future. SHA would have no objections to the community planting trees on community 
property. If the community would wish to plant on SHA right-of-way, such planting would need to be with the 
understanding that, if in the future the State would need to remove those trees, there would not be compensation 
to the community for that "loss." Should the Edgewood community wish to pursue planting within SHA right-of- 
way under these conditions, please contact Mr. Robert Fisher, SHA's District Engineer for Carroll, Frederick and 
Howard Counties.

The Federal Highway Administration, in its pamphlet, Highway Traffic Noise, discusses the use of 
vegetation for noise abatement: 

"Vegetation, if it is high enough, wide enough, and dense enough that it cannot be seen through, 
can decrease highway traffic noise. A 200-foot width of dense vegetation [fully mature evergreens] can 
reduce noise, by 10 decibels, which cuts in half the loudness of traffic noise. It is often impractical, 
however, to plant enough vegetation along a road to achieve such reductions. But, if dense vegetation 
already exists, it could be saved. If it does not exist, roadside vegetation can be planted to create a 
psychological relief, if not an actual lessening of traffic noise levels."

This letter is to provide you with the results of the recent noise level measurement study 
conducted for the Rockland community, adjacent to the inner loop of 1-695 (Baltimore Beltway) between 
Greenspring Avenue and Falls Road. A copy of the report detailing the study approach, the data collected 
and an analysis of the results is enclosed for your information. 

The recently completed highway traffic noise level measurement study looked at the effect of the 
most recent highway improvements to 1-695 between MD 140 and Falls Road on the homes in the 
Rockland area along Stone Mill and Still Forrest Roads which predate the 1991 approval of the 
environmental documents, Finding of No Significant Impact, Contract No. B 635-101-472, Interstate 
Route 695 Baltimore Beltway MD 140 to MD 702 Baltimore County, Maryland. To meet the technical 
requirements for a sound barrier, the following sets of criteria from that document were used: 

1) highway noise levels must reach a minimum of 66 decibels, with an increase of at least 
three decibels in the design year (2010) over noise levels anticipated if the highway were not 
improved. 

2) highway traffic noise levels in the design year (2010) are predicted to have increased by 
10 decibels or more over present noise levels. 

3) highway noise levels must reach a minimum of 72 decibel^, with an increase of at least 
one decibel in the design year (2010) over noise levels anticipated if the highway were not 
improved. 

If any of these sets of conditions had been met, we would have determined whether we could 
reduce the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. The results of the study showed that highway traffic 
noise levels in the community from 1-695 were below SHA' s noise impact threshold level of 66 decibels. 
The levels did not reach the impact threshold at any time during the two separate 24-hour test periods. 
The distance of the community from the road and, to a very limited extent, the presence of the two 
existing noise barriers are contributing factors to limiting the level of noise in the community.

Introduction . 

This report presents the results of measurements of existing highway traffic noise 
levels for residences in the community of Rockland on Still Forest Road and Stone Mill 
Road. The community is located in Baltimore County along the inner loop of 1-695 
(Baltimore Beltway) between Falls Road and Greenspring Avenue. The study was 
requested by the resident at 2432 Still Forest Road. The goal of this study is to 
determine if existing noise levels are at or above the Maryland State Highway 
Administration (MdSHA) noise impact threshold level of 66 decibels (dBA). Any 
assessments of abatement warrants (or lack thereof), or specific abatement strategies 
are not discussed as part of this report. 

In March 2005, testing was initially conducted at 2432 Still Forest Drive. 
Subsequently, two additional sites were added (both located on Stone Mill Road) and a 
second set of noise level tests was conducted at all three sites in May 2005. 

Study Area Description 

The study area is located approximately 600 -900 feet south of the 1-695 inner 
loop (see Exhibit 1). The community receives some benefit from the distance from the 
highway (i.e. attenuation of noise over distance) and partial shielding by the adjacent 
roadway embankment. In addition, the Rockland Community is located adjacent to an 
open area approximately 450 feet long between two existing sound barriers constructed 
along 1-695 in the 1990's (see Exhibit 2). In this open section, the roadway grading 
transitions from a cut section to a fill section and back to cut. In the fill area the highway 
noise is not as effectively shielded as the areas where the roadway is in a cut section. 
Therefore, there is a relatively small area from which unshielded traffic noise is 
emanating towards the community, and under the proper conditions there is a clearly 
perceptible directionality to the noise audible in the community. 

As can be seen on Exhibits 2 & 3, the area between the highway and the 
community is heavily wooded with large deciduous trees and undergrowth. With the 
leaves off of the trees, vehicles along the inner loop of 1-695 are just barely visible. An 
existing stream valley (Slaughterhouse Branch) parallels the community between the 
highway and the community. During the field visits, several aircraft (both commercial 
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airliners and private planes) and a helicopter were observed over the community, so 
some limited aircraft noise influence in the community is possible. 

Measurements where taken at 3 separate locations in the community. Exhibit 3 
is a map of the area residences and measurement sites. At all test sites, the 
measurement microphone was placed at "ear-height" (as per standard industry practice) 
five feet above the ground or other surrounding surface. 

At the initial testing site, located on Still Forest Road, noise testing was 
conducted at three outdoor positions; 1) yard level, adjacent to the outdoor deck/pool, 2) 
on the deck/pool level behind the house (approximately 6-10 feet above the backyard 
ground level) and 3) on the second floor-level deck along the back of the house. The 
purpose in testing multiple positions was to determine if there was a discernable 
difference in the noise level at the various positions. 

The two test sites on Stone Mill Road involved a single measurement position by 
each site. At 2510 Stone Mill Road the measurement was conducted at the edge of the 
outdoor patio at ground level. At 2516 Stone Mill Road, the testing was conducted on 
the first floor deck, approximately 10 feet above the backyard ground level behind the 
building. 

It should be noted that typical traffic noise impact assessments are limited in their 
focus to noise levels for ground level use areas. Upper story decks and similar 
locations are in general not the primary area of interest because it is difficult or 
impossible to provide effective noise abatement for such elevated locations. In this 
case, the initial noise testing at 2432 Still Forest Road demonstrated that the upper level 
deck position has noise levels a maximum of 1-2 decibels (dBA) higher than at ground 
level. From a perception standpoint, this difference would not be discernable. 

Evaluation Procedure 

In the approach taken for this study, noise levels were tested over a 24-hour 
period at several locations simultaneously on two separate occasions. Two locations 
were selected on Stone Mill Road, closest to I-695, to supplement and expand upon 
data collected at the first test site located on Still Forest Road. Residences on Still 
Forest Road are farther away from the highway (compared to those on Stone Mill Road) 
but are still considered as first row homes (exposed directly to highway noise ). The 
measurement locations at the three residences were representative of normal outdoor 
use areas exposed to traffic noise from I-695. During the initial measurement, taken on 
March 30th at 2432 Still Forest Road, there was deck construction (with power tools and 
hammering) ongoing at the adjacent home to the west. The activity was noted between 
the hours of 3:00 PM until approximately 6:00 PM. Test results from a noise meter 
which records both the actual sound and sound level energy simultaneously, indicated 
that the power tools increased the sound level by 3-5 dBA when in use. All noise level 
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data is reported in terms of the "equivalent sound level" or Leq, which is an average of 
the total acoustic energy measured during each 15 minute test interval. 

The prevailing traffic conditions along I-695 in this area are free flowing during 
off-peak traffic hours and stop and go during peak traffic conditions. Heavy trucks are a 
substantial presence in the overall noise traffic steam. A few aircraft flyovers were 
noted, but contribution to the overall noise level by aircraft was found to be negligible 
during the test periods. 

The noise levels in the 24-hour test were measured in continuous, 15-minute 
intervals which were combined and reported as average hourly levels. 

Testing was initially conducted in March, prior to emergence of the spring 
foliage, in response to concern regarding the potential effect on noise propagation. 
Subsequent testing was done again in May, with foliage fully in place. An assessment 
and comparison of results from the two test periods in this context is also presented. 

Results 

The results of the twenty-four hour noise measurements conducted at 2432 Still 
Forest Road on March 30-31, 2005 are presented on Exhibits 4 and 5. On May 5-6, 
2005 additional 24-hour measurements were taken again at 2432 Still Forest Road 
(deck/pool level) and at added locations at 2510 Stone Mill Road (patio) and 2516 
Stone Mill Road (deck). These results are shown on Exhibits 6, 7 and 8. Note that the 
noise levels did not reach or exceed the 66 dBA threshold at any time at any of 
the measurement locations. 

One set of data from the initial (March) testing at 2432 Still Forest Road was lost 
due to equipment malfunction. It was determined that the data from the other two 
positions was sufficient for use in comparisons with the follow-up testing in May. Table 
1 below summarizes the data collected.

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Analysis 

Analysis of the 24-hour measurement results show that the highest hourly noise 
levels occurred primarily at the onset of the morning and afternoon rush-hour periods. 
As noted earlier in this report some minor "non-highway" noise events influenced the 
measurement results during some test intervals. But because the 24-hour tests were 
unattended for the majority of the time, the actual sources of some suspected "non- 
highway" noise events could not always be identified with absolute certainty. Some of 
the results show a definite deviation from the normal pattern associated with highway 
traffic noise alone. The deviations overall, however were not significant. 

The measurement data at 2510 Stone Mill Road was incomplete due to a battery 
failure in the equipment. The partial results are not fully consistent with the noise 
measurements taken at 2516 Stone Mill Road on the same day and time period. The 
initial test interval appears to have been influenced somewhat by activity in the 
immediate vicinity, as do some other intervals. 

The overall test results show that the range of noise levels for the first row of 
homes in the community adjacent to 1-695 varies from between 49 dBA and 60 dBA. 
This includes data collected from all the sites and for both test periods. 

w Analysis of the data collected on the two separate occasions (March and May) at 
2432 Still .Forest Road is presented on Exhibit 9. A noise level variation ranging from 0 
to slightly less than 2.5 decibels was found. Qualitatively, this variation would not be 
perceptible. It indicates that there is some variation in the noise level day to day, which 
would be expected. Sources of the noise level variations can be traced to variations in 
traffic volumes on the Beltway, the numbers of heavy trucks, traffic speed, additional 
noise reduction resulting from foliage, and often to a very substantial degree, 
atmospheric conditions. 

