This is a follow-up to our April 13 letter regarding noise measurements taken along Breezewick
Circle in the Cromwell Valley community, adjacent to the ramp from northbound Providence Road to
eastbound 1-695, in Baltimore County. I appreciate the opportunity to update you on the noise study.

Our preliminary investigation found that, while Mr. Joseph Mackin’s home at 914 Breezewick
Circle does not receive sixty-six decibels of highway traffic noise from I-695, one or more other homes
along Breezewick Circle, closer to I-695, are impacted at the sixty-six-decibel level. The Cromwell
Valley community meets the date and highway traffic noise impact eligibility criteria for our Type II
sound barrier program. We next need to determine if an effective sound barrier can be constructed to
reduce the highway traffic noise at the most severely impacted homes and be within the program’s cost- -
per-residence guideline of $100,000 per impacted and benefited residence.

This determination will require a full sound barrier analysis. As a result of the cost and time
involved with such a study, we will first need to poll the affected property owners to determine their
consensus regarding the construction of a sound barrier adjacent to their community. We would conduct
this poll by written, mail-in ballot and would need to receive a seventy-five percent concurrence from the
affected property owners. ;

If this concurrence is achieved, we anticipate being able to report the result of the study
approximately nine months later. If this concurrence is achi¢ved and the study determines that an
effective sound barrier can be constructed within our cost guidelines, Baltimore County would need to
agree to fund twenty percent of the project’s cost of engineering and construction before the State could
identify funding for the project and add the project to the list of sound barrier projects already waiting for
funding. Currently, no funding is available for new Type II sound barrier projects through FY 2010.
When the State is able to add funding to the program, communities in counties that have already
committed their cost shares would be funded first. At this time, there are five communities, in three
counties, that are waiting for funding for Type II sound barriers.

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The State Highway Administration (SHA) also has plans to widen the portion of I-695 in this -
area. Should the outcome of the sound barrier analysis show:that a barrier for the Cromwell Valley
community would be both reasonable and feasible, such a barrier would have to be placed so as not to be
impacted by an eventual widening of I-695. If such a placement cannot be achieved, construction of a
sound barrier would have to wait until 1-695 in this area is widened. To fully appreciate this last
statement, I would note that funding for design and construction of the widening is not available at this
time. As a result, it is not possible to say when this widening might occur.

Thank you for your letter to Mr. Charles B. Adams, the State Highway Administration’s (SHA)
Director of Environmental Design, on behalf of your constituent, Mr. Joseph Mackin, of 914 Breezewick
Circle, Towson, Maryland. Mr. Mackin spoke to you about the highway traffic noise near his home,
which is located in the vicinity of Providence Road and I-695, m Baltimore County. I appremate the
opportunity to respond to your inquiry.

The SHA considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances, designated “Type I’ and
“Type IL.” In “Type I” situations, barriers are considered when a new highway is being built or an
existing highway is being expanded. At this time, SHA has long-term plans to widen I-695 between 1-83
and MD 702. The:1991 environmental document, Finding of No Significant Impact, Contract No. B635-
101-472, Interstate 695, Baltimore Beliway, MD 140 to MD- 702, Baltimore County Maryland, indicated
that the area between Providence Road and Loch Raven Boulevard met Type I criteria for noise
abatement and would be considered further, once the project moved into the final design stage. The only
area that is presently funded for design, however, is between Perring Parkway and Harford Road
(MD 147). The area near Mr. Mackin’s home, between Providence Road and Loch Raven Boulevard, has
not been funded, either for design stage or for construction. |

When a highway already exists and is zot being expanded—so that Type I criteria do not apply—
communities may be considered for our “Type IL” or “retrofit,” sound barrier program. The intent of the
Type I program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental
analyses became a part of the highway- development process. A number of criteria must be met for a
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an
ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition,
the highway in question must be a controlled-access highway (one with interchanges rather than at-grade
intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be.

- met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or .

exceed the sixty-six-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possxble to build an effective barrier for
$50,000 or less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund
twenty percent of the barrier cost.

