These roads are included
in our inventory of our roads maintained in the County. It
has been proposed that two miles of this 17 be closed perma-
nently and that 11.5 miles be closed for a period of 45 days.

The above closings have been recommended by Frederick
City's Watershed sub-committee as a move to protect wildlife
within the watershed. Before such a move is made, I would
like to determine the impact as far as the State's payment to
Frederick County for these miles of road, as to whether the
11.5 miles will have to be withdrawn from our road maintenance

program.

An early response to this letter will be appreciated since
the City is pusning for action on the closing of these roads.

Pursuant to our telephone conversation of yesterday, I am enclosing
a copy of Article 25, Section 144 of the Annotated Code of Maryland, 1957
edition, pertaining to the widths of roads, together with a copy of a Road
Improvement Report received from the Resident Maintenance Engineer
for the year 1960,

The law and the footnote on the Report specifically state that all
roads shall be at least 30 feet wide. This does not mean that the road
must have a road bearing surface of 30 feet, but it should be within a 30
feet right-of-way.

The Road Improvement Report indicates that the road in question
was improved in 1960 from 12 feet of '""B'' type ‘unimproved road) to 20
feet of "E" type (gravel road) for a distance of 1. 16 miles.

For your information this road, according to our records, has been
in the County system since 1947, and the County has been receiving
monies from the Motor Vehicle Revenue and Gasoline Tax to maintain
same.

The County Commissioners of Frederick County have asked
the writer for information as to securing a list of or the
procedure followed in transferring certain roads from the
Jurisdiction of the State Highway Administration, formerly
State Roads Commission, to County Road System of Frederick
County.

If my memory serves me correctly, sometime in the early
30's the legislature authorized the State Roads Commission to
assume Jurisdiction over the maintenance and possibly the con-~
struction of county roads.
