1. Cherrywood Lane was credited with 0.95 mile. We found that the 
last 0.20 mile was not municipal maintained and adjusted It to 
0.75 mile. 

2. Convalescent Rd. was credited with 0.16 mile. We found the last 
0.02 mile was State Road (Md. 968) and adjusted It to 0.14 mile. 

The above adjustments account for the 0.22 mile difference that appeared between 
the two years In question. Again we would be glad to offer Greenbelt a tabulation 
and map of our current inventory upon request.

I am in receipt of your September 22, 1978 letter notifying the City of the 
recently discovered error in Highway User Revenue Distributions to municipal- 
ities. 

In a letter to Mr. R. C. Pazourek of September 13, 1978, I raised questions 
concerning the amount of Greenbelt's FY 78 fourth quarter payment and whether 
motor vehicle registrations were being properly credited to the City.  One of 
my questions was answered by your letter where you advised that FY 78 distribu- 
tions were adjusted in the fourth quarter to correct the error for that year. 
However, the matter of vehicle registrations is still pending. 

Attached is a list of motor vehicle registrations and road mileage utilized in 
computing the City's share of this revenue for FY 74-78 and estimates for FY 79, 
provided by the Maryland Municipal League. 

From the attached data, two observations are drawn:

Except for 1975, there was negligible growth in motor vehicle 
registrations despite the residential growth that has taken 
place in the City. 

Between 1975 and 1976, SHA records reflected a decrease of 
.22 miles of roadway in the City, which is puzzling since  ' 
there were no street abandonments. 

The aforementioned error in the distribution formula resulted in Greenbelt being 
the only municipality in Prince George's County being overpaid. This was due 
to the City's relatively low street mileage when compared to population and 
registrations. However, if Greenbelt vehicle registrations were not credited 
to the City, then the amount of overpayment would be subject to further adjustment,

We have reviewed Mr. Piendak's letter and wish to offer these comments. 
We discovered no decrease in Greenbelt's mileage between 1975 and 1976, 
but did note a decrease between 1972 and 1973. 

Unfortunately,   we cannot document this decrease because our computer files 
only go back five years.    There are a multitude of reasons this decrease may 
have occurred;  but due to our system of annual review,  we have no reason 
to believe this change was due to error. 

Our inventory of municipal streets is compiled through various sources.    Many 
times this inventory is adjusted because of reports of temporary closings of 
sections of road or because of disputes between local jurisdictions over owner- 
ship. 

We wish we could be more specific; however,   in this case we cannot.    We 
would be glad to offer Greenbelt a tabulation and map of our current inven- 
tory.    Naturally,  we would adjust it to reflect any changes they feel are 
necessary.

It was further 
certified that all roads reported shall have at least a 30 foot right- 
of-way or as specified in Section 145, Article 25 of the Annotated Code 
of Maryland (1973 Replacement Volume).  In essence a road taken into any 
highway system when constructed or reconstructed as the case my be, will 
be reasonable adequate and appropriate to an existing or potential integrated 
secondary highway system. The parking lot and the road into the cemetery 
does not meet the criteria as established by law and cannot be credited 
to the town for the distribution of the Motor Vehicle Revenue Funds.

We have received your letter of July 21,   1975 inquiring as to the maintenance 
jurisdiction of various roads in the Town of Oakland. 

In regard to Sam Snead Circle,  we have copies of the documents you mentioned 
in your letter.    We also have a copy of the 1969 HPS-20M Report wherein you 
claim only 75 feet of Sam Snead Circle as being under Town maintenance.    As 
you know,  the annexation of an area,  in this case Country Club Areas,   does 
not automatically change the ownership of the roads in that area.    We inter- 
preted your reports to mean that you annexed the area,  and changed the Town 
boundaries on our maps accordingly,  but that you only assumed maintenance 
on 75 feet of Sam Snead Circle. 

Cade Street was not included in the 1947 original inventory and has never been 
reported on the HPS-20M Report. 

Both of those sections of Second Street extended and Lake Street questioned in 
your letter are included in our inventory of Oakland and you are getting credit 
for same.    We inadvertently left them off the map sent to Mr.  DeWitt. 

As to "C" Street,  we will change the jurisdiction of that portion between the 
railroad and the Town limits to County maintenance upon receipt of acceptance 
from Mr.  DeWitt.

WHEREAS, heretofore a Petition has been presented to the Mayor and Council 

of Rockville, proposing to enlarge the corporate boundaries of the City of 

Rockville so as to include a tract of land known as the Seldeen Property, 

containing 69.7764 acres of land, more or less, located south of Fields Road, 

and generally east and north of existing corporate boundaries; and thereafter 

upon verification of the requirements of subsection (c) of Article 23A of the 

Annotated Code of Maryland, 1957 Edition, as amended, had been complied with, 

a resolution was introduced proposing to change the boundaries as requested in 

the Petition; and 

WHEREAS, thereafter a public notice of said Resolution was published not
