Subject: Maryland Route 261 in North Beach, Calvert County

On December 15, 1994, the Highway Information Services Division (HISD) received a Memorandum of

Action (dated November 30, 1994) concerning a September 20, 1994 road transfer agreement for certain

sections of MD 261 in the town of North Beach in Calvert County. 1* Street, from Chesapeake Avenue

to Bay Avenue, and Bay Avenue, from 1 Street to 7™ Street, were transferred from SHA maintenance to

North Beach municipal maintenance. As MD 261 entered the town from the south and continued on into

Anne Arundel County, this office retained the MD 261 route designation along these two routes for
’ continuity. The information in this memorandum was all HISD had to work with at that time.

When North Beach sent their 1997 Road Improvement Report to HISD, they also sent their copy of that
1994 road transfer agreement. Upon reading the actual agreement, we discovered a number of additional
items not included in the November 30, 1994 Memorandum of Action:

1. Chesapeake Avenue, from 1* Street to 7 7" Street, and 7" Street, from Chesapeake Avenue to

Bay Avenue (which were formerly municipally maintained), were to be redesignated as MD
261.

SHA would assume maintenance responsibilities for the above roadways.

3. Atsome future date, Chesapeake Avenue, 7" Street, and Bay Avenue (from 7™ Street to the
paper street 11" Street) would be reconstructed by SHA.

4. After the reconstruction, the maintenance of Chesapeake Avenue and 7" Street would be
transferred back to North Beach. The maintenance of Bay Avenue from 7* Street to the Anne
Arundel County line (which is also the North Beach corporate limits) would also be
transferred to North Beach.

On March 31, 1* Street, Bay Avenue, Chesapeake Avenue and 7" Street were re-inventoried. The
sections of 1* Street and Bay Avenue (from 1* Street to 7* Street) received municipal route numbers.
Chesapeake Avenue (from 1* Street to 7* Street) 7" Street (from Chesapeake Avenue to Bay Avenue)
and Bay Avenue (from 7* Street to the Anne Arundel County line) were designated as MD 261,
maintained by SHA. HISD will monitor the reconstruction of Chesapeake Avenue, 7" Street, and Bay

. Avenue (due to begin around November 1998) and proceed with the final transfer phase when the
reconstruction is complete.

THIS AGREEMENT, made thils day of

1994, by and between the State Highway Administration of the

Department of Transportation of Maryland, hereinafter referred to

The "Town of North Beach" will assume all maintenance
responsibilities for Maryland Route 261 (Bay Avenue),
from First Street to Seventh Street, including the stone
revetment which currently is under construction by the
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

4). The . State Highway Administration will designate

Administration at no cost to the "Town of North Beach"
and within the existing right of way, will resurface
Chesapeake Avenue, from First Street to Seventh Street,
and resurface Seventh Street from Chesapeake Avenue to
Bay Avenue when the funds become available.

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BAYWALK PHASE Il ENHANCEMENT PROGRAM PROJECT
FINANCIAL AND SCOPE HISTORY

Project Scope

Phase I included a boardwalk, bicycle lane, and landscaping from 1* Street to 3" Street. The
original award (1/13/93) of $360,000 was increased to $396,000 on 1/1 1/95. Phase I was
completed in August 1995.

May 31, 1993, the Town of North Beach was awarded $631,050 in Enhancement Program
funding for Phase II of the *“Baywalk™ project.

Phase II project limits were from 3 Street to the end of Atlantic Avenue, and extended to a
point just short of a wetland area at the northern end of town.

Bidding and Contract Awarding Activities

The Town was given approval to advertise Phase II-Segment 1 on 8/9/96, with an engineer’s
estimate of $311, 640.

Contracting services for Phase II-Segment 1 were procured using small procurement
procedures for several activities with costs originally estimated to be less than $25,000 per

activity. The Town was told they could only procure services using these procedures if the
cost was less than $25,000 per procurement.

The Town proceeded to procure contracting services, for storm drainage (estimate $16,740/bid

award $30,274), and asphalt paving (estimate $24.1815/bid award $78,273), substantially

above the engineer’s estimate and the $25,000 legal cap for small procurement procedures,

without seeking SHAs approval to award the work for an amount over the engineer’s
estimate.

Scope Changes

Segmenting of Phase II

= Segment lproject limits were from 3% Street to north of 5th Street. The limits were
modified on 8/97 to extend the northern limit to 7" Street, at the Town'’s request. The
funding was taken from that set aside for Phase 1I-Segment 2. This action allowed the
Town to replace an existing portion of the boardwalk that had been washed out by an
early 1997 storm.

= Mayor Hartley indicated, ina 2/25/98 meeting with SHA staff, the Town would like to
add an end point (deck, pedestrian ramps and landscaping) at the 7% Street end of the
boardwalk for about $32,000. The Town is to provide scope revisions, costs, plans and
method of procurement to SHA before proceeding. The Town will be seeking
additional funds to extend the boardwalk beyond 7% Street.

