Graham Tunnel

The Graham Tunnel was constructed in 1914 during a
modernization program of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
which eliminated miles of track which wound around the
many bends of the Potomac River. The only portion of
the new double track line located in Maryland was this
tunnel. Deck truss bridges in both sides of the tunnel
carry the trains into West Virginia. The tunnel is a
2,000 foot vaulted brick arch supported by a cement
pedestal ten feet above the tracks. Corbeled cement
portals have semicurcular openings flanked by massive
capped pilasters. A decorative capped "datestone"
is at the top of the arched openings.
