Built in 180l by Captain David Lynn of Revolutionary War fame, this
gracious colonial home overlooks the City of Cumberland and the Potomac
River. This, the oldest brick home in Cumberland, is noteworthy because of
the graceful simplicity of its colonial architecture. Throughout 16k years
of use there have been only two minor structural changes and the house has
been beautifully restored in its unique aspects by its present owners,

Mr. & Mrs. James Alfred Avirett. The walls of the house are hung with
many interesting letters and documents that tell of the early life in
Cumberland and of Rose Hill's part in that life. In the house is a wrought
iron chest that belonged to Lord Fairfax and was used by Fairfax and,
Washington to keep their papers and money in when they were surveying the
Northern Neck of Virginia.
