Basically three buildings, two at the rear united by full width lobby addition
at street. Front facade has modilioned cornice with plain frieze panel, paired -
casements with round headed windows in the center bay flanked by 4/4 sash at the
second floor, belt course separates floors; ground floor altered for theatre
entrance but exterior bays are probably original with later doors; marquee later.
Rear buildings exposed at third floor only, with parapet wall at left structure
and simple cornice, building at right has modilioned cornice.
