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HORNER HOUSE - 1900-1911 - North side of Belfast Road, 0.5
mile west of York Road. Large, 2-% story house in Colonial
Revival style, with hip roof, dormers, widow's walk, double
chimneys, clapboard covering. Three bays wide of double sash
windows side by side. Not found in 1915 atlas, but carried
in 1911 tax ledger under holdings of Albert and Harry
Fahnestock, the presumed builders. Dimensions given for the
"mansion” in 1918 tax ledger were 46 x 50 and 17 x 19. House
passed to related family, the Horners. Excellent condition.
