DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (iF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

The Hartley House is located on the corner of Hartley i11 Q024 and
Hillrise Road in 3len Arm, ‘aryland. The east elevation runs parallel
to Tong Green Creek which provided the source of power for the Stone
3rist "1i1ll which dnce existed a few vards fror this house, known as
"Hartley's 111", 7"t conforrs to the slove of the ground which rises
eastwardly in a densely wooded area.

The house is a mid—l@th century, 2% story brick structure covered with
Stucco. Its gable roof, orizinally covered with shingles, now covered
with tar paper runs in a north/south direction. TIts nprincinle (south;
facade is three bays wide, with a shed roofed vporch which extends
across the entire length of the facade. An ell (apendace) wing extends
from the northwest corner. A smaller 2 story gable roof extends from
the nothwest corner. One inside end chimney is located at the north
gable and a second chimney is a central interior chimney.

The south, or entrance facadg-is avproached by a three stone stev
with slate treads which lead un to the slate floored rorch, whichis
sunnorted by an origina’ rouch fieldstone foundation. S3immle sauare
posts suovnort the shed roof. The openings are nlaced symmetrically
across the facade. On the second story, above the shed roof, are a
pair of symmetrically placed windows with £ /€ lights. These are not
aligned with the first story fenestration. 411 of the windows in the
house are surrounded by a thin wooden boarder. Another window with
€/£ liehts is located at the neak of the sable.

The east elevation, which runs narallel to the creek, avpvears to have
three full stories, yet the ground level is actually the cellar (result-
ing from the uneven terrain); a wooden course reoresents the water
table and separates this level from the first and fourth bavs with
windows tetween them.

The rear or north elevation consists of a two bay wide story wing
obscuring the majority of the fenestration of the origina’ block. A
sincle window with €/ lishts is on the second story. A4 2/2 1it
window is at the peak above the second bay, symmetrical.

Cn the first level of the winz a 6/6 and an identical window alisned
above it rest. No corresvondinz ovening is on the southwest. Yet
there are two symmetrical placed windows on the second story and one
2/2 window at the peak of the eable.

The west facade consists of a doorway at the corner (norhtwest), covered
by a shed roof addition. Aligned above this is a &/f window identica?
to those on the notrh and east facades. The second bay consists of a
rrojectinz two story section on the same nlane. On the west facade of
the main tlock there are two centrally located windows on each story.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The significance of the Hartley House centers primarily on the
fact that a stone Grist "ill was once attached to the house by a foot
bridee (photographs of this bridge can be found in the possession
of "rs. Julia Randall). Hartley'’s "ill came into existance when
Paltimorean Thémas Tucas took out a writ of ad quod damnum on Tonc
Green 2ranch. The cut off date of this had been 1766. The site that
the house sits now was owned by Acuilla Hall and in 1815 Robert T.
Hall took over ownership. It was R.7. Ha'?'s that sold the property
to John Reese in 1836. The house was built a little time after that.
John Kennell had refered to this “ill as Gap "ill. There were only
two other mills in this area during this period.

he nare Hartley refers to the last millers to live in this house.
Cesides the stone 2rist mill and house, on this vrovnerty there was
a store with a nost office and a blacksmith shop tha*t can be
documented. There may have been a few other tuildings on the proverty
but there Is no record. One can locate thede structures on the
“altimore County 3idney ‘avp of 1850 under the name of “dward Reese.

of the north wall in the living room is a large fireplace; a louvered
pair of shuttered doorways and a 6/6 window are found on the east wall
and a single exit doorway is located at the notthwest wall. A dog-

leg stair with winders goes to the second story, it is butted against

the west wal in the second room, it is eclosed.

Some architectural distinctions that remain significant to the Hartley
House include¥wooden cornice and baseboard that surround the entire
interior of the house. It is plain trim. The locks and hinges -
around the house are made fron%rass. There are butt hinges and =~
brass plates around the keyholes that are ornately engraved with a
foliated pattern. These are the original hinges and locks.
