! The Doctor Mackie House is located on the east side of
Route 213 just south of the Mason Dixon Line. Although Located in Maryland
it is comsidered to be a part of Lewisville, Pa. It is a large frame house
five bays long by two bays deep and is two stories in height with an attic.
In the central bay of the facade is an entrance with transom and sidelights.
Some inset paneling is found beneath the sidelights. The roof is of gable con
struction and is covered by asphalt shingles. In each gable end of the
house is a brick inside end chimney. The original wooden siding has been
replaced by shingles. The majority of the window sash is six panes over six
with several sash three over six. There is a stone foundation and cellar.

On the north gable end is an entrance with a one bay one story porch.

Behind the house is a meduim isze bank barn with a stone
foundation and board and batten siding. It has a gable roof with wooden
shingles.
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STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The Doctor Mackie House was the residence of a local
country doctor during the latter half of the 19th century. The house is
fairly plain in style and could have been built anytime during the mid to
late part of the century. The house is important in that it helps contri-
bute to the village atmosphere of Lewisville, Pa.
