The 01d Neck Road Methodist “hurch c. 1830-1850 is located
just north of the intersection with Irishtown Road. The
southeast gable end serves as the main facade with the main axis
corresponding to an southeast/northwest orientation.

The 1% story rectangular structure measures 25' 5" by 30° a"
snd rests on an uncoursed fieldstone footing. A local carpenter
described a vertical plank framing system under the Aigm CYteiovr
weatherboards. The siructure is covered with a medium sloped
composition tile gable roof. The eaves are extended and

short returns are found at the base.

The main facade has a central entrance with a 2 light
transom and a slight bead on the surround. A window opening
with shutters closed lights the probable balcony.

The north and south sides have two 12/12 sash windows with
two panel shutters. A recent block stove stack rises on the
northeast side.

The interior was not seen at the +ime of inspection.
