CE-875, CE-876, CE-877 Mt. Zoar Community C. 1860-1890

Mount Zoar is a black settlement that began in the 3rd quarter of
the 19th Century slong Mt., Zoar Road and just west of Route 222,
Approximately one dozen structures stand both along the road and back from
it in no discermable relation to one another. Iocated amoung the standard
two story 2 bay by 1 room frame houses is a frame Methodist church (CE-877)
and a 19th Century frame schoolhouse with projecting entrance and bell tower.
(CE-876). The schoolhouse is ocne of the more unusual of its type in the
