This frame farmhouse is situated in a hilly, semi-wooded area at
the end of Amish Road. The house faces east. The Irvin Platter farmhouse
is a single story, three bay by two bay structure with a gable roof. A
single story shed addition runs along the north elevation. The house can
be entered from the central front entrance and from the facade of
the shed addition.

The house has a central cinderblock chimney. 1/1 sash windows
light the house with six pane windows in the gable ends. The
windows are framed with plain flat boards. The house rests on a cinder-
block foundation. Asphalt sheeting covers the house, framed with corner
boards.

Numerous saddle notched log outbuildings, including a barn, are
located north of the house.

This house is an example of a common Western Maryland type.

Houses

of this general configuration, a rectangular main block, were constructed
in Garrett County from the late 19th through the early 20th centuries.
