New Germany late 19th century

This is a two story, three-bay by two-bay, gable roof structure
with a single bay deep ell.

The house rests on a stone foundation. Asphalt shingles cover
the house.
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DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

This frame farmhouse is situated in a hilly, semi-wooded area on
New Germany Road approximately 1% miles southwest of Big Run Road. The
house faces east. It is a two story, three-bay by two~bay, gable roof
structure with a single bay deep ell. A wooden gable end facade porch,
supported by round pillars with balustrades, covers the facade and curves
around to cover the north elevation.

At the far cornmer of the north elevation porch is a small single
story enclosed addition.

The central facade entrance is flanked with sidelights and has a
transom. An entrance also is located at a small wooden porch on the
south elevation of the ell.

The house has an exterior cinderblock chimney just in front of the
south gable end. 2/2 sash windows, with pedimented window heads, light
the house. A triple window is located at the north end of the first
story facade. Single pane arched windows are located in the gable ends.

The house rests on a stone foundation. Asphalt shingles cover the
house, with corrugated metal on the roof.
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This house is an example of a common Western Maryland type. Houses
of this general configuration, a rectangular main block and rear kitchen
wing, were constructed in Garrett County from the late 19th through
the early 20th centuries.
