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This one and a half story, four bay sheathed
log house is typical of many such structures found
along the mountains of the Blue Ridge and Appalachia.
Its age is unknown,
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This house is located on the north side of U. S. Route 40-A on the side of South Mountain, neax
Zittlestown, southeast of Boomnsboro in Washington County, Maryland. It faces south.

Built into a slope, this structure rests on fieldstone foundations which end at ground level
at the southeast corner but are of considerable height toward the back of the house. It is
a one and a half story, four bay log structure with its surface covered with composition
siding. Windows at the main story have six over six pane sashes trimmed with early 20th
century architraves.,

Two front doors are located side by side in the center bays of the east elevation. They are
sheltered by a shed roofed porch.

Small brick chimneys are located inside the end walls. Corrugated sheet metal forms the roof.
The house has no gutter system,

The structure appears to be in good condition, It stands on a property containing 9.73 ac" s.
