sheathed with composition simulated brick siding, Thick door and window jambs, however, sug~
gest that the walls are log. The door is centrally located,

Windows have plain 20th century trim and two over two pane sashes. Corrugated sheet metal
covers the roof and a modern concrete block flue has been added against the east end wall,

The house is in fair to good condition,
