DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

This house is located on the north side of Mt, Aetna Road just west of Mt. Lena Road southeast

of Hagerstown in Washingtom County, Maryland. It stands on an area of level ground just south
of Mt, Aetna Creek and faces south,

The building is a two story, six bay brick structure resting on low fieldstone foundations.

A recessed double porch included under the main roef span ghelters the two western bays of
the front elevation. The length of this porch has been shortened by one bay with the additioa
of a modern brick wall, The brick surfaces of the house displays American or common bonding
at all elevations. The walls have baen painted white. ' -

Windows and doors are placed at random in the walls. They have narrow frames finished with a
bead at the inside edge. All original windows have six over six pane sashes. Flat arches of
brick are present above the openings. The main entrance is located in the second bay from
the east end of the front elevation. A seven panel door is hung beneath a three light tran- ;
som. Another entrance is located in the recessed area of the front wall in the second bay
from the west end of the house. A third entrance is located approximately opposite it { ‘"he
rear or north wall, _ - ,

A one bay entrance porch with a low hipped roof shelters the main door. It ig supported by
late 19th century style chamfered square posts. The double porch is also supported by cham-
fered square pewsts, its:upper level enclosed with a plain balustrade. A window in the end
wall of the house helps to light the porch. Another shed reofed porch extends along part of
the north wall,

The roof of the house is covered with modern asphalt shingles and extends beyond th end
walls. Brick chimneys are located inside the gables while a third chimney riges from the
interior of the house near its center.

Woodwork inside the house suggests influence of the Greek Revival style.

827 the Mt, Astna furnace land consisting of mere than 1000 acres, was transfered to
Ju_ .1 Horine, who was still listed as owning the property in 1859, Through much of the first
half of the 20th century, it was onwed by the Towson family., It is not known whether or not
this house was built by or resided in by John Horine although it would appear that he did owm

the property at the time the house was buile,
