This house is located on the west side of U.S. Route 40=A at Benevola, north of Boonsboro in
Washington County, Maryland. It is a two story, four bay frame structure., It rests on low
fieldstone foundations. The walls are sheathed with asbestos shingle siding. Windows have
two over two pane double hung sashes some of which have upper panes with arched tops. Two
front doors are located side by side in the center of the east elevation, The doors are
treated similarly each having a transom, They are sheltered by a small Victorian porch.

A small two bay ell extends to the rear.

Brick chimneys are located inside the end walls.
