Only
the kitchen wing retains it's beaded beamed ceiling and ver-
tical beaded wall sheathing. Even here the window openings
have been destroyed and replaced by aluminum sashes. The
ancient chimneys too are gone - replaced with yellow brick
monstrosities. An 18th century corn crib survives but it too
will soon go.