In analyzing the data presented in Exhibit 9, it appears that the foliage in the 
large wooded land parcel between the community and the highway did not demonstrate 
a substantial noise reduction benefit. If the wooded area did provide noise reduction, 
then the data from the March testing would tend to be consistently higher overall than 
the results from the May testing. No such universal consistency was demonstrated. 

Variations in air temperature, lapse rate (i.e. variation in air temperature with 
height above the ground), relative humidity, and wind speed and direction all can 
contribute in various combinations to either increase or decrease noise propagation, 
particularly over large distances. Given the large distance of the Rockland homes from 
the highway (600-900 feet +), atmospheric conditions have the potential to be significant 
in influencing the noise level in the community. 

^^ Lastly, Exhibit 10 is presented to show the noise levels simultaneously measured 
at the three main testing locations on Still Forest Road and Stone Mill Road in May

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Measured Data Comparison 
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2005. In examining the data collectively, several determinations can be made. One 
result that should be clearly present is that the hour-to-hour variation in the noise at 
each site should be similar. That is to say that the traffic noise, as the dominant source 
of noise in the community, should vary up or down by a similar amount hour-to hour at 
all three test sites. The noise levels at 2516 Stone Mill Road were found to be the 
highest of the three locations as would be expected since it is the closest test site to the 
highway. Consistent with the expected hour-to-hour trend, there was a general trend 
indicating that the noise level was approximately 3-5 decibels lower at the Still Forest 
Road site, compared to the closest site (2516) on Stone Mill Road.   The two time 
periods around 9AM on 5/6/05 and at the beginning of the test period around 3PM on 
5/5/05, where the data at the two sites was nearly identical may indicate some "local" 
noise influence at the Still Forest Road site, causing the overall level to be higher than it 
would have been had only traffic noise been present.5 The data from 2510 Stone Mill 
Road appears almost very inconsistent with the trend, from the other two sites. This 
would suggest some anomalies at this test site. 

Conclusions t 

Noise levels at the residences along Still Forest Road and Stone Mill Road were 
found to be below the State Highway Administration noise impact threshold of 66 dBA. 
The highest noise levels were found at the residences along Stone Mill Road, which is 
the group of dwellings that are physically closest to the highway (I-695). The data 
suggests that the residences on Still Forest Road experience noise levels 3-5 decibels 
lower that those on Stone Mill Road. i 

Variations in the noise level were noted between the two test periods in March 
and May of 2005.   Data collected in March 2005 was slightly higher that in the May 
2005 test during some intervals, but were not consistent so as to suggest that the 
wooded area along I-695 provided a substantial buffering or reduction of the noise. This 
is not to say that such influence is not present, but rather that the data from this study 
does not support that conclusion. Other factors such as variations in traffic conditions 
between the two test periods, and more likely, variations in atmospheric conditions over 
time are the most likely contributing factors to the noise level variation in the community 
over time. ! 

Finally, there is likely some minor influence on the noise level resulting from the 
two existing noise barriers along the I-695 Inner Loop: 'However, the extreme distance 
of the community from these barriers would limit how much noise reduction is realized, 
even though a substantial portion of the highway is actually shielded by the barriers. 
Overall, some minor reduction in noise must be acknowledged, in addition to the other 
factors discussed in the analysis. i

Your concern regarding the lack of guard rails along northbound US 15 between Jefferson and 

West Patrick Street is being referred to Mr. John Concannon, our Assistant District Engineer for Traffic.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. SHA has recently conducted a 
detailed environmental investigation of the I-270/US corridor. A Final Environmental Impact Statement 
(FEIS) for the corridor study area is still pending. The Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) has 
identified a total of 15 Frederick City and County communitie|s along the I-270/US 15 corridor that are 
being studied for eligibility for Type I noise abatement. The Wyngate community is one of these 15 
communities. Funding for design and construction improvements for the corridor has not yet been 
identified; therefore, a timetable for the implementation of improvements to the corridor has not been 
established.

When a highway already exists and is not being exparided-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. lA number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the local jurisdiction in which the community is located must have 
an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In 
addition, the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than 
at-grade intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must 
also be met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal 
or exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 
or less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the local jurisdiction must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

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The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Wyngate community's eligibility for our 
Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our researchihas determined that the Wyngate 
community meets all of the technical criteria for a Type II sound barrier. However, the City of Frederick 
has not yet instituted a noise ordinance to address the impact of highway noise on new residential 
development. After such an ordinance would become effective, the City would also need to agree to fund 
20 percent of the cost to construct the barrier. Currently, there are no new Type II sound barrier projects 
being funded through Fiscal Year 2009. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our brochure. 
Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

This letter is a follow-up to your email to Mrs. Nicole Tyler (formerly Ms. Nicole Ross), 
of our staff, regarding a follow-up noise study of the Carroll Springs sound barrier along the 
inner loop of 1-495 between Seminary Road and Georgia Avenue (MD 97) in Montgomery 
County. We apologize for the delay in responding to you and thank you for your patience and 
understanding. 

As indicated in our April 14 letter, the State Highway Administration (SHA) has 
performed follow-up studies of completed Type II sound barrier projects when such requests 
were made, generally, by residents that were identified as previously impacted or benefited. 
Prior to your email, no request for such a study had been received from the Carroll Springs 
community. Your home is between 450 and 500 feet behind the Carroll Springs sound barrier, 
and would not have been found to be impacted when the original analysis was conducted. A 
sound barrier is most effective in reducing highway noise for the homes close to and 
immediately adjacent to it where we look to reduce noise by seven to ten decibels. Other homes 
in the "second row" may receive a noticeable benefit but, at approximately 500 feet and farther 
back, there are typically no noticeable reductions in noise levels. For this reason, we must 
respectfully deny your request for an independent follow-up noise study of the Carroll Springs 
sound barrier. 

As a part of the analysis of potential impacts for the future improvements being 
considered to the Capital Beltway, communities protected by older existing sound barriers will 
be evaluated. When this information becomes available for your community, we would be 
happy to provide those results to you.

(MD 97) in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your concerns. 

You noted:   "The noise that reaches our house seems considerably louder than noise that reaches 
houses that are closer to the barrier at other, nearby locations. (I ride my bike frequently through this 
area of Silver Spring and am quite familiar with the residential roads near 1-495.)" 

The phenomenon that you are witnessing is related to the physics of sound and in particular its 
interaction with a physical barrier. As sound emanates from the source, it diminishes in intensity as the 
distance from the source increases. So, as one would expect, the noise level generated by the traffic on 
1-495 would decrease as one travels farther from the highway. However, when a physical barrier is 
introduced between the source and receiver, the way the noise propagates is affected and amount of noise 
reduction realized from the barrier will vary depending upon the location behind the barrier. 

As shown in the attachment (Figures 1 & 2) when a barrier is placed along the highway, the direct 
path of the noise is interrupted and the noise must travel up and over (following the diffracted path) to the 
receiver. By virtue of the extra distance that the noise must travel up and over the barrier, the intensity of 
the noise is diminished. Referring to Figure 2, a barrier produces a "shadow zone" which is bordered by a 
line of sight (the "straight path" in Figure 2) which is the direct (unshielded) path the sound will travel 
just passing over the top of the barrier. The farther below the unshielded line-of-sight you are, the greater 
the distance the noise must travel, and thus, the greater the noise reduction. A receiver deep within the 
shadow zone will experience the most noise reduction. If the receiver is located at a higher elevation 
(closer to the top edge of the barrier's shadow zone), but farther back behind the barrier (as is the case 
with your home), the noise reduction will be quite small and levels may be similar or the same as those 
closer behind the barrier where a greater noise reduction is obtained. 

The attached Figure 3 illustrates the other factor involved in your situation. For a receiver close 
behind the barrier (typical receiver), the difference between the direct path and diffracted path (over top 
the barrier) is substantial, thus resulting in substantial noise reduction. By contrast, for the "extreme" 
receiver (far from the barrier) the difference between the direct and diffracted paths is much less, thus the 
noise reduction at the extreme receiver is much lower (compared to the typical receiver). These several 
factors in combination result in noise levels at your home that are comparable to those close in behind the 
barrier, even though that position is closer to the highway.

This phenomenon is strongly related to the distance between the barriers on opposite sides of the 
highway and their relative height above the roadway. In general, this multiple reflection scenario does 
exist; however, the degree of contribution of these reflections to the overall noise level is generally 
negligible. One factor is that those noise reflections from sections of the barrier that are well above the 
roadway, by virtue of the angle at which they strike the surface, will not reach the community but will be 
reflected to the upper atmosphere (above the level of the community). With each reflection, the noise 
must travel some distance, all the while losing intensity, as described in the previous discussion. 
Therefore, by comparison, the noise emanating directly from the traffic is dominant over the reflected 
noise. Research has shown that the reflected noise can contribute, but does not typically raise the overall 
level by more than 1-2 decibels, which is below the threshold of perception for the average person.

If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether modifications to the 
existing barrier system could be implemented to reduce the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. In 
Type I situations, the "requirement" is that noise abatement must be considered, if noise impacts are 
identified. However, this, in itself, does not guarantee that noise abatement (sound barriers) would be 
built, but such construction would only be approved if all the criteria, as described above, is satisfied. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. Implementation 
of Type II barriers is not mandated, but rather is offered by the State on a voluntary basis, where there is 
demonstrated need, all eligibility criteria are met, and there are sufficient funding resources available. 
The existing sound barrier along 1-495 currently protecting the Carroll Springs community was built as a 
Type II sound barrier project and was completed in 1986. 
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You asked:   "Did the state do before and after noise measurements on or near Hale PI. when the 
barriers were first installed? If not, where was the close[st] point such measurements were taken, and 
what was the result?. What was the date of such testing and was it ever repeated? What is the required 
noise reduction that barriers have to meet to satisfy state or federal requirements?" 