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The SHA evaluated the Cromwell Valley community along Breezewick Circle for eligibility for a
Type II sound barrier, as outlined above. Our investigation detetmined that the majority of the homes that
could be impacted, do, in fact, predate the 1962 opening of I-695. Based on this information, SHA will
conduct a Type II highway traffic noise level study to determine'the impacts in the community. We
anticipate that this study will be completed by the end of September.

The SHA considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances, designated “Type I’ and
“Type IL” In “Type I” situations, barriers are considered when a new highway is being built or an
existing highway is being expanded. At this time, SHA has long-term plans to widen I-695 between 1-83
and.MD 702. The 1991 environmental document, Finding of No Significant Impact, Contract No. B635-
101-472, Interstate 695, Baltimore Beltway, MD 140 to MD 702, Baltimore County Maryland, indicated
that the area between Providence Road and Loch Raven Boulevard met Type I criteria for noise
abatement and would be considered further, once the project moved into the final design stage. The only
area that is presently funded for design, however, is between Perring Parkway and Harford Road
(MD 147). The area near Mr. Mackin’s home, between Providence Road and Loch Raven Boulevard, has

not been funded, either for design stage or for construction. -

When a highway already exists and is not being expla.nded—so that Type I criteria do not apply—
communities may be considered for our “Type IL,” or “retrofit,” sound barrier program. The intent of the
Type I program is to address areas of noise impact along highways that were built before environmental
analyses became a part of the highway-development process. A number of criteria must be met for a
Type II barrier to be approved. First, the county in which the community is located must have an

* ordinance that addresses the impact of highway traffic noise on new residential development. In addition,

the highway in question must be a controlled-access highwa{y (one with interchanges rather than at-grade

intersections). If both of these conditions exist, then all of the following technical criteria must also be
met: the majority of impacted homes must predate the highway; existing noise levels must equal or
exceed the sixty-six-decibel impact threshold; and it must be possible to build an effective barrier for
$50,000 or less per benefited home. If all of these criteria are met, the county must then agree to fund

twenty percent of the barrier cost.

This letter is a follow-up to our recent meeting regardmg Anne Arundel County s noise
regulations. I appreciate the opportunity to provide a list of revised noise-sensitive use area setback
distances from our fully controlled-access highways.

The following, revised setback table for various highways with wider sections was prepared using
TNM version 2.5 and assumes a soft, flat ground relationship between the highway and the adjacent land
with no barriers or obstacles. Noise-sensitive use areas with hard ground or water features between the
use and the highway may require more distance than is listed. Conversely, a noise-sensitive use area that
has a natural or artificial barrier, such as a berm, may yield smaller setback requirements. A thorough
noise analysis will provide the best information relative to each proposed development.

I also wanted to follow up on our meeting of November 29 where we reviewed the noise analysis
of a proposed subdivision along MD 10. The County forwarded a noise report which proposed traffic
noise impacts in areas most home-owners would deem to be frequent human use areas. Given that Anne
Arundel County forwarded the report to us to review for technical accuracy, we assumed that the County
supported the proposed outcome to be acceptable. A review of the current Anne Arundel development
regulation language indicates that noise levels of sixty-six decibels is acceptable to the County “at the
building.” This change in local regulations is inconsistent with the policy of the State Highway
Administration, as well as that of the Federal Highway Administration, which encourages local
jurisdictions to prevent noise-sensitive land uses from being developed adjacent to areas with impact
levels of traffic noise. As a result, the State Highway Administration may not be able to honor requests to
fund Type II noise abatement projects in Anne Arundel County until such time as this situation is
rectified.

I apprecrate the opportunity to
provideé our comments on the developer’s, Brookshlre Builders, Inc., noise evaluation as
prepared by Staiano Engineering.