= Segment 2 project limits were from 5% Street to end of Atlantic Avenue, and extending
to a point just short of a wetland area at the northern end of town. Due to cost
overruns, the Town requested the limits be reduced to just 7% to 9° Streets. This was
agreeable as 9" Street was still a logical termini. The limits were shortened on 2/25/98
to just north of 7* Street, creating the end treatment discussed above.

Background: The Department is assisting the Town of North Beach with its revitalization with two SHA
projects: 1) an ISTEA Enhancement project to construct boardwalk through town, and 2) a Neighborhood
Conservation project to rehabilitate MD 261. The description and status of these projects follows.

NEIGEBORHOOD CONSERVATION PROJECT: MD 261

General Project Description

o In spring 1997 the Governor announced this readway improvement as onc of the Department’s 10
Neightorhood Conservation projects totaling $13.2 million.

o The project costis $2,000,000 and includes roadway reconstruction, sidewalk replacement and
improvements, drainage improvements, resurfacing and landscaping work on a portion Chesapeake Ave,
Seventh St., and Bay Avenue in North Beach. The project will begin at the intersection of First Stre2!

and MD 261 (Chesapeake Ave.) and extend in a northern direction to the Anne Arundel County Line for
a 'otal distance of 0.6 miles.

e Currently the design of the project is at Final Review stage and the design 1$ appmxifnate‘.y 85-%0%
complete. Advertisement for construction is scheduled for late July (7/21/98); anticipated constructon
start is expected to be in the late fall (11/98).

Detailed Improvements

o Chesapeake Avenue: Full roadway reconstruction including the replacement of sidewalks, drainage
inlets and pipes will extend along Chesapeake Avenue from First to Seventh Streets. New curb ard
gutter and landscaping will be designed to create protected parking pockets and improve the streetscape
for pedestrians.

o Seventh St. (between Chesapeake Ave. and Bay Avenue): This portion will be reconstructed with
replacement of curb and sidewalk. The new pavement will closely match the existing location and
elevation.
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Bay Avenue: Some sidewalk, curb and gutter will be replaced and added along Bay Avenue. This

portion will be resurfaced rather than fully reconstructed. Drainage improvements will also be included
between Eighth and Ninth Streets.

o Traffic will be maintained on Chesapeake and Bay Avenues during construction

ISTEA ENHANCEMENT PROGRAM PROJECT: NORTH BEACH BAYWALK
This is a three phase project that included a boardwalk, bicycle lane, and landscaping.
Awarded 3}60,000 for Phase ] from 1st Street to 3rd Street, completed August 1995,

Awarded $631,050 for Phase II, Section 1 for boardwalk along Bay and Atlantic Avenues between

3rd and 7th Avenues. $311,640 has been reimbursed and construction of this Phase isto be
completed Summer 1998.

Final phase estimated to cost $600,000 will complete boardwalk south from 7th Street to SI% Ariire

Avenue. Town is likely to ask you for these funds.

The Town understands that these funds are dependent on reauthorization of ISTEA and

compatibility with its Enhancement Program. In January the Governor wrote the town to suggest
they apply for funding after reauthorization.

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= Federal funds authorized for Phase II-Segment 1 (3311,640), were from the Town's
engineer’s estimate of $311, 640, to construct Phase II-Segment 1. This was amended
7/97 to reflect Phase II-Segment 1 limit modifications and some change orders of
$223,404, making available $535,044 of funding for the modified Phase II-Segment 1.

Current Financial Status

o The Town was reimbursed the total revised award amount of $396,000 for Phase I.

o The Town has been reimbursed a total of $311,640.00 for eligible work activities, done on
Phase II-Segment 1.

o Invoices for reimbursement were reduced by excluding charges for sanitary sewer
replacements not required for the project, and not included in the engineers estimate. These
are maintenance activities and are not eligible for reimbursement.

o Calvert County Commissioner (and Mayoral candidate) MarkFrazer has been concermed about
Town procurement activities for this project and the slow pace of the construction between ol

and 7% Streets. (Construction activities began on 2/23/98 for the segment between 5® and 7"
Staeets.)

New Requests
o The Town is requesting “approximately” an additional $600,000 to complete the boardwalk to
the end of Atlantic Avenue, which is the original Phase II northem limit.

o Govemor Glendening’s letter of 1/19/98 states that all Enhancement Program funding has been
allocated and the Town should apply for additional funds after reauthorization.

Recommendations

North Beach should be allowed to utilize their entire existing award to complete the boardwalk
to 7* Street.

e Any additional funds for projects in North Beach should be subject to a competitive process

along with other projects applying for funds under the as yet not reauthorized ISTEA
Enhancement Program. '
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