As part of the initial planning and design efforts for this Type II sound barrier, existing condition, 
or "before," measurements were taken. This information was utilized in conjunction with a computer 
model to design the sound barrier. Unfortunately, given the long time period that has elapsed since 
completion of the original studies and completion of the Carroll Springs sound barrier, copies of the 
reports specific to this barrier project are no longer available and, by virtue of their age, would be of 
limited use today. Therefore, we are unable determine the original noise monitoring locations for the 
Carroll Springs community. SHA does conduct follow-up studies of completed Type II sound barrier 
projects if such a specific request is made. We do not have any record that any post-barrier construction 
measurements were requested or conducted in this area. 

The design goal for a sound barrier is to provide a reduction of 7-10 decibels at the most highly 
impacted receptors, with 10 decibels being the primary reduction goal where practical. A 10-decibel 
reduction would be perceived by the average person as cutting the loudness of the noise approximately in 
half. As part of the proposed 1-495 improvement study referenced earlier, highway traffic noise level 
measurements are being taken. These results will be available upon completion of the overall study. 

You asked:   "Is there any regulation/law against "jalce braking" and, if there is, how is it 
enforced?"

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. Ted Severe, of our staff, 
regarding a sound barrier for the Harbor View community between Cox Creek and Cox Neck Road along 
eastbound US 50/US 301 in Chester, Queen Anne's County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to 
your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated 'Type I" and 'Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
further improve this portion of US 50/US 301 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

The 1985 Environmental Assessment for improvements to US 50AJS 301 from west of Cox 
Creek to the intersection of MD 404 evaluated the Harbor View community for possible noise abatement. 
While the Harbor View community was predicted to experience a 12 decibel increase in highway traffic 
noise in the design year 2010, a barrier along eastbound US 50/US 301 would only reduce the projected 
noise impact by one to two decibels. Based on this information, a sound barrier in this location was not 
recommended because it would not be physically effective. The study also determined that there was 
only one home in the Harbor View community located between US 50/US 301 and Harbor Drive. This 
home was also nearer to Harbor Drive than US 50/US 301. The majority of the currently existing homes 
were built after the January 25, 1985 approval date of the Environmental Assessment for the US 50/US 
301 improvements. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade 
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be 
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 20 percent of 
the barrier cost.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Harbor View community's eligibility for 
our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined that the majority of 
homes in the community that would be impacted were built in late 1980s after the January 25, 1985 
approval date of the Environmental Assessment for the US 50/US 301 improvement project. Therefore, 
the Harbor View community cannot be considered for a Type II sound barrier. Enclosed, for your 
information, is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the 
State's Sound Barrier Policy.

Summary: The Noise Team received a resident complaint from the Norwood Village community 
along Norbeck Road (now MD 28). The intersection of Norbeck Road and MD 198 was recently improved 
from two to four lanes by Montgomery County. A noise report was prepared for the County that showed 
Norwood Village (south-west quadrant) would have been eligible for abatement under the State's Policy, 
but a barrier was not constructed. Further capacity improvements to MD 28 are planned to the West of 
this community and abatement appears reasonable and feasible for the western adjacent community.

Dear Jim - 

We received a copy of the noise report, Noise Analysis for Norbeck Road/Spencerville Road Connector, 
dated May 1995. This report was prepared by Wilson T. Ballard Company for Montgomery County. 

The report found that the proposed improvements along eastbound Norbeck Road from Wallingford Road 
to Layhill Road would cause highway traffic noise impacts to the residents along Chester Mill Terrace. In 
all of the alternates, a barrier at this location was recommended. Its average height was to be 14.6 feet 
and its length was to be 1,610 feet. The estimated cost (based on $16.50 per square foot) was 
$473,150.00. 19 residences would benefit from this barrier and the cost-per-residence was $28,000. The 
Montgomery County cost-per-residence limit was $40,000. The project was discussed in the report as 
"Type I." 

The intersection improvement project was under construction in April 2002 (from aerial photo from 
Terraserver). The area adjacent to Chester Mill Terrace was most likely completed by the end of 2002 or 
early 2003. The sound barrier was not constructed. 

In the MD 28 / MD 198 Corridor Improvement Study Area, Highway Noise Analysis Report, dated 
December 19,2003 and prepared by the Wilson T. Ballard Company for SHA, the highway improvements 
to MD 28 begin at Georgia Avenue (MD 97) and extend eastward along MD 28 / MD 198 to the I-95 
interchange. That report showed the four lane improvements adjacent to the Chester Mill Terrace area 
already constructed. 

Only one area along this corridor was found to be impacted by the anticipated highway traffic noise and 
be recommended for a sound barrier. This barrier was recommended to be along eastbound MD 28 
(Norbeck Road) between the approximate end of Narrows Lane to Wallingford Road. This barrier would 
average 12.21 feet in height and be approximately 760 feet long. The estimated cost is $154,490 with a 
cost-per-residence of $19,190. Eight residences would benefit from this barrier. 

The area between Wallingford Road and Layhill Road along eastbound MD 28 (Norbeck Road) was found 
to not be impacted by 3 decibels or more (build vs. no-build). The noise report for SHA did not 
recommend a barrier between Wallingford Road and Layhill Road parallel to Chester Mill Terrace. 

Mr. Gerald Peters, of 16121 Chester Mill Terrace, emailed Mr. Charlie Watkins on 05-23-2005 requesting 
that a sound barrier be constructed by SHA. Mr. Watkins forwarded Mr. Peters' email to OED on

05-24-2005. Mr. Peters' home was a noise receptor site for both the Montgomery County and SHA noise 
reports cited above. His home is approximately midway between Wallingford Road and Layhill Road. Mr. 
Peters indicated that there is a presently existing earth berm between his property and the roadway. He 
also indicated that the improvements to Norbeck Road changed the elevation of Norbeck Road by at least 
12 feet and raised the new roadway so that it negates any noise abatement from the existing berm.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent contact with Mr. Eric Kuhn, the State Highway 
Administration's (SHA) Transportation Engineering Team Leader in SHA District 4, and Mr. 
James D. Hade, our Noise Abatement Team Leader, regarding a sound barrier along 1-695 
adjacent to your community that our research is calling Montrose Farms, in Baltimore County. I 
appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-695 that would warrant a Type I sound 
barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 66- 
decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or less 
per benefited home. If all of. these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 20 percent 
of the barrier cost. Enclosed is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound 
Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

The State Highway Administration has begun an evaluation for the Montrose Farms 
community's eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our 
investigation has determined that the majority of the homes nearest 1-695 predate the 
construction of 1-695 in this area. Because of the high cost of a full analysis, we plan to start by 
taking representative preliminary noise level measurements to determine if the community may 
be impacted by highway traffic noise. If the results of that testing reveal an impact of 66 
decibels or higher of highway traffic noise, we will contact, by mail, the homeowners of 
residences that most likely are impacted by highway traffic noise to get their consensus for 
further testing. This contact will be in the form of pre-printed postage-paid ballots provided to 
those most likely impacted homeowners. If we get a 75 percent concurrence from those 
homeowners, we would then conduct a full highway noise level measurement study. We expect 
to complete the preliminary testing within the next 30 to 60 days and will be happy to share our 
results with you when they become available.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email regarding sound barriers for the Nob Hill East, 
along westbound MD 140 (Westminster Pike) at the MD 140/1-795 split in Baltimore County. I 
appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
improve this portion of MD 140 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. If such a project 
were planned for this segment of MD 140, however, we would analyze the impact of the proposed 
improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether future 
highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also 
determine whether the highway noise would be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if 
the highway were not improved. A three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins 
to discern a change in noise levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that 
would be impacted by any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the 
highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type 11," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type H program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. The Type II program is only applicable to 
fully controlled access highways (those with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). As 
Westminster Pike (MD 140) is not a fully controlled-access highway, we cannot the Nob Hill East 
community for the Type II sound barrier program. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our 
brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent voice mail message to me and your telephone 
conversation with Ms. Nicole Ross, of our staff, regarding the sound barriers for the Glen Bumie 
Park community along northbound 1-97 between Grain Highway (MD 3) and Quarterfield Road 
(MD 174) and along Quarterfield Road eastbound from the ramp from northbound 1-97 to 
Pamela Road in Anne Arundel County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide the following 
information. 

The sound barrier along northbound 1-97 between the I-97/Crain Highway (MD 3)/New 
Cut Road interchange and the I-97/Quarterfield Road (MD 174) interchange was completed in 
1998 as part of the construction of 1-97. This barrier was designed to provide noise abatement to 
the homes in the Glen Bumie Park community that are adjacent to this portion of northbound 
1-97 and identified as receiving 67 or more decibels of highway traffic noise as a result of the 
construction of the improvements. 

The just completed sound barrier along eastbound Quarterfield Road (MD 174) from the 
ramp from northbound 1-97 to Pamela Road was constructed as part of the reconstruction project 
to both replace the MD 174 bridge over 1-97 and modify the interchange. The sound barrier was 
designed to reduce the highway traffic noise from MD 174 for the homes along Baylor Road 
between 1-97 and Pamela Road that would be impacted by the increase in highway capacity 
adjacent to those homes. 

The highway traffic noise analysis for the bridge reconstruction project determined that 
the area between the end of the existing sound barrier and the beginning of the new barrier along 
MD 174 was not impacted by highway traffic noise from either the ramp from 1-97 or MD 174. 
Therefore, there was no need to propose connecting the two sound barriers.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email to Ms. Nicole Ross, of our staff, regarding 
a sound barrier at the eastern end of MD 216 near the I-95/MD 216 interchange in Howard 
County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At the 
time the plans were developed for the current project to relocate MD 216 to its present 
configuration, the Emerson community did not exist. Therefore, it could not be considered for 
noise abatement along westbound MD 216 from the ramp from southbound 1-95. The nearest 
homes in the Emerson community in this area are located approximately 1,100 feet from MD 
216. A sound barrier located along the ramp from southbound 1-95 to westbound MD 216 would 
provide no appreciable noise abatement to the Emerson community because a sound barrier is 
effective to only approximately 500 feet behind it. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. 
Because the Emerson community is brand new, the Type II sound barrier program is not 
applicable. Enclosed is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, 
which outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

Thank you for your recent letter regarding highway traffic noise from River Road (MD 
190) adjacent to your home in the Cohasset community in Montgomery County. I appreciate the 
opportunity to respond. 