The noise evaluation presents data that indicates that, after the development is completed,

there would still be traffic noise impacts for at least four of the properties in what most
homeowners would consider to be frequent human-use areas. This outcome is inconsistent with
the State’s goal of encouraging local jurisdictions to prevent traffic noise impacts of sixty-six
decibels or more for noise-sensitive land uses such as residential developments. The State
Highway Administration strongly encourages Anne Arundel County not to approve such
outcomes in these circumstances.

The following, revised setback table was prepared using TNM version 2.5 and assumes a
soft, flat ground relationship between the highway and the adjacent land with no barriers or
obstacles. Noise-sensitive use areas with hard ground or water features between the use and the
highway may require more distance than is listed. Conversely, a noise-sensitive use area that has
a natural or artificial barrier, such as a berm, may yield smaller setback requirements. A
thorough noise analysis will provide the best information relative to each proposed development.

“I write today on behalf of Mr. Julius Uwansc and the residents of the Featherbed Park community who
have been in contact with my office — and with the State Highway Administration (SHA) — asking for assistance in
securing the installation of a sound barrier.

“After studying the history of the Featherbed Park neighborhood as well as the State regulations governing
the installation of sound barriers, Mr. Uwansc has found that some of the homes in his community pre-date
improvements made to the Baltimore Beltway (1-695). Under State regulations, the age of these homes could
potentially make the community eligible for a sound barrier. A copy of Mr. Uwansc’s most recent correspondence
to my office on this matter is enclosed for your reference.

“On behalf of Mr. Uwansc, I ask that SHA re-examine the eligibility of the Featherbed Park community for
sound barriers. I know that the installation of these barriers would significantly reduce noise pollution in that
neighborhood and I would appreciate any assistance that you could provide to hiin and the Featherbed Park
community.”

“On behalf of the residents and neighbors of this community 1 thank the Honorable Elijah E. Cunmings for hlS efforts and time in agreeing
to look into this miserable condition we find ourselves. Also, we thank our Honorable and respected County Executive, Hon. James Smith, Jr.

Lastly, though not the least, we sincerely thank our able and respected Secretary, State Highway Administration, Robert L. Flanagan and Mr.
Charles B. Adams, Director of Environmental Design, SHA. We extend our greetings to you all.

“We are in receipt of the responses to our July 2005 letter sent to Congressman Cummings and Hon. James Smith. Also received are the
responses from the State Highway Administration, Office of the Secretary. The conclusion is that we are not entitled to a sound barrier per the
criteria and policy/laws passed in 1998. After careful review of these letters and criteria set forth in these letters the following are our contentions:

1. The Baltimore Beltway (1-695) was opened in 1962 with two lanes in each direction. In 1966 a third lane was added and in 1977 a

Jourth lane was added in the median in both directions. '

Comment: The homes in the Featherbed community were built between 1966 and 1970 and not 1968 after the initial 2-lane
construction of 1-695 in 1962. Since then the highway has undergone two more improvements in 1966 and 1977. The
truth of the matter is that, some homes in our community existed prior to or in 1966 when the third lane was added, and
in 1977 when the fourth lane was added. So, our community has experienced two major highway improvements or
expansions.

“TYPE

“Type 1 Sound Barrier is a sound barrier for new construction, or reconstruction, of a state highway. A community may be eligible for this
type of sound barrier if it first meets the General Eligibility Criteria and the following Type I Criteria:

a) The majority of the impacted homes existed prior to the date of approval of the proposed highway improvements.

b) the existing noise levels are projected to increase by 10 decibels.

¢) The noise levels from the planned highway improvements will result in an increase of noise levels by three decibels or more.

“1) From (a) above, some homes in our community existed prior to/in 1966 when the 1-695 had its second improvement through the
addition of the third lane on both sides. Also, all homes in our community existed prior tofin 1977 when the 1-695 had its fourth lane improvement

_through the addition of the fourth lane on both sides.

“2) Criteria (b) above has seen an increased in the noise levels by more than 60 decibels since 1966/1977 during which time the first set of
homes were built in our community.