Our files indicate that in 1948 River Road (MD 190) was improved as a paved road. In 
1963 when MD 190 was recognized as one of several major thoroughfares between Washington, 
DC, and Montgomery County, it was dualized to four lanes with a median. Since then, there 
have been repaving projects as well as re-striping projects to allow for safer left and right turns 
out of the main stream of traffic. The early 1960s project that dualized and added through-lanes 
to MD 190 was approved and completed before the analysis of environmental impacts became a 
part of the highway development process. ' 

Every road has a theoretical "maximum noise generating capacity." There is a certain 
volume of cars and trucks moving at or near the posted speed limit that makes the most noise. 
When traffic volumes exceed that combination, traffic speeds begin to slow and highway traffic 
noise decreases. When total traffic volume increases with growth, the duration of high noise 
levels may become longer, but not actually higher and will diminish, to an extent, during the 
actual traffic peak (severe congestion). 

The latest proposed projects at the intersections of River Road with Wilson Lane (MD 
188) and Goldsboro Road (MD 614) are intended to reduce traffic congestion at the respective 
intersections. The addition of left and tight turn lanes, as currently proposed at Wilson Lane 
(MD 188) and Goldsboro Road (MD 614), does not add to the capacity of traffic that can move 
through the community in a given block of time and, therefore, does not increase highway traffic 
noise levels over the maximum that the free-flowing condition presents. It appears that what has 
caused the greatest annoyance for most communities along roads like River Road is that the total 
volume of traffic has continued to increase as well as the duration of these high traffic volumes.

The State's Sound Barrier Policy was developed to address the impact of highway traffic 
noise under the circumstances discussed in my previous letter to you. While the current traffic 
conditions on River Road that you have described are a source of concern, the State Highway 
Administration does not have any major improvement plans for River Road (MD 190) that 
would be increasing the through-capacity of the roadway. We have learned that the current 
Montgomery County Highway Master Plan identifies the need for future through-capacity 
improvements for River Road. When such improvements are agreed to, public hearings would 
be held and a full environmental analysis would be performed, which would include 
consideration of highway traffic noise impacts. This analysis would include the study of the 
impact of highway traffic noise on the communities adjacent to the roadway and would consider, 
for communities that pre-date the 1963 dualization, the cumulative effects of multiple capacity 
increases.   The increase in the overall traffic volume, in and of itself, is not a "trigger" for the 
investigation for and the possible construction of sound barriers.

River Road (MD 190) near Wilson Lane (MD188) in association with the improvements now being planned to 
increase the flow of traffic along River Road. While your explanation of our State's policies is clear enough I find 
your approach to this issue to be most unhelpful. 

"The facts are quite simple. These house backing to River Road were constructed in the late 195's up to 
1960. At that time the Washington Beltway, with major access from and to River Road was not in existence. 
Indeed, I believe (but am not certain) that River Road was not as yet made into a four lane divided highway. 1 
acquired my residence (7600 Winterberry Place) in 1974. Since that time your department has been expanding the 
roadway in increments to push ever greater flows of traffic along River Road as a major access to the District of 
Columbia. The project on which I commented is the most recent example of this effort. Similar4 construction is 
now underway up the street at River Road and Burdette. 

"It may be that these incremental expansions were made in small bites, not enough to trigger the minimum 
levels for sound barriers set in your policy. But the cumulative effect has been gradually to impose a noise level on 
us that has become intolerable. Surely the regulations you recite were not intended to allow for such gradual 
expansion at the expense of my neighbors and me without some facilitation to solve the problem you have been 
creating over time. 

"I should also point out that the traffic light one block further toward the Beltway access (at Beech Tree) is 
the cause of trucks down shifting as they try to brake on their downhill roll past the back of our house as they 
approach that light. These trucks make a great deal of noise as their size and horsepower have increased. 

"I am certain that some research on your part, with respect to the noise levels now being experienced by 
us, will yield sufficient data to substantiate that a problem exists, that my request is not unreasonable and that some 
action is warranted to resolve this ever growing problem."

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email to Mr. James Hade, our Noise Abatement Team 
Leader, regarding a sound barrier for the Cohasset community along westbound River Road (MD 190) 
between 1-495 and Wilson Lane (MD 188) in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to 
respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated 'Type I" and 'Type H." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. Improvements to an existing 
highway are defined as adding thru-capacity (one or more travel lanes) to the roadway of at least a mile 
and a half in length or moving existing traffic substantially closer to the residences. The present 
improvement project on River Road is to widen River Road for a short distance at the intersections of 
Wilson Lane (MD 188) and Goldsboro Road (MD 614). The improvement at Wilson lane will be 
approximately 2,100 feet long, centered on the intersection. The improvement at Goldsboro Road will be 
approximately 1,500 long, centered on the intersection. Since these improvements are not connected, and 
do not allow more traffic to flow through the community they would not cause an increase in the traffic 
noise levels.   At this time, we have no plans to further improve the remainder of River Road (MD 190) 
that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our 'Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type 11 barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a fully controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at- 
grade intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also 
be met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 20 percent of 
the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Cohasset community's eligibility for our 
Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our investigation has determined that River Road 
(MD 190) is not a fully controlled-access highway. Based on this information, the Cohasset community 
is not eligible for our Type II sound barrier program. Enclosed, for your information, is our brochure, 
Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Ms. Nicole Ross, of 
our staff, regarding your request for a copy of the noise analysis for the existing sound barrier 
adjacent to your property at 206 West Timonium Road in the northwest quadrant of the 
I-83/Timonium Road interchange in Baltimore County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond 
to your request. 

The existing sound barrier along southbound 1-83 that ends at Timonium Road was 
constructed to provide noise abatement for the Pine Valley community along Deep Dale Road 
and was completed in 1989. Unfortunately because of the length of time that has elapsed, a copy 
of the noise analysis report for this sound barrier is no longer available. However, post-barrier 
construction measurements were taken in September 1990 at 25 Deep Dale Road. A reference 
measurement was taken at five feet above the top of the sound barrier and was 79 decibels. The 
second measurement was taken in the middle of the back yard approximately 75 feet behind the 
barrier and was 64 decibels. A third measurement was taken on the deck at the rear of the home 
and was 63 decibels. The last measurement was taken adjacent to the house at the second floor 
window and was also 64 decibels. We have enclosed Exhibits 1, 2 and 3 from that September 
1990 post-barrier analysis. As you can see, the noise levels at 25 Deep Dale Road have been 
reduced between eight and ten decibels at the ground level areas in the backyard and are 
consistent with the results of the barrier effectiveness study showing that our design goals of 
seven to ten decibels of noise reduction have been achieved. 

With respect to your request for a plan for the sound barrier adjacent to your property at 
206 West Timonium Road, we are in the process of searching our archived records to find a copy 
of the project's plans. We will contact you regarding the results of that records search as soon it 
can be completed. We thank you for your patience and understanding while we conduct that 
search.

This letter is a follow-up to the recent telephone conversation between Mr. John Darnell, 
Legislative Aide to Congressman Roscoe G. Bartlett, and Mr. Ted Severe, of our staff, regarding 
your request for information about a sound barrier for the Spring Ridge community, adjacent to 
eastbound 1-70 between Linganore Road and Spring Ridge Parkway, in Frederick County. I 
appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-70 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Spring Ridge community's 
eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined 
that the homes in the community along Fieldcrest Drive were built between 1990 and 1994, with 
the majority constructed in 1991 and 1992. 1-70 was initially opened in 1969. In 1986, the 
section of 1-70 adjacent to what is now the Spring Ridge community was reconstructed along its 
present alignment. Based on this information, the Spring Ridge community cannot be 
considered eligible for a Type II sound barrier. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our 
brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier 
Policy.

Thank you for your recent telephone conversation with Ms. Nicole Ross, of our staff, 
regarding a sound barrier for the Rose Hill Falls community along northbound 1-270 
approximately midway between Maryland Avenue and Montgomery Avenue in Montgomery 
County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and 'Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-270 that would warrant a Type I sound 
barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Rose Hill Falls community's 
eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our evaluation has 
determined that the majority of the homes in the community were built between 1995 and 1997, 
after the 1964 opening of 1-270. Based on this information, the Rose Hill Falls community 
cannot be considered for a Type II sound barrier. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of 
our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound 
Barrier Policy.

This is a follow-up to your recent letter on behalf of the Condominiums No. One of the Pines 
community regarding a sound barrier and the existing right-of-way fence along southbound MD 202 
south of MD 214 in Prince George's County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to the community's 
concerns. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no 
immediate plans to improve this portion of MD 202 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 
If such a project were planned for this segment of MD 202, however, we would analyze the impact of the 
proposed improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether 
future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we 
would also determine whether the highway noise would be at least three-decibels higher than it would 
have been if the highway were not improved. A three-decibel increase is required because the human ear 
only begins to discern a change in noise levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The 
homes that would be impacted by any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the 
approval of the highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether 
we could reduce the excess noise. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our 'Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved.

This letter is a follow-up to the October 19, 2004 informational meeting, hosted by the 
State Highway Administration (SHA) and conducted for the Singer Heights and Westwood 
communities regarding the planned sound barriers as part of the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass 
project, just north of Houcksville Road in Carroll County. I appreciate the opportunity to 
provide you with this update. 

As indicated at the meeting, SHA requires that 75 percent of the impacted homeowners 
must be in favor of the construction of the proposed sound barrier. The Singer Heights and 
Westwood communities have achieved this 75 percent concurrence. Construction of the MD 30 
Hampstead By-pass with its sound barriers is anticipated to begin in early Spring 2006. It is also 
anticipated that the construction of the overall project will take approximately three years to 
complete. 