“3) Criteria (c) above has resulted in a tremendous increase in noise levels especially with the addition of the third and fourth lanes of I-
695 in 1966 and 1977, in addition to the number and types of vehicles that use the highway. Consequently, it is noted that instead of having three
decibels we are having more than twenty times that number. .

“It is important to define the word “improvement” as used in the criteria (a) above. The Webster's Il New College Dictionary defines

.improvement as 1) “to become or get better” and 2) “to make advantageous additions or changes”. This means altering the original state of
something through some form of modifications — additions or changes. The 1-695 has undergone three major improvements, modifications, and
expansions; consequently, we are eligible to have a sound barrier per TYPE I criteria above. Let us accept the fact that the policy of sound barrier
was put in place in 1998, but the obvious fact remains the “the highway has come closer to our homes” unlike what it used to be in 1962 to 1977
after the second expansion. In addition 10 this encroachment toward our homes, the number of vehicles and the kind of vehicles have increased more
than a hundred times what it used to be then. The Traffic is heavier, noisiet and constitutes a health hazard 1o every living thing within the view of
the highway.

“It is estimated that about 150,000+ vehicles use the 1-695 daily and the number of decibels emitted by these vehicles have gone far beyond
what is tolerable in a healthy society. We request that the SHA re-evaluate the sound decibels our neighborhood is exposed 1o, and the long term
effect. (Refto Washington, DC where black kids were exposed to Lead in their drinking water over many years, even though many residents cried
out loud but no one listened until these kids started developed brain and neurological problems).

“CONCLUSION

“The Baltimore County Government and the State Highway Administration have treated the residents of these neighborhoods with
disdain, ignominy and disrespect because of demography and the racial makeup of the neighborhood. It is the view of residents of these communities
that if “we” were different or if we were “privileged”, this sound barrier would have been built long time ago irrespective of policy or year it came
into effect. For many years we have endured this problem...sleeping with it and waking up every morning to relive it again. It is rumored that some
county officials designate our neighborhood as irrelevant, because we do not generate enough revenue for the County; therefore, we are as good as
not been there. The County Executive and its Officers cannot convince us that it has no funds to augment what the SHA will allocate, or come up
with a plan to minimize highway noise.

“It is time we state the reason why the sound barrier has not been built for the area that has been approved. In early 2000, the Greenlawn-
Windsor Park.area was found to be eligible for a Type 1l sound barrier under the State’s Sound Barrier Program. Why is this project still in limbo?
Is it the same reason of demography or economic base or race?

“We have noted that State Highway 450 has already had a very beautiful sound barrier erected even before the road construction was
completed. Why is that? Is it not from the same fund that the state of Maryland disburses funds for these projects? Is Prince George’s County more
interested in the well-being of their citizens more than Baltimore County? These questions are some of the many questions that are troubling us and
we want answers. We are hoping that our neighborhood will receive a fairly fair treatment not reminiscent of the New Orleans black residents.

“Our respected Hon. Representative, our Beloved County Executive and all respected Officers of the SHA, we have spoken our minds and
whether it is truth or not remains to be seen in the way we are treated. It remains to be seen in the way our lives are slipping away due to
environmental noise and hazards. It remains to be seen in the way we are chastised for speaking our minds. Race and demography play a role
Ninety-nine percent of the times in every issue in our country. No one wants to admit the truth. Action speaks louder than words, so the saying goes.

As we shared with Senator Cummings, the
State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two circumstances,
designated “Type I" and “Type IL” The revised Sound Barrier Policy that was adopted in May 1998 had
various changes to the way we evaluate and consider barriers under Type I that were not in effect in 1977
and cannot be retroactively applied to previous decisions.