At the meeting, there were concerns raised which proposed building a sound barrier for 
the Shiloh Middle School as part of the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project. The portion of the 
school property that will be adjacent to the new by-pass consists of active recreation areas, i.e., 
ball fields. SHA policy does not provide for noise mitigation for recreation fields. This 
determination is consistent with SHA practice in similar situations. Howard High School, along 
MD 100 in Howard County, is an example. SHA is exploring alternatives, other than a chain- 
link fence, that could provide some screening. 

Because the MD 30 Hampstead By-pass project will be constructed under a "design- 
build" contract, the actual solution will be determined after the design contract has been 
awarded. The SHA design team is aware of this issue and will develop information to guide the 
design-build team and the contractor will be directed to involve representatives of the Carroll 
County Public Schools in the development of any solution.

This letter is a follow-up to your email regarding a sound barrier for the Riverchase 
Condominium community located in the northeast quadrant of the I-95/I-195 interchange in 
Baltimore County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-95 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. If such a project were planned for this segment of 1-95, however, we would analyze 
the impact of the proposed improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, 
specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact 
threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also determine whether the highway noise would 
be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if the highway were not improved. A 
three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins to discern a change in noise 
levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that would be impacted by 
any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the highway 
improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-a community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or 
"retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the 
highway development process. All of the following technical criteria must be met for a Type II 
barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise 
levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and an effective barrier must be 
able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If these criteria are met, the county in 
which the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway 
traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree to fund 20 percent of the 
barrier cost.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Riverchase Condominium 
community's eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our evaluation 
determined that the Riverchase Condominium community was built in 1987 after the opening of 
1-95 in 1971. Based on this information, the Riverchase Condominium community cannot be 
considered for a Type II sound barrier because it postdates 1-95. Enclosed, for your information, 
is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide Oh Sound Barriers, which outlines the 
State's Sound Barrier Policy. 

You indicated in your email that you are frequently awakened by sirens on 1-95. Were a 
sound barrier to be constructed along the highway to abate highway traffic noise, individual 
noise events such as sirens, screeching brakes, and so on would still be readily discemable even 
with the presence of the barrier. A barrier would reduce the highway traffic noise levels to make 
them more "background" noise and, thereby, lessening their impact on the neighboring 
community.

Dear Ms. Schneider: 

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Ms. Nicole Ross, of 
our staff, regarding a sound barrier for the Riverchase Condominium community located in the 
northeast quadrant of the I-95/I-195 interchange in Baltimore County. I appreciate the 
opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-95 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. If such a project were planned for this segment of 1-95, however, we would analyze 
the impact of the proposed improvements on projected future noise levels. We would, 
specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the impact 
threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also determine whether the highway noise would 
be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if the highway were not improved. A 
three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins to discern a change in noise 
levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that would be impacted by 
any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the highway 
improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we could reduce 
the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-a community that predates the original highway may be considered for our "Type II," or 
"retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the 
highway development process. All of the following technical criteria must be met for a Type II 
barrier to be approved: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise 
levels must equal or exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and an effective barrier must be 
able to be built for $50,000 or less per benefited home. If these criteria are met, the county in 
which the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway 
traffic noise on new residential development, and the county must agree to fund 20 percent of the 
barrier cost.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Riverchase Condominium 
community's eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our evaluation 
determined that the Riverchase Condominium community was built in 1987 after the opening of 
1-95 in 1971. Based on this information, the Riverchase Condominium community cannot be 
considered for a Type II sound barrier because it postdates 1-95. Enclosed, for your information, 
is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, which outlines the 
State's Sound Barrier Policy.

At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of MD 187 that would warrant a Type I sound 
barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Ashburton community's eligibility 
for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Because Old Georgetown Road (MD 
187) is not a fully controlled-access highway, the Ashburton community cannot be considered 
for a Type II sound barrier. Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our brochure, 
Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email to Prince George's County Councilman Douglas J.J. 
Peters regarding a sound barrier for the Northview community along eastbound US 50 between Church Road 
and MD 197 (Collington Road) in Prince George's County. Mr. Peters' aide, Mr. Todd M. Turner, forwarded 
your email to Mr. Charlie K. Watkins, the State Highway Administration's District Engineer for Prince 
George's and Montgomery Counties for response. Mr. Watkins, in turn, forwarded the email to the Office of 
Environmental Design and I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances, 
designated "Type I" and "Type 11." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a new highway is 
being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to further improve this 
portion of US 50 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. If such a project were planned for this 
segment of US 50, however, we would analyze the impact of the proposed improvements on projected future 
noise levels. We would, specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the 
impact threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also determine whether the highway noise would be at 
least three-decibels higher than it would have been if the highway were not improved. A three-decibel 
increase is required because the human ear only begins to discern a change in noise levels if the change is 
between three and five-decibels. The homes that would be impacted by any such increase in highway noise 
would also have to predate the approval of the highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we 
would then determine whether we could reduce the excess noise. 

In 1980, the entire US 50 corridor between 1-95/1-495 and the South River was studied for potential 
noise impact anticipated from future widening; since that time the subject widening project has been 
completed. Measurements were taken at the then-proposed Bowie Hospital site. The measurement was fifty- 
eight decibels and was projected to increase to sixty decibels in the design year 2005 as a result of the 
expansion of US 50. In 1997, as part of the proposed High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lane expansion project 
for US 50, an analysis was performed to assess the potential noise impacts from that project. A review of 
environmental analyses of the area determined that the sixty-six decibel impact line would not extend more 
than approximately 200 feet south of US 50. The Northview community begins approximately 1,250 feet 
south of US 50. Although you may hear traffic noise at this distance, the noise levels are below the sixty-six 
decibel impact threshold. Because of the distance of the Northview community from US 50, noise level 
measurements were not taken within the community.

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type 11," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the Type 
11 program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses 
became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a Type n barrier to 
be approved. The first criterion that must be met is that the majority of the impacted homes must pre-date the 
original construction of the highway. If they do not, then we cannot consider this community for our program. 
This is the case with the Northview community. Our records indicate that the majority of the homes in the 
North view community were built between the mid-1970s and mid-1980s after the 1954 opening of US 50. 
Based on this information, the Northview community is not eligible for our Type II sound barrier program. 
Enclosed, for your information, is a copy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that 
outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy. 

For a community like Northview, which is located at a very substantial distance from the highway, the 
distance alone limits the extent to which noise from US 50 would contribute to the overall environment. More 
importantly, sound barriers are most effective for areas which are directly adjacent and close behind them. 
Thus, placing a barrier along US 50 would yield little, if any perceivable noise reduction for Northview 
residences. 

You also indicated in your email that reflected noise coming from the barrier constructed on the 
opposite side of the highway has increased levels in your area. Overall, the component of reflected noise, 
compared to that noise which emanates directly from the highway contributes very little to the total noise (on 
the order of one to two decibels). Such an increase in level would not be perceivable by the average person. 

The biggest factor influencing the level of noise audible from US 50 in this community at any 
particular time can likely be traced to changes in atmospheric conditions. When sound travels over large 
distances, changes in atmospheric conditions such as temperature, relative humidity, wind direction and speed 
can result in huge fluctuations in what is heard and perceived. A more detailed discussion of the mechanisms 
and factors influencing the way sound travels in the outdoor environment is given in the enclosed "fact sheet", 
which was developed by SHA's Office of Environmental Design.

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FACT SHEET 

Atmospheric / Weather Conditions and Environmental Noise Measurements 

In the gathering of environmental noise data, weather and atmospheric conditions may 
demonstrate substantial effects on test results, and thus must be within certain parameters to ensure the 
validity of those results. This paper presents a discussion of accepted industry standards for environmental 
noise measurement, and lists and explains the various conditions which can affect the propagation of noise 
in the outdoor environment. References (1,2) used in the preparation of this paper are listed at the end. 

Standard practice in environmental noise measurement calls for testing to be conducted under 
"typical" or normal conditions for the subject geographic area. "Extreme" conditions should always be 
avoided, so as to avoid either an overstatement or understatement of noise impact. The goal is to document 
noise levels under conditions which typically exist in an area most of the time. The specific factors which 
most substantially affect outdoor noise propagation, and which would influence the timing and potential 
results of environmental noise measurements are 1) wind speed and direction, 2) air temperature and 
humidity, and 3) precipitation. 

Wind Speed and Direction 

Requirements specify that wind speed should not exceed approximately 12 mph. Excessive wind 
can create additional noise in the measurement microphone, or in some extreme cases cause a break-up of 
the signal from the microphone resulting in an actual loss of data; Another reason for a wind speed "limit" 
is that, depending upon the position of the receptor (upwind or downwind) relative to the source of noise, 

the noise level may be substantially reduced 
or increased relative to a "calm" wind 
condition (see Figure 1). The magnitude of 
this effect is increased as wind speed 
increases, and the 12 mph figure represents 
the upper limit of acceptable conditions. 
The reason this happens is that wind speed 
varies with height above the ground; the air 
25 feet above the ground will be moving 
faster than the air 5 feet above the ground 

because of frictional forces between the air and ground. Sound waves high above the ground traveling 
through the air in the same direction as the wind will be bent down towards the ground, thus increasing the 
overall noise level. Conversely, if the same sound waves are traveling against the wind, the waves will 
tend to be bent upward away from the ground creating a "shadow zone" where the overall noise level is 
reduced. This phenomenon is usually most apparent in situations where the sound or noise is propagating 
over larger distances. For noise measurements, calm or very light winds are most desirable. 