The Baltimore Beltway (I-695), in the vicinity of the Featherbed Park community, began
construction in the 1950s but was not opened as a continuous system until 1962 with two lanes in each
direction. In 1966, a third lane was added in the median in both directions. In our 1997 Type I analysis,
all of the impacted homes were in section ‘C’ (lots 1 through 4 and 6 through 17) of Featherbed Park,
which were constructed from 1968 through 1970. In 1977, a fourth lane was added in the median in both
directions. The original highway and the first (1966) lane addition were designed and constructed before

We were unable to locate specific noise study information relating to the 1977 widening,
therefore, SHA will conduct a Type I sound barrier re-analysis of the Featherbed Park community using
- the model, data, and criteria in effect when the 1977 widening improvements were made. We anticipate
being able to complete this re-analysis and report the findings by the end of August

Your letter referred to the delay in providing a sound barrier for the Greenlawn-Windsor Park
community just north of the Mahogany Park and Featherbed Park communities. In early 2000, SHA
announced that the Greenlawn-Windsor Park community met all of the technical requirements for a Type
II sound barrier. In May 2000, Baltimore County agreed to fund 20 percent of the barrier construction
cost for nine Type II sound barrier projects in Baltimore County. The construction cost matches were to
be spread over Fiscal Years 2002 thru and including 2004. During that same time, the State began seeing
strong increases in the cost of construction for sound barriers and other structures which pushed the costs
of the projects much higher than originally anticipated. In May 2003, Baltimore County wrote to SHA

- and indicated that the County was not committing funds for the construction of any sound barrier projects

until there was an improvement in the economic climate that Maryland and all of the counties were
experiencing at that time. Therefore, the Baltimore County Type II sound barrier projects were shelved at
the County’s request until the economy improved and the County could recommit their funding match. In
December 2004, Baltimore County determined that it could recommit funds for approved Type Il sound
barrier projects in the County. In September 2005, a joint Baltimore County/SHA announcement was
made that five Baltimore County sound barrier projects were being funded: Woodholme Avenue (I-695
at MD 140), Priceville (I-83 at Belfast Road), Chesaco Avenue (outer loop 1-695), Oriole Avenue (outer
loop I-695) and Greenlawn-Windsor Park (I-695 at Windsor Mill Road). It is anticipated that
construction activities for Greenlawn-Windsor Park will begin in the Summer of 2008. The project is
estimated to take approximately one year to complete.

On behalf of the residents and neighbors of this community I thank the Honorable Eljjah E.
Cummings for his cfforts and time in agreeing to look into this miserable condition we find
ourselves. Also, we thank our Honorable and respected County Executive, lHon. James Smith, Ir.
Lastly, though not the least, we sincerely thank our able and respected Secretary, State Highway
Administration, Robert L. Flanagan and Mr. Charles B. Adams, Dirvector of Environmental
. Design, SHA. We extend our greetings to you all.

We are in receipt of the responses to our July 2005 letter sent to Congressman Cummings and
Hon. Jarnes Smith. Also received are the responses from the State Highway Administration,
Office of the Secretary. The conclusion is that we are not entitled to a sound barrier per the

criteria and policy/laws passed in 1998. After careful review of these letters and criteria set forth
in these letters the following are our contentions:

1. The Baltimore Beltway (I-695) was opencd in 1962 with two lanes in each direction. Tn
1966 a third-lane was added and in 1977 a fourth lane was added in the median iv both
directions.

Comment: The homes in Featherbed community were built between 1966 and 1970, and
not 1968 after the initial 2-lane construction of I-695 in 1962. Since then the
highway has undergone two more improvements in 1966 and 1977. The truth
of the matter is that, some homes in our community existed prior to or in
1966 when the third lane was added, and 1977 when the fourth lane was
added. So, our community has cxpcricnced two major highway
improvements or cxpansions.

Type 1 Sound Barrier is a sound barrier for ncw construction, or reconstruction, of a state

highway. A community may b eligible for this type of sound barricr if it first meets the General
Eligibility Criteria and the following Type I criteria:

a) The majority of thc impacted homes existed prior to the date of approval of thc proposed
highway improvements.

b) the existing noisc levels ate projected to increase by 10 decibels.

¢) The noise levels from the planned highway improvements will result in an increase of
noise levels by three decibels or more.