Air Temperature and Humidity 

In a similar fashion to the effects of wind speed and direction, air temperature affects how well 
sound will propagate. It is however, not so much the specific absolute temperature, but how the 

temperature varies with height above the 
ground (see Figure 2), and is called the 
"lapse rate".   Unlike the effects from 
wind, there is no upwind or downwind per 
se, meaning that the receptor position has 
less to do with the resultant effect. 
Temperature effects tend to manifest 
themselves equally in all directions around 
the sound source. With a "normal lapse

rate", temperature decreases as height above the ground increases (left diagram, Figure 2), and is a fairly 
typical condition seen on a clear, sunny afternoon. Under these conditions, the sound travels slower in the 
cooler air above, and thus the sound waves are bent upwards. Conversely, as temperature increases with 
height above the ground (called a temperature inversion - right diagram, Figure 2), the sound waves are 
bent downward to the ground, increasing the overall sound level.   This condition is fairly common on 
clear, calm nights.   Combinations of these two conditions can also occur with variable results. As with 
wind effects, often these conditions demonstrate the greatest effects on sound traveling over longer 
distances. The important point to remember is that these multiple atmospheric conditions in combination 
can either result in enhanced effects on noise propagation or may serve to actually cancel each other out, 
resulting in little or no effects over a "neutral" condition. The conclusion is that there is no one particular 
time of day or season of the year when maximum noise conditions might prevail, due to temperature. 

The effects of humidity on noise propagation are very much related to temperature, and to the 
"length" of the sound waves (called their frequency). Sources of high frequency sound could be a whistle, 
birds chirping or rustling leaves; low frequency sound could be produced by a rumbling truck engine or 
distant jet aircraft. The amount of water vapor (humidity) in the air effects how well sound is attenuated 
(reduced) as it travel over distance. The relationship between temperature, relative humidity, and sound 
frequency is very complex, as is the degree to which these factors influence sound propagation. The extent 
of this interrelationship is such that these factors, acting in various combinations, will yield a very wide 
range of results, and that no real logical trend or simple relationship can be drawn. 

Precipitation 

Environmental noise measurements should not be conducted during periods of precipitation (rain, 
snow, etc.). The primary reason is, as stated previously, the avoidance of "extreme" or non-typical 
conditions, which could lead to an understatement or overstatement of impact. In measuring highway 
traffic noise, vehicle tire noise is enhanced on wet pavement resulting in an increase in higher frequency 
noise, to which the human ear is most sensitive. Also, during inclement weather traffic speeds and the 
actual volume of traffic (particularly with winter storms) are often reduced substantially compared to 
normal conditions resulting in potentially lower overall noise levels. 

During periods of precipitation, particularly snow, sound waves will tend to be scattered or 
diffused, thus reducing their intensity. Depending upon it's consistency, persistent snow cover on the 
ground may be either absorptive in a dry arid fluffy state, or reflective in a crusty or icy state. Thus, snow 
on the ground will prohibit all noise measurement activity. 

Concluding Remarks 

The measurement of environmental noise must be conducted with attention to prevailing weather 
conditions. The intent of this paper has been to point out the many factors that influence the propagation of 
noise in the outdoor environment and how and why those factors affect the conduct of noise measurement 
studies. It is important to understand that in a particular measurement situation, these many factors 
in different combinations may yield very different and sometimes extreme noise level results. The 
guidelines discussed in this paper outline those atmospheric and weather conditions which will 
minimize extreme results. They ensure that a high degree of consistency in the approach and 
conduct of noise measurement studies will provide an equitable and realistic assessment of noise 
impact for all communities along our highway system.

This is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. Kenneth J. Polcak, our 
Noise Abatement Team's Environmental Analyst, regarding the recent noise level measurements 
conducted for the Village of Long Reach, adjacent to westbound MD 175 between Dobbin Road 
and Tamar Drive in Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide you an update and 
further information. 

In correspondence last year, your community was evaluated to determine its eligibility 
for our Type II sound barrier program. It was found that, since MD 175 is not a fully controlled- 
access highway where access is by interchange rather than at-grade intersections, the Village of 
Long Reach cannot be considered for our Type II sound barrier program. We had previously 
investigated your request for landscape plantings and found that such plantings are not feasible 
due to the already existing vegetation adjacent to MD 17f>. 

As you may recall, the recent noise measurements were initiated at the request of Howard 
County Councilman David Rakes on behalf of your comrhunity with the understanding that the 
community was not eligible for noise abatement from the State. We were willing to provide this 
technical support for the community in order for the community to be able to pursue possible 
abatement through other sources. The noise measurements confirmed that noise levels near your 
home equal or exceed the State's noise impact threshold of 66 decibels. 

You mentioned that there is much new development occurring in the general area along 
MD 175, which will undoubtedly contribute to the overall volume of traffic on area roads. There 
are no immediate plans to widen MD 175 in your area. Should there be any future proposals to 
expand the capacity of MD 175, the appropriate environmental impact studies, including an 
evaluation of possible increases in highway traffic noise, would be conducted.

This letter is to provide you with the results of the noise level measurement study conducted for the 
Village of Long Reach, adjacent to westbound MD 175 between Dobbin Road and Tamar Drive. The State 
Highway Administration agreed to collect this information following our December 13, 2004 letter to you 
outlining that your community was not eligible for noise abatement under the existing Sound Barrier Policy. I 
appreciate the opportunity to provide the following. 

A copy of the report detailing the study approach, the data collected, and an analysis of the results is 
enclosed for your information. The results of the 24-hour noise measurement test showed that noise levels 
reached or exceeded our impact threshold of sixty-six decibels for fourteen out of twenty-four hours. As a 
result, it is estimated that one to four dwelling units in the townhouse group in which you reside are impacted 
by highway traffic noise and would experience exterior noise levels in excess of our impact threshold at some 
time during a typical twenty-four hour period. 

We are also enclosing copies of several right-of-way plats that you requested. These plats include the 
following: Plat Numbers 41573,41574, 41575, and 41576. Also enclosed are copies of the Village of 
Longreach subdivision plats, Sheets 21,22 and 23, dated February 20,1970, and a Village of Longreach 
subdivision plat dated July 1976.

Introduction 

This report presents the results of measurements of existing highway traffic noise 
levels for residences located on Lambskin Lane in the Village of Long Reach in the 
Columbia area of Howard County. Ms. Rhonda Spero;, resident of 9168 Lambskin Lane 
requested the study. The community is located along the westbound side of MD 175 
between Dobbin Road and Tamar Drive. 

The goal of this study is to determine the level of existing noise from highway 
traffic on MD 175 and to determine if noise levels are at or above the Maryland State 
Highway Administration (MdSHA) noise impact threshold level of 66 decibels (dBA). 
Any specific assessment of abatement warrants (or lack thereof), or specific abatement 
strategies are not discussed as part of this report. 

The noise testing was conducted on August 5 and 6, 2005 covering a full 24-hour 
period. 

Study Area Description 

The subject residential area is located approximately 135-140 feet northeast of 
the westbound lanes MD 175 (see Exhibit 1) and is situated slightly elevated above the 
adjacent highway at the end of a cul-de-sac. The subject homes are townhouse units in 
groupings of 8. The site is partially wooded, with scattered mature deciduous trees, low 
shrubs and undergrowth, and mulch ground cover on much of the intervening ground 
between the subject residences and the highway. The intervening wooded area 
provides a partial buffer to the view of the highway; however vehicles were visible 
through the trees from the testing area, (see Exhibit 2A) 

The subject townhouse group was oriented roughly perpendicular to the highway. 
The closest dwelling unit to the highway is the end unit at 9174 Lambskin Lane, and is 
separated from the Spero residence at 9168 Lambskin Lane by two other dwelling units 
(9170 & 9172).

MD 175 is a four-lane divided highway with an approximately 30-foot grass 
median, with 10 to 12-foot outside shoulders. The roadway surface is dense-graded 
asphalt. It is a major commuter route and link between two major north-south highways, 
(I-95 and US 29) in the Baltimore/Washington corridor. Average daily traffic volumes 
(as of 2004) are slightly over 46, 500 vehicles per day. 

Noise testing was conducted adjacent the side/front entrance at 9174 Lambskin 
Lane at ground level (i.e. as per industry standard practice which is 5 feet above 
ground), (see Exhibit 2B) It should also be noted that it is standard industry practice for 
typical traffic noise impact assessments to limit the focus to noise levels for ground level 
use areas. 

Evaluation Procedure 

In the approach taken for this study, noise levels were tested over a 24-hour 
period. All noise level data is reported in terms of the "equivalent sound level" or Leq, 
which is an average of the total acoustic energy measured during each test interval. 

The noise levels in the 24-hour test were measured in continuous, 5-minute 
intervals which were combined and reported as an average noise level for each 20 
minute period. The 20-minute intervals were further combined and reported as an 
hourly noise level in order to evaluate if the area is impacted by highway noise at 66 
decibels (dBA) or above. 

Additional data was collected randomly during several of the initial test intervals 
using a second sound level meter located adjacent to the 24-hour test meter and at the 
same distance from the highway. The goal was to observe and document the peak 
noise levels (also called the "Lmax", or maximum noise level) associated with individual 
vehicle pass-bys and other noise "events" occurring in the area. Given the community 
location, a number of jet flyovers (originating from BWI Airport) were noted during set-up 
and preparation for the testing. In addition, there was also periodic activity from cicadas 
in the mature trees in the study area, which was judged to potentially have some 
additional influence on the overall noise level. An additional goal in observing and 
documenting peak noise events was to assure that any potential for masking of the 
highway noise (the prime focus of the study) would be minimal. Finally, a comparison 
between the average (Leq) noise level and the "Lmax" or peak noise levels is indicative 
of the degree of variability in the noise level in a given time period. The wider the 
variation in the level, the greater is the potential for annoyance. 

The observed traffic conditions (during the initial observation period at the 
beginning of the 24-hour test) along MD 175 in this area were generally freely flowing, 
with periodic short gaps in the traffic flow. There are traffic signals at both intersections 
to the east and west of the test area (Dobbin Road and Tamar Drive, respectively) that 
tended to create short gaps in the traffic or at a minimum, periodically reduced the 
density of the vehicle flow. Heavy and medium-duty trucks (tractor-trailers, multi-axle

dump trucks, two axle box-type delivery trucks, for example) were observed as a 
consistent presence in the overall traffic steam. 

Results 

The results of the 24-hour noise measurement are presented on Exhibits 3 and 
4. Note that the hourly average noise level (Leq) was found to be at or above the 66 
dBA threshold in 14 of 24 hours. 