1) From (a) above, somc homes in our community existed prior to/in 1966 when the 1-695 had its
second improvement through the addition of the third lanc on both sides. Also, all homes in our
communily existed prior to/in 1977 when the 1-695 had its foutth [une improvement through the
addition of the fourth lanc¢ on both sides.

2) Criteria (b) above has seen an increased in the noise levels by more than 60 decibels since
1966/1977 during which time the first set of homes were built in our community.

J— - e . -

3) Criteria (c) abovc has resulted in a tremendous increase in noise levels especially with the
addition of the third and fourth lanes of 1-695 in 1966 and 1977, in addition to the number and
types of vehicles that use the highway. Consequently, it is noted that instcad of having three
decibels we are having more than twenty times that number.

It is important to define the word “improvement” as used in the criteria (a) above. The Webster’s
IT New College Dictionary defines improvement as 1) “to becorme or get better” and 2) “to make
advantageous additions or changes”. This means altering the original statc of something through

. some form of meodifications — additions or changes. The I-695 has undergone three major
improvements, modifications and expansions; consequently, we are eligible to have a sound
barrier per TYPE I critcria above. Let us accept the fact that the policy of sound barricr was put in
place in 1998, but thc obvious fact remains that “the highway has come closer to our homes™
unlike what it used to be in 1962 to 1977 after the second expansion. In addition to this
encroachment toward our homes, the number of vehicles and the kind of vchicles have increased
morc than a hundred times what it used to be then. The Traffic is heavier, noisier and constitutes
a health hazard to every living thing within the view of the highway.

It is estimated that about 150,000+ vehicles use the I-695 daily and the number of decibels emitted
by these vehicles have gone far beyond what is tolerable in a healthy society. We request that the
SHA re-evaluate the sound decibels our neighborhood is ¢xposcd to, and the long term effect.

(Ref to Washington, DC where black kids were exposed to Lead in their drinking water over
many ycars, even though many residents cried out aloud but no one listened until these kids
started developed brain and neurological problems).

CONCLUSION

The Baltimore County Government and the Statc Highway Administration have trcated the
residents of these neighborhoods with disdain, ignominy and disrespect because of demography
and the racial makcup of the neighborhood. It is the view of residents of thesc communities that if
“we” were different or if we were “privileged”, this sound barrier would have been built long time
ago irrespective of policy or year it came into etfect. For many years we have endured this
problem. _.sleeping with it and waking up every moming o relive it again. Jt is rumorcd that
some county officials designate our neighborhood as irrelevant, because we do not gencrate
cnough revenue for the County; therefore, we are as good as not been there. The County:

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Executive and its Officers cannot convince us that it has no funds to augment what the SHA will
allocate, or come up with a plan to minimize the highway noise.

Tt is time we state the reason why the sound barrier hag not been built for the area thal has been
approved. In carly 2000, the Greenlawn-Windsor Park arca was found to be cligible for a Type 11
sound barrier under the State’s Sound Barrier Program. Why is this project still in limbo? Is'it
the same reason of demography or economic base or race?

We have noted that State Highway 450 has already bad a very beautiful sound barrier erected

cven before the road construction was completed. Why is that? Is it not from the same fund that

the state of Maryland disburses funds for these projects? Is Prince George's County more

interested in the well-being of their citizens more than Baltimore County? These qucstions are

some of thc many questions that are troubling us and we want answers. We are hoping that ouy
néightorlicod will receive a fairly fairueatment not remimiscent of-the New Orleans black—~ - - . — .
residents,

Our Respected Hop. Representative, our Beloved County Executive and all respected Officess of
the SHA, we have spoken our minds and whether it is the truth or not remains to bc scen in the
way we arc treated. Tt remains to be scea in the way our lives are slipping away due to '
environmental noise and bazards.

"Benefited" homes are those for which a barrier will provide at least a three-decibel reduction
in highway noise (if they are impacted) or a five-decibel reduction (if they are not impacted). We will
distribute vote cards to qualifying owners who attend the meeting and will mail vote cards, along with
materials that are distributed at the meeting, to qualifying owners who are unable to attend.