A graphical summary of the short-term peak (Lmax) levels that were observed 
and recorded during the initial hour of the 24-hour test is presented as Exhibit 5. This 
data is intended as strictly informational, as there are no applicable regulatory criteria or 
guidelines against which the Lmax data can be judged. The date samples are grouped 
by source type (as identified on the chart) and included both highway noise sources 
(autos and trucks on MD 175) and "non-highway" sources such as jet flyovers, and the 
cicadas. Some samples of the ambient noise level (i.e. during short periods where 
there was no traffic on MD 175 passing the site) are also shown. Finally, the average 
(Leq) noise level for the time period in which the random samples were taken is also 
shown (rounded to the nearest whole decibel). 

Analysis 

Analysis of the 24-hour measurement results show that the highest hourly 
average noise levels occurred primarily towards the ends of the morning and evening 
rush-hour periods. The range of noise levels at 9174 Lambskin Lane during the day 
was 63-69 dBA. During the late evening and through the night, noise levels steadily 
decreased from 63 dBA to a low of 56 dBA between 4:00 and 5:00 AM. 

From a qualitative standpoint, a review of the data shown on Exhibit 5 shows that 
the highest "typical" peak noise events during this period were no more than 3-5 dBA 
above the average level during the same time period. The sole "non-typical" peak event 
(at over 88 dBA) was from an ambulance siren. This indicates that the overall level of 
noise is variable, but the variation is relatively small. From a perception standpoint, this 
variation is noticeable, but not substantial. 

Conclusions 

The average (Leq) noise level at the residences on Lambskin Lane closest to MD 
175 (at the end of the cul-de-sac) exceeded the MdSHA noise impact threshold level of 
66 dBA for 14 out of 24 hours on August 5 & 6, 2005. One to four residences are 
estimated to be impacted (9174, 9172, 9170 & 9168 Lambskin Lane) at some time 
during a typical 24-hour period.

This letter is a follow-up up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. James Hade 
and Mr. Ted Severe, of our staff, regarding highway traffic noise along MD 175 near your home 
in the Village of Long Reach adjacent to westbound MD 175 between Dobbin Road and US 29 
in Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, SHA has no plans to further improve this portion of MD 175 that would warrant a Type I 
sound barrier evaluation. If such a project were planned for this segment of MD 175, however, 
we would analyze the impact of the proposed improvements on projected future noise levels. 
We would, specifically, determine whether future highway noise levels will equal or exceed the 
impact threshold of 66-decibels. If so, then we would also determine whether the highway noise 
would be at least three-decibels higher than it would have been if the highway were not 
improved. A three-decibel increase is required because the human ear only begins to discern a 
change in noise levels if the change is between three and five-decibels. The homes that would be 
impacted by any such increase in highway noise would also have to predate the approval of the 
highway improvements. If these conditions were met, we would then determine whether we 
could reduce the excess noise levels for a reasonable cost. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

Thank you for your letter regarding the Westside community, located on eastbound MD 32 just 
before the MD 32/MD 108 interchange. You had written about your concerns with the planning study for 
MD 32, from MD 108 to 1-70. The State Highway Administration (SHA) appreciates your support of the 
expansion of MD 32, as well as your concerns about mitigation of highway noise. I apologize for our 
delay in responding to your letter. 

Maryland's Sound Barrier Policy, developed with a legislative committee and in accordance with 
federal regulations, became effective May 11, 1998. It identifies several circumstances under which 
communities may qualify for sound barriers to reduce the impact of noise from an adjacent State highway 
on homes that were built before plans to build or expand that highway were approved. Before the State 
will allocate public funds for a barrier, the community must meet all applicable technical criteria under 
the policy. 

These criteria address two general situations in which sound barriers may be considered. Type I 
situations address communities which we expect to be impacted when a new highway is built or an 
existing highway is expanded. These determinations are made while the proposed highway or expansion 
is being studied and developed. Type II situations involve communities impacted by noise from an 
existing State highway, where access is by interchange rather than by at-grade intersection, and that is not 
being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply. Type II (or "retrofit") barriers address areas of noise 
impact along highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway- 
development process. The Westside community does not meet these threshold criteria for our Type II 
program. Rather, as a result of our MD 32 project, it was considered for a barrier under our Type I 
program. 

The results of this consideration are contained in The Draft Environmental Impact Statement 
(DEIS) for the MD 32 Planning Study, MD 108 to 1-70, Howard County, that was approved on January 
21, 1999 by both the Federal Highway Administration and SHA. The DEIS identified 14 "Noise 
Sensitive Areas" (NSAs) along MD 32, each of which represented several residences up to an entire 
community. Within those 14 NSAs, 52 noise-receptor sites received individual analysis. As indicated in 
the DEIS and noted at the forum you mentioned, no community would meet all of the criteria for a sound 
barrier if MD 32 were widened.

The analysis included predictions of future noise levels that would be expected if MD 32 were 
widened, as proposed. Based on the roadway design configurations and anticipated traffic for the design 
year 2020, the following determinations were made: 

• Ten NSAs were considered to have been impacted. For a Type I analysis, an "impacted" 
community is one in which noise levels in the design year (i.e., after the highway project is built) 
would either exceed 66 decibels or be more than 10 decibels higher than the measurements taken 
during the planning study. 

• Four NSAs would not be impacted (i.e., would not meet either criterion for predicted noise 
levels). 

• The cost of an effective barrier for nine NSAs would exceed the maximum allowable cost-per- 
residence. This is based on the cost of a barrier divided by the number of benefited residences. 
"Cost per residence" and "benefited residences" are discussed below. 

• One NSA could not be protected from highway noise, because existing driveways and sidewalks 
would require breaches in the barrier that would allow noise penetration. 

The Westside community was located in NSA "N," represented by receptor sites 50 and 51, 
located at 5936 and 5931 Clifton Oaks Drive, respectively. Existing noise levels for these two sites were 
62 and 57 decibels, respectively. Noise levels in the design year 2020 were predicted to be 69 and 
60 decibels respectively, if the improvements to MD 32 are constructed. Even though one receptor in 
NSA N met the policy's noise criterion, the DEIS determined that a sound barrier for NSA N would cost 
an estimated $4.44 million and benefit 25 residences, for a cost-per-residence of approximately $178,000. 
In contrast, our Sound Barrier Policy established a maximum cost of $50,000 per benefited home. (A 
"benefited" home is one that is impacted and would receive at least a three-decibel reduction in noise 
levels as a result of a barrier, or is not impacted and would receive at least a five-decibel reduction in 
noise levels as a result of a barrier.) The result is that, even though one receptor in the Westside 
community met the noise criterion, the community as a whole did not qualify for a sound barrier, because 
it did not meet the policy's cost criterion. 

It is worth noting that the $50,000 limit was based on the cost of a barrier's posts, panels, and 
foundations. The actual total cost, which also includes design, grading, drainage, and construction, is 
approximately $100,000 per benefited residence. We are in the process of restating our policy so that the 
cost criterion reflects that reality. This change will not affect the outcome, of whether a community 
qualifies for a barrier or not. 

You also wrote: ".. .every day we drive by sites that received sound mitigation where there aren 't 
even any homes. . . Why isn 't the factor that determines when to install mitigation the human factor? " I 
am aware that an installation can appear, to passing motorists, as if it is not protecting homes. For a 
sound barrier to be effective, it must be long enough and high enough to break the line-of-sight from the 
outdoor living space to the highway. This helps to prevent sound from "spilling" over the top or around 
the ends of the barrier. In an average setting, this means that a barrier must extend along the highway a 
distance equal to four times the distance from the impacted area to the barrier. As a result, if an impacted 
home is 100 feet from the roadway, a barrier to protect that home would need to be approximately 
800 feet long (i.e., 400 feet on either side of the home). It is entirely possible that not all of the land 
behind this 800-foot wall is filled with residences, and that, to a casual observer, the barrier would appear 
to be protecting unoccupied areas.

"/ am writing this letter to discuss an issue with the planned widening of 
Maryland State Highway 32, which runs directly behind my house in central 
Howard County. The official use address of my property is: District 5, Map 34, 
Parcel 3, Lot 8.   

We purchased this lot over five years ago, and before we even began 
construction on out home, we received notice of a public forum to discuss the 
state's plans to expand State Highway 32. It was at this public forum that I learned 
that not only was our property noted to have some of the highest noise levels 
already due to the highway, but that the state had decided that sound mitigation 
would exceed their budgetary allotment and thus would not be added to the project. 

We support the expansion of the highway; our only issue is with the 
blatant lack of civility in the state's position of not providing sound mitigation after 
the highway expansion is complete. 
'In the public forum, I was told that an undisclosed budget amount was set up for 

each LAND OWNER rather than by linear feet of property exposed to highway 
noise. I learned that the need sound mitigation for my area of land would exceed 
that budget amount. 

Although the budgetary analysis method used tends to benefit densely 
populated areas, it has condemned me and my family to excessive sound levels with 
the newer expanded traffic 
(which is now much closer to our house, thanks to the expansion). I can only 
conclude that those of us in higher tax brackets, because we purchased larger lots, 
are now being penalized by the very government agencies entrusted with protecting 
us and out rights. 

"The real depravity is that, while we are denied sound mitigation for our 
property, every day we drive by sites that received sound mitigation where there 
aren 't even any homes. (I can provide examples.) Why isn 't the factor that 
determines when to install mitigation the human factor? 

"I know I can pursue this matter in court, but that is not what I wish to do. 
Would you kindly tell me what action I need to take, or what state department to 
contact in order to have reconsideration on the installation of sound mitigation on 
my property? I would appreciate a written or E-mail reply.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email regarding noise abatement for the 
Lakeview community, located in the southwest quadrant of the I-95/MD 216 interchange in 
Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of 1-95 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier 
evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type H," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type 11 barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost. 

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Lakeview community's eligibility 
for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our research has determined that 
majority of the homes in the Lakeview community were built in the mid to late-1980s after the 
1971 opening of 1-95 between Baltimore and Washington. Based on this information, the 
Lakeview community is not eligible for our Type II sound barrier program. Enclosed, for your 
information is a coy of our brochure, Community Resource Guide On Sound Barriers, that 
outlines the State's Sound Barrier Policy.