_ Thank you for meeting with Mr. Charles B. Adams, the State Highway Administration’s
(SHA) Director of Environmental Design, earlier this year regarding a sound barrier for the
Carderock Springs community, located along the outer loop of I-495 between Seven Locks and
Persimmon Tree Roads, in Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to provide the
following information.

The SHA will initiate detailed preliminary engineering studies to confirm or revise the
current cost estimate for a barrier for this community. It is anticipated that this information will
bé available by the end of this year and we will be happy to provide you with it as soon as it is
ready. .

At the February 8 meeting, questions were raised with regard to the funding position that
Carderock Springs might have relative to other communities that are eligible for sound barriers.
The communities of White Oak in Prince George’s County and Relay in Baltimore County have
firm funding commitments from their respective counties. The Consolidated Transportation
Program shows $31.6 million in the program period for sound barrier construction, which has
been allocated to projects that are either under construction or will be under construction during

‘the program period through 2011. In FY 2007, $7.8 million has been allocated for the
construction of Type II sound barrier commitments made in year 2000. At this time, the State
does not have enough funds allocated to start construction on both the White Oak and Relay
projects. With a written commitment from Montgomery County pursuant to Secretary Robert L.
Flanagan’s letter of February 21, 2006, Carderock Springs could be placed next in line after
these two projects, if no other counties make financial commitments for eligible Type II barriers

first. Please understand that this is not a commitment to fund a barrier for Carderock Springs in
any particular year.

SUBJECT: Summary of meeting regarding a sound barrier for the Carderock Springs
community.

On February 8, 2006, I met with Senator Brian Frosh, Delegates Bill Bronrott and Susan
Lee and several members of the Carderock Springs community regarding their request for
a sound barrier. Carderock Springs is located adjacent to the outer loop of the Capital
Beltway in Montgomery County, between River Road and Persimimon Tree Road.
Carderock Springs is one of the six (6) original communities covered in'the CABN
agreement dated August 1989, but did not choose to pursue the offer made by SHA to
share in the cost of a sound barrier. Subsequently, in January 2000, after a renewed
request.for a sound barrier from the community, Governor Parris Glendening agreed to
re-extend the original CABN offer to those communities that did not choose to pursue

* barriers originally. Meetings were held with the community in 2000- 2001 to share
information about the process for pursuing a funding agreement with Montgomery
County and SHA. It was indicated at that time that there was no funding available for a
barrier through SHA FY 2006 and that the earliest that funding might become available
was FY 2007. The community took that to mean that a barrier would be funded by SHA
in FY 2007. It was explained in a letter under Administrator Pedersen’s signature that no
funding for new sound barrier projects was available through FY 2010. The community
requested a meeting through Senator Frosh to present their case for funding.

After lengthy discussion about the funding process for sound barriers, the community
" made several requests as follows:

1. Is Carderock Springs in the queue for sound barrier funding?

The community was asked to poll the impacted homeowners in 2007 to
determine if a minimum of 75% were in favor of pursuing funding for a
barrier. This requirement was met in August 2001. The community feels
that this should be the date that established when they became “in-line” for
funding, as they had made the commitment to pursue and Montgomery
County had agreed to participate based on the original CABN agreement.

2. If the answer to Question 1 is that they joined the funding queue in 2001, ’
how many other communities are in front of them? -

I indicated that there were several communities that have been waiting for
funding long before 2001, in Baltimore and Prince Georges Counties,
where we have a funding commitment from those counties when state
funding becomes available. I also indicated that there are a number of

 communities that meet the eligibility criteria in Anne Arundel and Howard
counties, but we have not yet gotten a commitment for the local funding’
for these communities. Senator Frosh asked for a letter confirming that
information. He also asked how much funding for sound barriers was
included in SHA’s capital program for FY 2007.

3. Community representatives asked that the $40,000/residence figure be
raised to the current $50,000/residen_ce threshold because as costs have
escalated over time, the $40,000/residence has remained static.

Iindicated that I would raise this question within SHA.