We recently determined that the only community along southbound 1-95 in the southwest 
quadrant of the I-95/MD 216 interchange that meets the date criterion for consideration for a 
Type II sound barrier is located along Dumhart Road. If a majority of residents adjacent to 
southbound 1-95 in this area agree, SHA will be performing a highway traffic noise level analysis 
for the Dumhart Road community. If the analysis determines that the Dumhart Road community 
is impacted by highway traffic noise and a sound barrier can be constructed within the cost 
constraints of the State's Sound Barrier Policy, the barrier would not provide any noticeable 
noise abatement for the Lakeview community because of the Lakeview community's distance 
from 1-95. A sound barrier is most effective for the residences located immediately behind it and 
for a distance of approximately 500 feet behind the wall. 

You stated:  "Since the sound barrier wall was installed on the north bound of [95] 
facing the east, the sound of traffic noise has increased so much! The sound seems to bounce off 
the east walls to the west side where there are no walls especially down Stansfield Rd." 

Noise reflecting from a single barrier would not contribute perceptibly to the overall level 
of noise. For a change in noise level to be perceived by the human ear, noise increases (or 
decreases) must be at least 3-decibels, which corresponds to a doubling or halving of the total 
sound energy. Because sound (or noise) is energy and it diminishes over distance, the sound 
waves that travel to the barrier reflect and then travel back across the highway to a home or other 
receptor are significantly reduced in intensity when compared to the sound that emanates directly 
from the highway. These less-intense, reflected sound waves contribute very little to the overall 
level of noise attributable to the highway traffic. Industry experience and research has shown 
that the maximum contribution of reflected noise in these types of situations is limited to 1 to 
2-decibels or less. 

In this particular case and with the very wide median between the northbound and 
southbound lanes of 1-95 (approximately 100-175 feet), the reflected noise component, 
particularly from the southbound lanes, would be greatly diminished. Therefore, the reflected 
noise contributes imperceptibly to the overall level of noise from 1-95.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email to Mr. John Concannon, State Highway 
Administration Assistant District Engineer for Traffic, and your telephone conversation with Mr. Ted 
Severe, of our staff, regarding highway traffic noise near the Papillon/Ellicott Overlook community along 
the northbound ramp from US 29 to eastbound US 40 in Howard County. I appreciate the opportunity to 
respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated 'Type I" and 'Type 11." In "Type I" situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
improve this portion of US 29 that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

Traffic noise impacts for the most recently completed improvements were analyzed for an 
environmental evaluation which was approved in 1995. Our records indicate that your community was 
constructed beginning in 1998, after the State received environmental approval. The developer would 
have had access to this information in making decisions on where to construct homes. The only way for 
the Papillon/ Ellicott Overlook community to have been considered for abatement at the time of the pre- 
construction re-evaluation was if the actual design of the highway improvements was going to be 
substantially different than the design utilized for the environmental analysis. Since no changes were 
made in the design of the highway improvements adjacent to this community, this area could not be 
further considered for a Type I barrier. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our 'Type 11," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type 11 program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type 11 barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade 
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be 
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

The State Highway Administration has evaluated the Papillon/Ellicott Overlook community's 
eligibility for our Type II sound barrier program as outlined above. Our evaluation has determined that 
the homes in the community were built between 1998 and 2000, after the 1966 dualization of US 29 in 
this area. Based on this information, the Papillon/Ellicott Overlook community cannot be considered for 
a Type II sound barrier. 

When it is determined that a community does not meet the date criterion under either Type I or 
Type II, SHA cannot provide any alternatives such as plantings for a visual screen. Therefore, we must 
respectfully deny your request for plantings to provide a visual screen for the Papillon/Ellicott Overlook 
community.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. Ted Severe, of 
our staff, on behalf of your neighbors, Mr. Ernest Staples and Mr. Norris Sheppard, of 12221 and 
12225 Cedar Hill Drive, Silver Spring, in the Rolling Acres community along southbound US 29 
south of Tech Road in Montgomery County. You expressed concerns regarding highway traffic 
noise coming from US 29 into your community. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your 
inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of US 29 that would warrant a Type I sound 
barrier evaluation. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone conversation with Mr. Ted Severe, of 
our staff, regarding a sound barrier along southbound US 29 adjacent to the Oakhurst community 
just north of the US 29/Green Castle Road intersection in Montgomery County. I appreciate the 
opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we are in the preliminary design phase to convert the intersection of US 29 and Green 
Castle Road to an interchange. The impact of future highway traffic noise resulting from the 
construction of the interchange has been studied. The design for the interchange includes sound 
barriers in three of the four quadrants of the proposed interchange: both sides of the interchange 
along southbound US 29; and along northbound US 29 as it approaches Green Castle Road. 

The sound barrier to protect the homes along Athey Drive would be approximately 2,400 
feet long and consist of segments of barrier ranging in height from 10 to 20 feet. This barrier 
design would reduce predicted highway traffic noise levels between 7 and 13 decibels. The 
project has been funded only for preliminary design at this time. As more information regarding 
this interchange project is developed, we would be pleased to keep you informed. If you have 
questions regarding the US 29/Green Castle Road interchange project, please do not hesitate to 
contact Mr. Jeff Folden, Project Manager in our Office of Highway Design, at 410-545-8814 or, 
by email, at jfoldenl @sha.state.md.us.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent telephone calls regarding the results of the 
highway noise analysis performed for the Church Lane Drive community, adjacent to eastbound 
1-70 just east of Rogers Avenue in Howard County. I appreciate your patience while we 
conducted this analysis and the opportunity to provide you with the results. 

The results of our initial field measurement program are summarized in the series of 
enclosed maps. The goal in this study was to determine the extent of highway traffic noise 
impacts in the community along Church.Lane Drive and adjacent to 1-70. Recognizing the 
variable nature of highway traffic noise, four sets of measurements were taken on two different 
days and included both short-term tests (duration of 20 minutes each) and tests over a full, 24- 
hour period. The purpose of the 24-hour testing was to determine the worst-case noise hour (or 
hours, based on the prevailing freely-flov/ing traffic. All the data reported is based on noise 
levels determined from the worst-case noise hour. Noise level data collected during periods 
when traffic backs up or stop-and-go conditions prevailed was, as would be expected, lower due 
to decreased travel speeds on 1-70. 

For a property to be considered impacted by traffic noise, the average noise level must 
reach or exceed 66 decibels, the State Highway Administration's (SHA) impact threshold. As 
can be seen in the data shown on Maps 2, 2A, 2B, and 2C, the noise levels at a majority of the 
homes in the community ranged from 49 to 64 decibels. At only one property, 8422 Church 
Lane Drive, and during two of the four test periods did the average noise level reach or exceed 
66 decibels. It should be noted that the only receptors that were close to or above the impact 
threshold were located in the extended backyard areas of the properties. Noise levels did not 
reach or exceed the impact threshold near any of the dwellings in the community. Based on the 
initial measurement results, further consideration of a noise barrier for the community is not 
warranted at this time. 

However, because of the marginal nature of the measurement results, it is proposed to 
retest the community in the Fall of this year. We will, at that time, contactthe property owners 
where testing was done previously. Upon completion of this next round of noise testing, the 
final report will be compiled and the results shared with the community.

Thank you for your recent email regarding a sound barrier for the Timberlawn community along 
the eastbound 1-270 East Spur just before the 1-270 East Spur/MD 187 (Old Georgetown Road 
interchange in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to your inquiry. 

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 
circumstances, designated 'Type I" and "Type II." In "Type I" 'situations, barriers are considered when a 
new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this time, we have no plans to 
further improve this portion of 1-270 East Spur that would warrant a Type I sound barrier evaluation. 

For the most recent widening of the 1-270 East Spur (in the median) adjacent to the Timberlawn 
community in the early 1990s, SHA performed an environmental analysis to determine if future noise 
levels would equal or exceed the 66 decibel impact threshold and would increase by 5 decibels over the 
condition of not improving the highway and, if so, whether those noise levels could be reduced for a 
reasonable cost. Affected homes must have predated the approval of the highway improvements. The 
Timberlawn community was analyzed in the March 1997 Finding of No Significant Impact 1-270 atMD 
187 and 1-270 Spur at Democracy Boulevard. The analysis determined that the change in noise levels 
would be two decibels over the condition of not building the improvement. Based on this information, 
noise abatement was not recommended. i 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not apply- 
communities may be considered for our "Type II," or "retrofit,'' sound barrier program. The intent of the 
Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental 
analyses became a part of the highway development process. A number of criteria must be met for a 
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an 
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition, 
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade 
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be 
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or 
exceed the 66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.

This letter is a follow-up to your recent email inquiry regarding a sound barrier for the 
Lions Gate community along eastbound MD 32 before thb Sappington Station Road bridge over 
MD 32 in Anne Arundel County.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two 

circumstances, designated "Type I" and "Type 11." In "Type I" situations, barriers are 
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this 
time, we have no plans to improve this portion of MD 32 that would warrant a Type I sound 
barrier evaluation. In the 1983 Final Environmental Impact Statement for Maryland Route 32 
(Patuxent Freeway) from Maryland Route 32 west of the Howard/Anne Arundel County Line to 
MD Rte. 3 in Anne Arundel County, Maryland, the area that presently comprises the Lions Gate 
community was undeveloped and, therefore, no noise abaitement was proposed. 

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded-so that Type I criteria do not 
apply-communities may be considered for our "Type II,":or "retrofit," sound barrier program. 
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were 
built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway development process. A 
number of criteria must be met for a Type II barrier to beiapproved. First, the county in which 
the community is located must have an ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic 
noise on new residential development. In addition, the highway in question must be a 
controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade intersections). If both of 
these conditions exist, then all of the following technical briteria must also be met: the majority 
of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or exceed the 
66-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for $50,000 or 
less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund 
20 percent of the barrier cost.