4. They also asked if a meeting with Secretary Flanagan would be of any
benefit to their case? '

Thank you for your letter of support for Delegate Luiz R.S. Simmons regarding noise abatement
for the West End Park community, adjacent to northbound 1-270 north of the
1-270/MD 28 interchange in Rockville, Montgomery County. I appreciate the opportunity to respond to
you.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) has reviewed the 1983 environmental noise analysis,
which was conducted for the improvements to I-270, from the I-270 Y (spur) to MD 121. While
Woodley Gardens Park was analyzed and found not to be eligible for abatement, it appears that the West
End Park Community may have been assumed to have the same relationship to the proposed highway
improvements as the park and, therefore, to fail eligibility under the same criteria.

A review of current topographic information, however, shows that the West End Park community
does not have the same physical relationship to the highway as Woodley Gardens Park. The SHA will
conduct a Type I sound barrier reanalysis of the West End Park community. This reanalysis will use the
original ambient noise and traffic prediction data and will include a more thorough analysis of the homes
closest to I-270 on Owens Court, Owens Street, and Nelson Street. The SHA will then determine whether
the community would have been eligible for a sound barrier, had it been analyzed in this manner n 1983.
We anticipate that this reanalysis will be completed by the end of March and will be pleased to provide
the resuits to you when they are available. ‘

Thank you for your letter to Mr. Charles B. Adams, the State Highway Administration’s
Director of Environmental Design, requesting that noise level measurements be taken along
Central Avenue (MD 214), east of Church Road, in Prince George’s County. I appreciate the
opportunity to respond to your request.

The State Highway Administration (SHA) considers the need for sound barriers in two
circumstances, designated “Type I” and “Type II.” In “Type I” situations, barriers are
considered when a new highway is being built or an existing highway is being expanded. At this
time, we have no immediate plans to improve this portion of MD 214 that would warrant a
Type I sound barrier evaluation.

When a highway already exists and is not being expanded—so that Type I criteria do not
apply-communities may be considered for our “Type IL,” or “retrofit,” sound barrier program.
The intent of the Type II program is to address areas of noise impact along controlled-access
highways that were built before environmental analyses became a part of the highway
development process. A controlled-access highway is one with interchanges, rather than at-
grade intersections. As MD 214 is not a fully controlled-access highway, this area is not eligible
for consideration of a Type II sound barrier. Based on the above information, we must '
respectfully deny your request for a highway traffic noise study along MD 214 east of Church
Road.

* The SHA has a project to enhance several storm water management facilities at several
locations in Prince George’s County. One of these locations is between Central Avenue
(MD 214) and Jerimiah Lane. This project will improve the drainage in this area. In order to
make the improvements, trees will have to be removed. Landscaping is included in the project,
however, and trees ultimately will be replaced in the project area. Construction is anticipated to
begin this Summer for this particular storm water management area. '

This letter is to discuss the status of State Highway Administration’s (SHA) funding of
Type I sound barrier projects in Howard County. At this time, we anticipate the construction of
the barrier for the Atholton Manor community to commence in May of this year.

Since the receipt of your letters of May 6 and September 2, 2003, we do not have a
written re-commitment regarding the County’s intent for funding the remaining Type II projects
on the Howard County eligibility list. These projects include: Allview Estates and Holiday Hills

‘along US29; and Timberview (extended) and Lawyers Hill along I-95. The current Consolidated

Transportation Plan has no new Type II barriers funded in Howard County through fiscal year
2011. We are unable to say, at this time, when funds will be added to the program for new Type
II barriers. Since funds are allocated on a first-come, first-served basis to the Counties, a letter of
intent would be needed to establish your place “in line” when new funds are added to the
program.

With the proposed widening of US 29 from the Little Patuxent River to MD 175, all of
the adjacent communities will be evaluated for eligibility for barriers under the Type I side of the
Policy. This includes the Allview Estates and the Holiday Hills communities, which are on the
Type H-eligible list. . Should they be found to be impacted by the widening, they could be

constructed with the associated widening contract.
